 Seven ACC teams earned NCAA Tournament bids.
This marked the seventh time — and the fifth straight
tournament — the ACC has placed at least seven teams
in the NCAA Tournament field (nine in 2017 and 2018,
seven in 2007, 2009, 2016, 2019, 2021).

« Syracuse and Florida State reached the Sweet 16

in the NCAA Tournament. At least one ACC team has
advanced to the Sweet 16 in 41 straight NCAA Tourna-
ments, which is by far the longest in the history of the
NCAA Tournament. No other conference has a streak
longer than 22.

* In the modern era (since 1985) nearly half of the
ACC teams which earned NCAA Tournament bids have
reached the Sweet 16 (97 of 199).

* Florida State played in its third straight Sweet 16 for
the first time in program history.

 Georgia Tech defeated Florida State, 80-75, in the
ACC Championship game, claiming its fourth ACC
Tournament championship and its first since 1993.

* Georgia Tech junior guard Michael Devoe earned the
ACC Tournament's Everett Case Award (Most Valuable
Player) after averaging 16.5 ppg, 5.0 apg and 2.0 spg
in the tournament.

* Georgia Tech forward Moses Wright was named
the ACC Player of the Year, becoming just the second
Yellow Jacket to win the award (Dennis Scott, 1990).

* Florida State guard Scottie Barnes was named ACC
Freshman and Sixth Man of the Year. Barnes is just
the second player in FSU history to be named the ACC
Freshman of the Year joining Bob Sura (1992).

« Virginia Tech head coach Mike Young earned ACC

Coach of the Year. He now has eight conference Coach
of the Year honors in his career, with seven in the So-
Con (four from coaches' vote, three from media vote).

* Following the season, North Carolina head coach Roy
Williams announced his retirement. In 18 seasons as
head coach at UNC, he led the Tar Heels to a 485-163
record, two other Final Fours, nine ACC regular-season
championships and three ACC Tournament crowns.

* Nine ACC teams ranked among the top 60 in the final
NET rankings — second most of any conference.

AROUND THE ACC

* BOSTON COLLEGE: BC named Earl Grant its new head
coach on March 15. Grant spent the previous six seasons
as head coach at College of Charleston.

* CLEMSON: Senior forward Aamir Simms led the team
in points, rebounds, assists and blocks for the second
straight year. Last year he was the first player in Clemson
history to accomplish that feat.

* DUKE: Freshman Mark Williams recorded a career-high
23 points and 19 rebounds in the ACC quarters. The 19
rebounds were the most by a freshman in the ACC Tour-
nament, surpassing 18 by Virginia’s Ralph Sampson vs.
Clemson in the 1980 quarters.

* FLORIDA STATE: FSU is one of three teams that has
advanced to the Sweet 16 of each of the last three NCAA
Tournaments. The Seminoles are joined by Gonzaga and
Michigan as the three teams that have advanced at least as
far as the Sweet 16 in 2018, 2019 and 2021.

* GEORGIA TECH: Tech’s 34 wins over the past two
seasons are the most for the program over two seasons
since 2009-10 and 2010-11 (36). The Yellow Jackets'
17-9 record marked their highest winning percentage for a
season since the 2004 Final Four team (28-10).

* LOUISVILLE: Graduate guard Carlik Jones was the only
player in the ACC in 2020-21 to rank among the top six
in scoring (16.8 ppg, 6th), assists (4.5 apg, 4th), assists/
turnovers ratio (2.18, 4th) and free throw percentage
(.815, 3rd).

* MIAMI: Sophomore guard Isaiah Wong (+9.4 ppg in
2020-21) posted the second-highest scoring increase of
any player in the ACC over the past three seasons (Louis-
ville’s Jordan Nwora, +11.3 in 2018-19).

* NORTH CAROLINA: With their NCAA Tournament appear-
ance this season, the Tar Heels rank second in tournament
history in appearances (51), games (174), wins (126) and
winning percentage (.724).

* NC STATE: Senior guard Braxton Beverly scored his
1,000th career point during the Syracuse game. Beverly

and Engin Atsur (2004-07) are the only players in NC State
history to score 1,000 career points, pass out 300 career as-
sists, hit 200 3-pointers and record over 100 career steals.

* NOTRE DAME: Junior guard Prentiss Hubb ranked 10th
nationally in total assists (152) and 14th in assists per
game (5.8).

 PITT: Sophomore forward Justin Champagnie led the
ACC with 14 double-doubles, including eight games with
20 or more points and 10 or more rebounds. He was the
only major conference player to average a double-double
this season.

* SYRACUSE: Junior guard Buddy Boeheim averaged 24.0
ppg in March in leading the Orange to the Sweet 16. He
shot 44% (33-0f-75) from 3-point range in that span.

* VIRGINIA: Graduate guard Sam Hauser finished his
career with 1,682 points (400 in one season at Virginia).
He reached double figures in scoring in 23 of 25 games
this season.

* VIRGINIA TECH: For the first time in program history,
the Hokies made their fourth straight visit to the NCAA
Tournament. It was their 12th appearance in the NCAA
Tournament, including the first under Mike Young.

* WAKE FOREST: Junior guard Daivien Williamson led the
Demon Deacons in scoring, minutes per game, assists and
steals. He was the only player on the team averaging 32 or
more minutes and 12 or more points per game.
