PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Gulce Nazli Dikecligil, Stony Brook, Sr., OH, 

Istanbul, Turkey
Dikecligil's 4.57 kills per set led the conference last week and led 
Stony Brook to a 2-0 record in league games. The senior outside 
hitter recorded eight aces, seven of them coming in one match. She 
made just six attack errors, fewer than anybody else in the league 
with over 54 attempts, registering a .388 hitting percentage. She 
added seven digs and two blocks to her weekly stats as she picks 
up her fourth player of the week honor this season.

ROOKIE OF THE WEEK
Alyssa Lang, UMBC, Fr., OH, Richmond, Va./Deep Run

Lang wins her seventh rookie of the week of the season with more 
solid play for the Retrievers last week. The freshmen averaged 3.14 
kills and 3.14 digs per set last week in two games against league-
leading Albany, and led the team with two service aces. Lang re-
corded nine kills Friday night, before earning her seventh double-
double of the season on Sunday with 13 kills and 16 digs. She 
continues to lead all freshmen in America East in kills and aces.

SETTER OF THE WEEK
Brooke Stanley, Albany, So., S, Hendersonville, N.C./West 

Henderson
Stanley continued to lead the Great Danes in the conference slate 
last week with two wins over UMBC. The sophomore setter aver-
aged 10.14 assists, 3.00 digs and 1.43 kills per set in two games 
and quarterbacked Albany to a .260 team hitting percentage. On 
Friday on the road, Stanley recorded 30 assists to go along with 
eight digs, two kills and one service ace. At home on Sunday, she 
notched a double-double with 41 assists, 13 digs and eight kills, 
along with a .571 hitting percentage. This is her third straight setter 
honor, and sixth such award of the season.
