PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Gulce Nazli Dikecligil, Stony Brook, Sr., OH, 

Istanbul, Turkey
Dikecligil led the Seawolves to a 2-2 record last week with 61 kills 
(3.39 kps). The senior added 15 aces, 41 digs (2.28 dps) and fi ve 
total blocks. She recorded a double-double (24 kills, 16 digs) in 
a 3-2 victory over Bryant and her second double-double in a fi ve 
set loss to Long Island (12 kills, 10 digs). Was one dig short of a 
double-double against Brown (20 kills, 9 digs). Dikecligil's 24 kills 
and 16 digs against Bryant were both season highs. The 24 kills 
were an America East single match high this season. 

ROOKIE OF THE WEEK
Alyssa Lang, UMBC, Fr., OH, Richmond, Va./Deep Run

Lang was second on the Retrievers last week with 23 kills (2.56 kps) 
and led all freshmen in the league in that category. The rookie put 
up more digs (45 total, 5.00 dps) than any other player in America 
East last week as she helped lead UMBC to its fi rst win over George 
Washington in 17 matches between the two schools. On her way to 
being named to the West Virginia Volleyball Classic all-tournament 
team, Lang also collected fi ve service aces. She recorded her fourth 
double-double of the season in the win over George Washington, 
earning 10 kills and 16 digs.

SETTER OF THE WEEK
Lindsey Mueller, Binghamton, So., S, 

West Bend, Wis./West Bend West
Mueller led the conference in assists last week, totaling 153 as-
sists for 10.93 aps, while also averaging 2.64 digs per set and 0.64 
blocks per set. The sophomore posted two double-doubles on the 
week. Against Hofstra, she tallied 49 assists and 11 digs, while 
recording 31 assists and 13 digs against Bowling Green. The 49 
assists against Hofstra was Mueller's season high, while she also 
contributed four blocks in the match against the Pride. She led the 
Bearcats in assists, ranked second in digs and fourth on the squad 
in blocks for the week.
