As has been a trademark of Bill Herrion's teams
since he arrived at UNH in 2005, the Wildcats
are one of the top defensive teams in America
East.

VERMONT REGOGNIZES GAINES

Vermont retired the jersey number of the late
Trevor Gaines prior to its game against lona Sat-
urday. The all-time great, who wore No. 45, tragi-
cally passed away in 2010 at the age of 29 due
to a heart condition. He ranks 12th on America
East's all-time rebound list with 880 career re-
bounds and also tallied 1,255 career points.

GONFERENGE PLAY AROUND THE CORNER

League play commences just two weeks from
today. The 16-game round-robin schedule kicks
off on Jan. 2 with four conference contests. Fin-
ishing among the league's top two is crucial for
teams with championship aspirations. Only twice
in America East's 32 year history has a team fin-
ished outside the top two and gone on to win the
league title. Delaware captured the crown as the
America East Championship's No. 3 seed in 1999
while Holy Cross finished third in the league's in-
augural year (1979-80) and went on to win the
championship.

America East has been the starting point for sev-
eral of the game's top coaches. Mike Brey (Notre
Dame), Jim Calhoun (UConn), Mike Jarvis (Florida
Atlantic), Rick Pitino (Louisville) and Jay Wright
(Villanova) are part of a fraternity of former Amer-
ica East coaches who have excelled at other in-
stitutions. The group has combined to win 2,500
games, make 10 Final Four appearances and
win four national championships. First-year head
coaches Pat Chambers (Penn State) and Mike Lo-
nergan (George Washington) who won the last
two America East titles at Boston U. and Vermont,
respectively, recently joined the group.

AMERIGA EAST, ESPN DO DEAL

The America East Conference and ESPN an-
nounced a new five-year broadcast deal that
will significantly increase the league’s number of
national appearances on the ESPN family of net-
works on Nov. 28. The agreement will run through
the 2015-16 season. The 2011-12 package will
include a minimum of 48 national appearances on
ESPN platforms, the most in league history. The
deal also includes flexibility that could increase
that total in future years. As part of the agree-
ment, the conference’'s men’s basketball champi-
onship game will air on ESPN2, the 25th straight
year the America East title game will air on ESPN
or ESPN2. The women’s championship game will
be distributed to regional sports networks via
ESPN Regional Television and also be broadcast
on ESPN3, ESPN's multi-screen broadcast chan-
nel available through an affiliated internet or vid-
eo provider online via WatchESPN.com. For the
fifth straight year, ESPNU will broadcast a men’s
regular-season conference game when Stony
Brook hosts Boston U. on Jan. 27 in a rematch
of last year's America East Championship game.
Additionally 11 regular-season basketball games,
four postseason contests and the men’s lacrosse
championship game will be broadcast exclusive-
ly on ESPN3, which also includes availability on
smartphones and tablets via the WatchESPN app
and on ESPN on Xbox LIVE.

GBS SPORTS NETWORK T0 AIR FIVE GAMES

The America East Conference and CBS Sports
Network announced today a national television
package including both men’s and women'’s bas-
ketball games, the first such deal in league his-
tory. It will be the first time that multiple con-
ference regular-season games will be televised
nationally in one season. CBS Sports Network
will broadcast five league contests featuring eight
America East schools starting in January. America
East previously partnered with the Network to
televise two men’s lacrosse games in 2010, in-
cluding the conference championship game. The
package kicks off with a Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day men’s matchup between defending league
champion Boston University and University at Al-
bany on Jan. 14 at 7 p.m. The two teams were
picked first and fourth, respectively, in the confer-
ence’s preseason poll. Old rivals University of New
Hampshire and University of Vermont will meet
for the 132nd time in men’s action on Jan. 29
at 12 p.m. The Catamounts will then face Stony
Brook University in a get together of the league’s
last two men’s regular-season champions on Feb-
ruary 12. The preseason favorite on the women'’s
side, UMBC, and 2011 league champion, Hartford,
will square off on Feb. 19 at Chase Arena in the
first-ever nationally televised conference women’s
game. The final game of the package will feature
University of Maine at Stony Brook in men’s action
on the final day of the regular season, February
26.

TERRIERS AGRIN THE TOP CHOIGE

For the fifth straight year, Boston University, the
reigning America East champion, is the coaches’
preseason choice to repeat as champion in 2011-
12. The Terriers, who return four starters from
last season, including first-team All-America East
guard Darryl Partin, garnered six of eight pos-
sible first-place votes (coaches were not allowed
to vote for their team) and 62 points, followed
by last year’s runner-up Stony Brook University,
which received three first-place votes and 56
points. University of Vermont, the reigning Amer-
ica East regular-season champion, was picked
third, tallying 46 points, and was followed closely
in fourth by University at Albany, which received
42 points. University of New Hampshire was next
in fifth place with 39 points while University of
Maine followed in sixth with 32 points. University
of Hartford and UMBC were tied for seventh place
with 18 points and Binghamton University round-
ed out the nine-team poll with 11 points.
