SJU NCAA POSTSEASON RUN ENDS IN
REGIONAL ROUNDS

St. John’s baseball’s season came to an end at the Clemson
Regional, where the Red Storm went 1-2. BIG EAST Player
the Year John Valente and outfielder Mike Antico were named
to the Regional All-Tournament Team. Vanderbilt, the No. 2
seed, won the Clemson Regional and moved on to the Super
Regionals for the second straight year out of that bracket. St.
John’s, the No. 3 seed in the bracket, lost to Vanderbilt 2-0
on Friday afternoon. On Saturday, the Red Storm defeated
No. 4 seed Morehead State, 11-5. In Sunday’s elimination
game, St. John’s fell just short against top-seed Clemson,
9-8. The Red Storm had entered the bottom of the ninth
facing a five-run deficit. SJU scored four runs in the frame
before ultimately coming up short. It was St. John’s 37th
overall apperance in the NCAA Tournament field, tied with
Oklahoma and Southern California for the eigth-highest total
in the history of college baseball. St. John’s has represented
the BIG EAST three times in the past five years, twice as the
AQ (2018, 2015) and once as the at-large (2017). Xavier has
represented the BIG EAST in 2014, 2016 and 2017.

#BIGEASTBASE 2018 MLB DRAFT ROUNDUP
After 40 rounds and three days, 17 players from BIG EAST
member schools were selected in the 2018 Major League
Baseball First-Year Player Draft. BIG EAST tournament
champion and regular season champion St. John’s led the
league with six players selected in the draft. Tournament
runner-up Seton Hall had five players picked with two
players who signed in the days following the draft.

SHU FORCES GAME 7;
ST.JOHN’SWINS NINTHTITLE

St. John’s was crowned the champions of the BIG
EAST for the second time in the last four years and
the ninth time overall this past weekend at Prasco
Park in Mason, Ohio. Entering Championship Sunday
with a 2-0 record, the Red Storm suffered a lopsided
19-2 victory at the hands of Seton Hall in the

day’s first game. Red Storm lefty Jeff Belge tossed
eight scoreless innings of two-hit ball in the evening
tilt, striking out nine and earning the Jack Kaiser
Award as the tournament’s most outstanding player.
It was the first time in the current tournament format
that the league’s tournament went to game 7. The
last time a tournament went to the “if-necessary”
game was in 2003. From 2006-14, the championship
was single elimination and no if necessary game was
scheduled. Double-elimination through the entire
tournament re-instated in 2015. It was also used
from 1985-2005.

HIGHLIGHTS -

St. John’s advanced to Championship Sunday

with a first round win against No. 4 seed
Georgetown, 5-2. On Saturday, St. John’s defeated
Butler, 12-8. Second-seeded Seton Hall played its
way out of the losers’ bracket after losing to No. 3
seed Butler, 2-1 in 13 innings, the second-longest
inning game played in the tournament’s 33 year
history. The Pirates knocked the Hoyas out of the
tournament with a 21-5 win, setting a tournament
record for runs. The previous record was held by
West Virginia in a 20-8 win over Pittsburgh in seven
innings in game seven of the 2008 tournament. On
Saturday, the Pirates earned redemption over Butler
with a 4-3 victory to advance to Championship
Sunday.

It was Georgetown’s fourth overall appearance in
the tournament and second time under head coach
Pete Wilke. The tournament appearance was a first
for Butler.

BEST WIN PERCENTAGE SINCE 2014
No. 1 seed St. John’s enters the tournament on

a the heels of a 15-3 conference record (.833).
That record is the best by a BIG EAST team since
realignment, a distinction previously held by the
2015 Red Storm squad who went 14-3, en route

to their last tournament crown. SJU is the first BIG
EAST squad to turn in a winning percentage of .833
or better since Louisville in 2013, as the Cardinals

went 20-4 against league foes before earning a
berth to the College World Series.

ST.JOHN’S JOHN VALENTE EARNS
PLAYER OF THEYEAR; SETON HALL'S
RICKY DEVITO PITCHER OF THEYEAR
St. John’s grad student John Valente was named
the 2018 BIG EAST Player of the Year, becoming the
first Red Storm player to earn the honor. Seton Hall
sophomore starter Ricky DeVito was named BIG
EAST Pitcher of the Year, while Xavier’s Allbry Major
earned the Freshman of the Year accolades. For

the second-straight year and eighth time overall,
skipper Ed Blankmeyer and St. John’s earned
Coaching Staff of the Year accolades.

