NCAA Bylaw 14.4.3.6-(a)   Missed Term
One time during a student-athlete's entire period of collegiate enrollment, the provisions of Bylaw 14.4.3.1–(b) may be prorated at nine hours per term of actual attendance if the student-athlete misses a complete term or consecutive terms during an academic year, subject to the following conditions:  

(1)
The student-athlete engaged in no outside competition in the sport during the academic term or terms in which the student was not in attendance; and

(2)
At the time of certification, the student has fulfilled the progress toward degree requirements (per Bylaw 14.4.3.1) for the terms in which the student was in attendance.  

A transfer student from a two-year college is not eligible to utilize this one-time exception during the first academic year of residence at the certifying institution in order to maintain eligibility during the second year in residence.  Hours earned while enrolled as a part-time student during the "missed term" may be used to satisfy the 24-36-hour [see Bylaw 14.4.3.1-(a)], percentage of degree [see Bylaw 14.4.3.2] and grade-point average requirements [see Bylaw 14.4.3.3].
