Elon (16-10; 9-6 CAA) at Drexel (17-9; 11-4 CAA): The Phoenix begin their final road trip of
the season with their first-ever trip to the Daskalakis Athletic Center. Elon is coming off a
pair of wins last weekend while Drexel has won three straight and looks to hold steady in
second place in the CAA standings. This only the second meeting between the two schools
with the first one coming on January 6 when the Dragons posted a 57-47 win.

Northeastern (4-21; 1-14 CAA) at James Madison (23-3; 14-1 CAA): The Dukes can win the
2015 CAA Regular Season Championship outright with win over the Huskies. In their first
meeting of the season, JMU posted a 77-55 victory over Northeastern at the Cabot Center.

LAST TIME OUT IN #CAAHOOPS

Led by Brie Mobley’s record-setting 46 points, UNCW outlasted Delaware to earn a pivotal
71-68 victory in overtime and move into a tie the Blue Hens for fifth place in the standings.
Mobley not only set program single game records, but the 46 points were the fourth most
in CAA history. She connected on 19-0f-26 shots, which also set the CAA single game record
for field goals made. Teammate Ryan Flowers grabbed 16 rebounds while Delaware’s Joy
Caracciolo finished with 16 points.

William and Mary used a balanced attack and shot a season-best and school-record
61.8 percent (34-o0f-55) from the floor as they cruised to a 84-55 victory at the College of
Charleston on Thursday night. Freshman Abby Rendle scored a game-high 16 points to
lead four players in double-figures. Sophomore Marlena Tremba scored 15 points while
senior Kyla Kerstetter and sophomore Latrice Hunter each added 10 points off of the
bench. For CofC Bre Bolden tallied 11 points and seven boards.

UNCW has had two players score 40 points this season. Only three Seahawks total (both men’s and
women’s) have hit that mark in UNCW history.
e Sophomore Brie Mobley scored 46 points in the Seahawks’ overtime win over Delaware on
February 26, setting both UNCW and Trask Coliseum records.
e Mobley’s 46 points were the most in the NCAA this season and the fourth-
most in CAA single game history.
e Mobley went 19-for-26 from the floor setting the CAA record for field goals
made. The previous mark was 18 and held by three players, most recently
Delaware’s Elena Delle Donne.
e |t was the 19th 40-point game in conference history.
e Mobley was featured on ESPN SportsCenter’s Three Stars segement.
e Guard Kelva Atkins scored 40 points against Charleston Southern on December 20, tying a
then-school record and setting a Trask Coliseum scoring record.
e The 40 points were tied for the tenth most in CAA single game history
e Atkins had become the first CAA player to score 40 points since Elena Delle
Donne had 42 against Hofstra on February 16, 2012.

#CAAHOOPS WEEKLY HONORS - FEBRUARY 24

e CAA Player of the Week: Senior Jackie Schluth averaged 17.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, and 3.0
assists per game to lead Drexel to a pair of road wins. The forward also shot 60 percent (15-for-
25) for the week. At the College of Charleston, Schluth matched a career high with 18 points on
7-for-10 shooting while adding nine rebounds, two assists, and a block.

e CAA Player of the Week: Redshirt sophomore forward Anjie White averaged 14.0 points on
52.6 percent shooting and 6.0 rebounds per game to help Hofstra to a 2-0 week. In the win
over nationally-ranked James Madison, White put the Pride ahead to stay by sinking a pair of
tie-breaking free throws with 40 seconds left. She finished the game with 13 points, including
a perfect 5-for-5 effort at the free throw line, and four rebounds.

e CAA Rookie of the Week: Guard Shay Burnett averaged 11.5 points, 6.0 rebounds, and 3.5
assists to help Elon to a 2-0 week. At Northeastern, Burnett tallied 10 points. She then posted
her second double-double of the season (13pts/10reb) while adding five assists and two steals
at William & Mary. Burnett has been named the CAA Rookie of the Week three times this
season.

e CAA Rookie of the Week: Forward Ashunae Durant came off the bench to average 12.5 points,
4.5 rebounds, and 23.5 minutes in Hofstra’s 2-0 week. Durant, who has scored in double
figures in nine straight games, began the week with 13 points against Towson. In the win over
nationally-ranked JMU, Durant tallied 12 points, six rebounds, and two blocks. She hit a pair
of crucial free throws down the stretch to help seal the win. Durant has been named the CAA
Rookie of the Week six times and the CAA Player of the Week once this season.

e Elon has 599 program wins, one shy of the 600-win milestone.

e Hofstra topped James Madison on February 22, marking only the second time in program in
history in which the Pride posted a win over a ranked opponent. The last time was in 2006
when they defeated Michigan State.

e The Pride is in the middle of a five-game winning streak, averaging 60.2 points per game while
holding opponents to 53.2 points. Hofstra is being led by Anjie White who is averaging 15.4
points and 6.8 rebounds during that stretch.

e Drexel has scored 60 or more points in eight of its last nine games, after reaching that figure
five times in the first 17 games.

e Towson'’s LaTorri Hines-Allen has recorded 12 20-point efforts in 27 games played this season.
She also has 13 double-doubles to lead all CAA players. Hines-Allen is averaging 17.2 points and
9.7 rebounds per game on the year.

e James Madison’s Lauren Okafor has posted double-digit rebounds in 12 of 26 games.
