Precious Hall was the unani-
mous CAA Player of Year after
an impressive junior campaign.
She averaged 21.0 points per
game, which ranked her 18th in the nation in
scoring at the end of the regular season. She
scored in double figures in all but one game this
season, and posted at least 20 points 18 times.
Hall is also ranked fifth nationally in three-point
field goals made (3.2/g). With 92 three-pointers
this year, Hall is tied for seventh on the CAA
single season chart. She’s fifth in the CAA in free
throw percentage (.773) and in three-point field
goal percentage (.382). Hall is the CAA’s active
career leader in scoring with 1,431 points and
field goals made (485).

| Ashunae Durant, who also
earned a spot on the All-CAA
Second Team, was named
the CAA Rookie of the Week
six times this season and as well as picking up
USBWA National Freshman of the Week hon-
ors. She led all freshmen in scoring (11.7 ppg),
posting double digits in 21 of the 27 games she
played. She was also fifth in the CAA in rebound-
ing (7.6/g) and field goal percentage (.494), and
ninth overall in free throw percentage (.738).

She also
crashed the boards, finishing in the top-10 in
the CAA in this season. She is the first Cougar
to earn a major award from the CAA.

Head Coach Kenny Brooks
led the Dukes to their third
CAA Regular Season Cham-
pionship in the last five years
and their tenth 20-win sea-
son. Under his guidance, the Dukes earned
national rankings and accolades throughout
the year. JIMU was the CAA’s top rebounding
and scoring team, finishing in the top-20 na-
tionally in those categories. The three-time
CAA Coach of the Year, not only reached the
300-win milestone, but he became the all-
time winningest coach in program history by
surpassing the legendary Shelia Moorman.

Semifinals
e Top-seeded James Madison outlasted fourth-seeded Elon, 63-60. Precious Hall had 19
points while Lauren Okafor posted a double-double for the Dukes. For Elon, rookie Shay
Burnett had 18 points for the Phoenix.
e Third-seeded Hofstra topped seventh-seeded Delaware, 45-42. Elo Edeferioka had 16
rebounds and 12 points for the Pride. Courtni Green had 14 points for the Blue Hens.

Quarterfinals

e Four Dukes scored in double figures in JIMU’s 64-49 win over eighth-seeded Towson. For the
Tigers, Ciara Webb had a double-double with 11 points and 10 boards.

e Fourth-seeded Elon posted its first CAA Championship victory with a 60-48 decision over
fifth-seeded UNCW in the quarterfinals. Josepha Mbouma had a career-high 15 points. For
UNCW, Brie Mobley had 15 points while Ryan Flowers had 15 boards.

* No. 3 Hofstra topped No. 6 William & Mary, 64-51, behind 16 points from Krystal Luciano
and a double-double from Anjie White. For William & Mary, Marlena Tremba had 17 points.

e No. 7 Delaware upset No. 2 Drexel, 55-48, to advance. Hannah Jardine had 13 points for the
Blue Hens while Sarah Curran finished with 12 points for the Dragons.

First Round
e Towson posted a 79-70 win over College of Charleston to open play. LaTorri Hines-Allen led
the way with 26 points and 11 rebounds. Bre Bolden had 28 points for the Cougars.
e Delaware posted a 73-61 win over Northeastern behind 22 points from Courtni Green. For
the Huskies, Samantha DeFreese tallied 23 points and 10 rebounds.

#CAAHOOPS CHAMPIONSHIP PRIMER
The 2015 CAA Women’s Basketball Championship will be held March 12-15 at The Show Place
Arena in Upper Marlboro, Md. for the fifth consecutive season.

e The Show Place Arena is a 5,000 seat venue. Nearly 22,000 fans have attended the CAA
Basketball Championship at the Show Place Arena over the last four years.
The top six teams in the standings earn a first round bye.
The quarterfinals will be broadcast live on the American Sports Network (ASN).
The semifinals and final will be broadcast live on Comcast SportsNet.
The winner of the CAA Championship will receive an automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament
while the highest remaining seed will receive an automatic WNIT berth.

