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#CAAHOOPS IN THE POSTSEASON
•	 Five CAA teams qualified for national 

postseason play with James Madison 
heading to the NCAA Tournament, Hofstra, 
Elon, and Drexel earning bids to the 
Women’s National Invitation Tournament 
(WNIT), and William & Mary heading to 
the Women’s Basketball Invitational (WBI).

•	 The 2015 postseason marks the tenth 
consecutive year in which at least three 
CAA teams advanced to the postseason. 

•	 It is the 15th consecutive season in which 
the CAA had a representative in the WNIT 
and the third season overall for a CAA team 
to participate in the WBI.

•	 Drexel, who won the 2013 WNIT, made its 
fifth tournament appearance in the last six 
seasons. The Dragons hosted Hampton on 
March 19 in the opening round, but fell, 45-
42.

•	 Hofstra, making its first WNIT appearance 
since 2012, saw its comeback fall short on 
Thursday night, falling to Penn, 65-58.

•	 Elon, in its first-ever WNIT appearance, fell 
at Georgia Tech, 69-47, on Thursday night.

•	 William & Mary, in its first-ever national 
postseason appearance, had a late lead 
erased as Xavier topped the Tribe, 57-56, 
on Thursday night.

•	 Over the last 29 seasons of CAA women’s 
basketball, teams have accumulated 68 
victories in national postseason action. The 
CAA posted an impressive 11-3 postseason 
record in 2013 and since the 2012 
postseason the CAA has compiled a 23-14 
postseason mark.

•	 For three straight years, the CAA has had a 
team advance to the second round of the 
NCAA Tournament. 

•	 In the past 29 seasons, CAA teams have 
made appearances in 13 Sweet 16′s, two 
Elite 8′s and one Final Four – including 
an appearance in the NCAA National 
Championship Game.

 
HOT SHOTS - JAMES MADISON
•	 The Dukes are under the direction of 2015 

CAA Coach of the Year  Kenny Brooks who 
is in his 13 seasons at the helm. Brooks 
became the all-time winningest coach 
in program history last month, and has 
accrued 310 wins.

•	 JMU is making it second consecutive NCAA 
Tournament appearance. Last season, 
James Madison was selected as the 11-
seed in the Lincoln Regional of the NCAA 
Tournament. The Dukes upset #6 Gonzaga, 
72-63, to advance to the second round but 
fell to host #3 Texas A&M, 85-69. 

•	 JMU has posted 10-straight 20-win seasons.
•	 With 96 three-pointers made this year, 

junior Precious Hall is sixth on the CAA 
single season chart.

•	 Hall was the 2015 CAA Player of the Year 
after leading the CAA in scoring (20.5/g).

•	 Junior Jazmon Gwathmey was named to 
the CAA Championship Most Outstanding 
Player after averaging 9.7 points, 8.3 
rebounds, and 1.7 blocks per game. 

•	 Center Lauren Okafor has posted double-
digit rebounds in 16 of 32 games.

•	 Okafor earned numerous postseason 
honors. She was named to the All-CAA First, 
CAA All-Defensive Team, CAA All-Academic 
Team, CAA Championship All-Tournament 

Team, and was presented with the 
prestigious Dean Ehlers Award which goes 
to the CAA Student-Athlete that ”embodies 
the highest standards of leadership, 
integrity and sportsmanship in conjunction 
with his academic athletic achievement.”

•	 Point guard Angela Mickens fell one assist 
short of a triple-double of the final night of 
the regular season. Mickens had 10 points, 
11 boards, and nine assists against College 
of Charleston. It was the second time 
Mickens fell one stat shy of a triple-double.

•	 Mickens has dished out 239 assists this 
season, tying her for third on the CAA single 
season chart.

•	 In its final game of the regular season, 
James Madison posted 107 points against 
College of Charleston. It was the most 
points in the CAA since December 18, 2008 
when the Dukes scored 104 against UMBC.

Entering the NCAA Tournament, several CAA 
players and teams were among the national 
leaders.
•	 James Madison’s Precious Hall is 20th in 

the nation in scoring (20.5 ppg) and ninth 
in three-point field goals made per game 
(2.97).

•	 JMU’s Angela Mickens is fourth in assists 
(7.5/g) and eighth in assist-turnover ratio 
(2.88).

•	 College of Charleston’s Bre Bolden is 18th 
in steals per game (3.0).

•	 James Madison is 11th in rebounding 
margin (+9.7) and scoring margin (+16.6).

•	 Drexel is the national leader in free throw 
percentage (.787) and 21st in scoring 
defense (55.4/g).

•	 William & Mary is seventh in steals per 
game (11.4).

IN THE POLLS
James Madison received votes in the final Asso-
ciated Press and USA Today Coaches Polls

•	 Associated Press Poll: JMU’s No. 23 ranking 
on February 16 was the first time it has 
been ranked in the poll since 2009. The 
Dukes received votes in all but three weeks 
this season. James Madison’s run of 16 
consecutive weeks of receiving votes in the 
Associated Press Poll came to an end on 
January 12.

•	 USA Today Coaches Poll: On February 16, 
JMU’s ranking of No. 21 was the highest this 
season and the highest since final poll of 
the 1990-91 season when they checked in 
at No. 15. JMU has been recognized in the 
USA Today Poll every week this season by 
either receiving votes or a national ranking. 
On December 23, JMU checked back into 
the USA Today Coaches Poll coming in 
at No. 24. On November 25, the Dukes 
checked in at No. 23 in the USA Today 
Coaches Poll for the second consecutive 
week. On November 18, the Dukes were 
ranked in the USA Today Coaches Poll for 
the first time since 2009-10 when they 
held at No. 25 for three consecutive weeks 
(December 14-28). 