Valente won the conference’s top individual honor
after yet another productive campaign at the top
of No. 1 seed St. John’s lineup. The graduate
student enters postseason play hitting a league-
best .363 overall and has had a career year in a
number of other categories. The New Rochelle,
N.Y., native has set career highs for home runs (5),
RBIs (37) and stolen bases (11), while also taking
over the Red Storm’s everyday duties at third
base. Recently, Valente, also a 2017 First Team
All-BIG EAST selection, became the 23rd player in
St. John’s history to surpass the 200-hit mark for
his career. Valente was the coaches’ unanimous
selection at third base to the first team. In league
play, Valente helped lead St. John’s to a 15-3 mark
with a .351 average, knocking in 11 runs with three
doubles, a triple and two run. He crossed the plate
15 times for St. John’s. It is the second year in a
row Player of the Year went to a third baseman as
Xavier’s Rylan Bannon earned the award in 2017.

Seton Hall’s DeVito is the fifth Pirate pitcher, first
since 2014, to earn BIG EAST Pitcher of the Year
distinction. DeVito made six BIG EAST appearance
as Seton Hall’s Saturday starter going for 36.0
innings and allowing only three earned runs. In
league appearances, he led the BIG EAST in ERA
(0.75), and wins (four), while ranking second in
opposing batting average (0.176), third in strikeouts
(40) and fourth in innings pitched. Heading into the
postseason, DeVito has made 10 starts and has
allowed more than one earned run only twice. He
went 5-2 with a 1.33 ERA and 60 strikeouts in 54.1
innings. DeVito’s standout second season comes
on the heels of a freshman year where he posted a
0.00 ERA in 15.0 innings of relief.

Xavier rookie Major made an immediate impact for the
Musketeer offense, finishing his final season ranked in
batting average (.291) on an XU offense that led the BIG
EAST in hits (529) and slugging (.451) and was second
in batting (.276). Major totaled 46 hits for the year, nine
of them doubles, two home runs with 21 RBI. He made
13 BIG EAST appearances with a .319 average (15-
for-47), crossing the plate five times with four doubles,
two homers and six RBI. In the outfield, Major had a

perfect 1.000 fielding percentage with 34 putouts
and two assists. Major also made six BIG EAST
appearances, four starts and finished with a 2-3
record, 3-5 overall. In league play, Major struck
out 29 batters. Major is Xavier’s second Freshman
of the Year honoree, joining catcher Nate Soria
was earned the accolade in 2015.

Blankmeyer, the winningest skipper in conference
history with 336 victories, has garnered Coaching
Staff of the Year honors eight times, repeating the
honor for the second consecutive year and third
time in the past four years (2018, 2017, 2015,
2012, 2008, 2007, 2005 and 1996). The 23rd-
year head coach of the No. 1 seed Red Storm and
his staff led St. John’s to a 2018 record of 36-14
in 50 contests so far, helping the Red Storm
capture its league-best ninth BIG EAST Regular
Season Title after tallying a 15-3 mark against
conference opponents. St. John’s started the year
9-0 in league play, the best start in BIG EAST
play by a team since Rutgers in 2011. St. John’s
15-3 mark is the best team finish since Louisville
went 20-4 in 2013, a year in which the Cardinals
reached the College World Series. St. John’s has
been floating around the national rankings this
year for the second-straight year, and enter the
tournament ranked as high as 18th in the polls.

BEST BIG EAST OPENING STREAK
SINCE 2000

With three weekend sweeps in a row (9-0), St.
John’s was off to its best start in BIG EAST league
play since Rutgers went 11-0 to start the season
in 2000. The last time a BIG EAST team had

such a start to the season with the 2000 Rutgers
Scarlet Knights. Rutgers swept Georgetown,
Boston College and West Virginia, then took
2-of-3 from Connecticut to win 11-straight games
(Research courtesy of St. John’s athletics). For St.
John’s, only the 1991 squad, which claimed its
first 10 conference decisions, won more games
to start a league season since this year’s roster.
Since the league realigned prior to the start of the 2014
season, no BIG EAST team had begun conference play
with more than six-consecutive victories.