#CAAHOOPS CHAMPIONSHIP FINAL NOTABLES

e Hofstra is making its first CAA Championship final since joining the league in 2001-02. has
advanced to the semifinals four times and has never made the championship game. The Pride
last appeared in the CAA Championship semifinals in 2013, falling to Delaware. (NEVER BEEN)

e James Madison is appearing in its 16th final round. With eight previous appearances as the top
seed, JMU has won six tournament titles.

e Since 1984, seven different teams have won CAA Championships. James Madison has won
seven, Delaware has captured two, and Drexel has one. Former members East Carolina (2),
Richmond (2), and Old Dominion (17) comprise the other champions.

2015 CAA REGULAR SEASON CHAMPIONS
James Madison won its third CAA Regular Season Championship in the last five years and finished
with a 17-1 league record.

¢ The Dukes opened conference play this season with an unbeaten record of 14-0 before Hofstra
was able to snatch up a 74-73 win at the Convocation Center. JMU finished out its slate by
winning their final three games.

e |t was the second straight season in which JMU opened with at least 13 consecutive conference
wins and their best initial CAA record since 2006-07 when it went 15-0 to open the CAA
schedule and finished 16-2 in conference play.

e The Dukes finished the 2013-14 season at 15-1, their best finish in league play since going 12-0
in 1989.

HOT SHOTS

In its final game of the regular season, James Madison posted 107 points against College of
Charleston. It was the most points in the CAA since December 18, 2008 when the Dukes scored
104 against UMBC.

William & Mary’s Jazmen Boone and JMU’s Angela Mickens each fell one assist short of a triple-
double of the final night of the regular season. Boone finished with 16 points, 12 rebounds, and
nine assists against Towson while Mickens had 10 points, 11 boards, and nine assists against
College of Charleston.

Elon recorded its 600th program win with the victory at Hofstra on March 1.

With their win at Northeastern on March 4, Drexel (20-9) posted its third 20-win season under
Head Coach Denise Dillon.

UNCW won its final three road games after a 15-game losing streak. In those three contests,
the Seahawks averaged 78.3 points per game while senior guard Kelva Atkins averaged 20.0
points per game on 54.3 percent shooting from the field.

William & Mary has forced more than 20 miscues in a game on 16 occasions this season.

With 94 three-pointers made this season, James Madison’s Precious Hall is seventh on the CAA
single season chart.

Drexel has scored 60 or more points in eight of its last 13 games, after reaching that figure five

IN THE POLLS
James Madison received votes in the Associated Press and USA Today Coaches Poll this week.

e Associated Press Poll: JMU’s No. 23 ranking on February 16 was the first time it has been
ranked in the poll since 2009. The Dukes received votes in all but three weeks this season.
James Madison’s run of 16 consecutive weeks of receiving votes in the Associated Press Poll
came to an end on January 12.

e USA Today Coaches Poll: On February 16, JMU’s ranking of No. 21 was the highest this season
and the highest since final poll of the 1990-91 season when they checked in at No. 15. JMU has
been recognized in the USA Today Poll every week this season by either receiving votes or a
national ranking. On December 23, JMU checked back into the USA Today Coaches Poll coming
in at No. 24. On November 25, the Dukes checked in at No. 23 in the USA Today Coaches Poll
for the second consecutive week. On November 18, the Dukes were ranked in the USA Today
Coaches Poll for the first time since 2009-10 when they held at No. 25 for three consecutive
weeks (December 14-28).

e College Insider Mid-Major Top-25 Poll: The Dukes were the fourth-ranked team in the College
Insider Mid-Major Top-25 on March 10 while Hofstra and Drexel received votes. JMU spent
nine consecutive weeks in the top spot.

IN THE RPI
Through games on March 10, the Colonial Athletic Association (CAA) as a whole was ranked 13th
in the RPI ratings released by Collegiate Basketball News.
e Two CAA teams were ranked in the top-100. James Madison had an RPI of 28 while Drexel’s
RPI stood at 65.
e James Madison had a season-best RPI of five on December 19 while the CAA has been ranked
as high as tenth on several occasions.

Delaware’s Stephanie Leon was one of five NCAA Division | women’s basketball student-athletes
to be named to the 2015 Allstate WBCA Goodworks Team.

e A two-year team captain, Leon has committed her free time to volunteering with more than
10 community organizations ranging from elementary schools to churches and environmental
agencies during her four years at Delaware. Upon graduation, she will join Teach for America.
Leon was also the 2014 recipient of the CAA’s Dean Ehlers Award.

e The Allstate WBCA Good Works Team recognizes a distinguished group of student-athletes
who have demonstrated a commitment to enriching the lives of others and contributing to the
greater good in their communities.