•	 College Insider Mid-Major Top-25 Poll: The 
Dukes were the fourth-ranked team in the 
College Insider Mid-Major Top-25 on March 
10 while Hofstra and Drexel received votes. 
JMU spent nine consecutive weeks in the 
top spot.

•	 No. 3 Hofstra topped No. 6 William & Mary, 64-51, behind 16 points from Krystal Luciano 
and a double-double from Anjie White. For William & Mary, Marlena Tremba had 17 points.

•	 No. 7 Delaware upset No. 2 Drexel, 55-48, to advance. Hannah Jardine had 13 points for the 
Blue Hens while  Sarah Curran finished with 12 points for the Dragons.

The 2015 CAA Women’s Basketball Championship was held March 12-15 at The Show Place Arena 
in Upper Marlboro, Md. for the fifth consecutive season. This year’s championship drew 5,475 
fans over the four-day event.
•	 Nearly 27,000 fans have attended the CAA Basketball Championship at the Show Place Arena 

over the last five years. 
•	 The quarterfinals were broadcast live on the American Sports Network (ASN) while the 

semifinals and final were broadcast live on Comcast SportsNet. 
•	 Hofstra made its first-ever CAA Championship final appearance since joining the league in 

2001-02. James Madison appeared in its 16th final round. 
•	 Since 1984, seven different teams have won CAA Championships. James Madison has won 

eight, Delaware has captured two, and Drexel has one. Former members East Carolina (2), 
Richmond (2), and Old Dominion (17) comprise the other champions.

The award recognizes the top 
point guard in NCAA Division I. 
•	 Mickens is one of 15 points guards in the 

country to be recognized. The other finalists 
are: Niya Johnson (Baylor), Brittany Boyd 
(Cal), Damika Martinez (Iona), Samantha 
Logic (Iowa), Nikki Moody (Iowa State), 
Almesha Jones (Morehead State), Lindsay 
Allen (Notre Dame), Kelsey Mitchell (Ohio 
State), Sydney Wiese (Oregon State), 
Brianna Kiesel (Pitt), Syessense Davis 
(Rutgers), Natasha Cloud (Saint Joseph’s), 
Moriah Jefferson (UConn), Tay’ler Mingo 
(Wright State)

•	 The junior is fourth in  the country in assists 
(7.5g) and eighth in assist-turnover ratio 
(2.88).

•	 In the CAA, she is fifth in steals (2.2/g) and 
fourth in minutes played (34.9/g).

•	 With her 239 assists this year, she’s tied for 
third in the CAA single season chart.

•	 Mickens is the CAA career active leader in 
assists (431).

COSIDA ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRICT
For the second straight season, Elon’s Sam Cof-
fer has been named to the CoSIDA Academic 
All-District 3 First Team. Coffer, a senior for-
ward, holds a 3.89 GPA in biochemistry. Earn-
ing All-District Academic First Team honors 
qualifies her for Academic All-America consid-
eration.

NAISMITH TROPHY MIDSEASON 30
•	 James Madison guard Precious Hall was 

named to the Naismith Trophy Women’s 
Midseason 30 List, presented by AT&T. The 
award recognizes the top players in NCAA 
Division I women’s basketball. 

•	 Hall is 20th in the nation in scoring (20.5 
ppg) and ninth in three-point field goals 
made (2.97/g).

•	 She’s fifth in the CAA in free throw 
percentage (.774) and sixth in three-point 
field goal percentage (.367). 

•	 The junior is the CAA’s active career leader 
in scoring with 1,478 points and field goals 
made (498). She’s also among the active 
career leaders in assists (201), steals (131), 
rebounding (401), and three-pointers made 
(195) in 103 games played.

HOME SWEET HOME
Home courts have been defended well this sea-
son by all 10 CAA teams.
•	 Overall, CAA teams are 81-57 at home.
•	 In league play, the home teams are 48-40.
•	 James Madison had its 21-game winning 

streak at the Convocation Center halted 
on February 22. The streak began on 
December 29, 2013 and the Dukes had 
opened the year 11-0 at home. The Dukes 
have played in front of 2,000+ fans in 26 
consecutive home outings, including 5,009 
fans on January 18.

•	 Drexel went 10-4 at the Daskalakis Athletic 
Center.

•	 Elon, under Head Coach Charlotte Smith, is 
41-15 at Alumni Gym.

•	 Eleven of UNCW’s 14 wins came at home. 

CLOSE ONES
•	 Drexel was 12-5 in games decided by 10 

points or less.
•	 William & Mary had nine games decided by 

three points or less and were 4-6 of those 
contests. Twenty-one of the Tribe’s 31 
games were decided by less than 10 points.

•	 Northeastern had nine games decided by 
less than five points and are 2-7 in those 
contests. 

IT’S A STEAL
•	 There were five games this season in which 

a single team has recorded 16+ steals. All 
five of those contests involved William &  
Mary.

•	 In their game on January 15, William & 
Mary and Drexel combined for 33 steals. 
The Tribe had a season-high 17 steals while 
the Dragons posted 16 steals.

•	 William & Mary also had 16 steals against 
Northeastern on February 1 and again 
on March 1.