Creighton junior Clark Brinkman claimed Baseball
National Player of the Week notoriety from NCAA.
com on Tuesday, following a 3-1 week for the
Bluejays.

That changed in a hurry
as the junior swatted a leadoff homer on Friday
and went on to bash four homers in a three-game
series vs. Xavier. In the second game of the battle
with the Musketeers, Brinkman launched two round
trippers, to plate five runs. Clark finished the week
with eight RBI to push his total to 25 on the season.
To round out the series, Brinkman went 4-4 with two

RBI, bringing his average to .352 on the season.
Brinkman ranks fifth in the NCAA (April 27th) in runs
per game with 1.29.

In the midst of a stellar season both on and off the
diamond, St. John’s utility player John Valente has
been named one of the 10 finalists nationwide for the
prestigious Senior CLASS Award, it was announced
this morning by the organization. An acronym for
Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying
in School®, the Senior CLASS Award focuses on
the total student-athlete and encourages students
to use their platform in athletics to make a positive
impact as leaders in their communities. The award
recognizes four key components: community,
classroom, character and competition. On the
diamond, Valente has been having yet another
standout campaign in 2018, leading the BIG EAST
with a .386 batting average and pacing the team
with 28 RBIs. Valente finished as a Second Team
Senior CLASS Award All-American.

CREIGHTON’S SERVAIS EARNS WIN
NO. 500; SETON HALL'S SHEPPARD &
GEORGETOWN'’S WILKE MARK WIN
NO. 400

Eight runs in the first three innings gave Creighton a
cushion to enjoy head coach Ed Servais’ 500th win
at Creighton as the Bluejays downed Kansas State
8-3 on Wednesday, April 4. He is the winningest
coach in program history, passing Jim Hendry
(289) in 2011.

Seton Hall defeated Xavier, 4-3, in the series opener
last weekend to give head coach Rob Sheppard his
400th career victory. Sheppard is in his 15th season
as the skipper at Seton Hall. With two outs in the
fifth inning, Tyler Shedler-McAvoy hit the ball to the
wall in right-center field for a stand-up triple, driving
in the tying and go-ahead runs. The Pirate pitching
staff helped secure the win.

On May 15, Georgetown powered past UMBC,
11-6 for head coach Pete Wilke’s 400th win. Four
different Hoyas had three hits and Alex Bernauer had
two home runs. The Hoyas have won 13-straight
at home.

ST. JOHN’S SKIPPER BLANKMEYER
INDUCTED INTOABCA HALL OF FAME
The winningest coach in St. John’s history and
the most successful skipper in the 30-plus year
history of the BIG EAST conference, Ed Blankmeyer
was inducted into the American Baseball Coaches
Association Hall of Fame on Friday, Jan. 5 at the JW
Marriott in Indianapolis. The owner of 758 victories
and a .622 career winning percentage, Blankmeyer
became the third St. John’s coach inducted into the
ABCA Hall, joining his predecessors Jack Kaiser and
Joe Russo. One of the nation’s most consistently

successful programs, St. John’s has had only three
head coaches since 1956. All three are now Hall of
Famers.

XAVIER WELCOMED NEW HEAD
COACH BILLY O’CONNER

After a decorated playing career and four years as an
assistant on the Xavier baseball staff, Billy 0’Conner
was named the program’s seventh head coach in mid
June 2017. 0’Conner recently completed his fourth
season as an assistant on the XU staff during the
2016-17 season, helping the Musketeers to a third
BIG EAST Championship in four years and a second
straight NCAA Tournament Regional Final. During his
time on the staff, XU has posted three 30-win seasons,
made three appearances in the NCAA Tournament and
had eight players selected in the MLB First Year Player
Draft. That number includes back-to-back years with
multiple picks and a program record four selections
in last week’s draft.

BIG EAST BASEBALL NAMED RICHARD
FETCHIET AS COORDINATOR OF
UMPIRES

Richard Fetchiet has been named the BIG EAST
Conference’s new Coordinator of Baseball Umpires
as announced by the Conference on Tuesday. Fetchiet
begins his tenure immediately and will work in
partnership with the BIG EAST on all aspects of the BIG
EAST’s umpiring program, including the assignments
for the BIG EAST Championship, all conference series
and non-conference home games.
