have won two-straight entering Wednesday’s contest while the Cougars look to get back
into the win column. The two teams last met on January 25 with JMU notching a 73-53
victory.

e Delaware (13-15; 8-9 CAA) at Elon (17-11; 10-7 CAA): The Blue Hens and the Phoenix will
square off in one of the most important games of the night. The outcome of this game will,
in part, determine the crux of the remaining seeds. Elon posted its first-ever CAA victory in
the league opener with a 60-50 decision at Delaware.

e Hofstra (18-10; 11-6 CAA) at UNCW (13-15; 9-8 CAA): The Pride will venture to Trask
Coliseum to take on the red-hot Seahawks, who have won three-straight. UNCW has seen
10 of its 13 wins come at home this season. In their first meeting of the year, on January
18, Hofstra posted a 71-57 win.

James Madison, however, has clinched the
top seed in the tournament and the CAA Regular Season Championship. Drexel has locked
up the No. 2 seed while Hofstra has the No. 3 seed. The bottom three seeds are set with
Towson, College of Charleston, and Northeastern, respectively.
The top six teams in the standings earn a first round bye.
The quarterfinals will be broadcast live on the American Sports Network (ASN).
The semifinals and final will be broadcast live on Comcast SportsNet.
It is the fifth consecutive season in which the CAA Championship has been held at The
Show Place and it will remain there through 2016.

e Associated Press Poll: Last week, JMU’s No. 23 ranking was the first time it has been ranked

in the poll since 2009. The Dukes received votes in all but three weeks this season. James
Madison’s run of 16 consecutive weeks of receiving votes in the Associated Press Poll came to
an end on January 12.

USA Today Coaches Poll: On February 16, JMU’s ranking of No. 21 was the highest this season
and the highest since final poll of the 1990-91 season when they checked in at No. 15. JMU has
been recognized in the USA Today Poll every week this season by either receiving votes or a
national ranking. On December 23, JMU checked back into the USA Today Coaches Poll coming
in at No. 24. On November 25, the Dukes checked in at No. 23 in the USA Today Coaches Poll
for the second consecutive week. On November 18, the Dukes were ranked in the USA Today
Coaches Poll for the first time since 2009-10 when they held at No. 25 for three consecutive
weeks (December 14-28).

e Player of the Week: Sophomore Brie Mobley averaged 33.0 points per game while shooting
62.8 percent from the field and 83.3 percent from the field to help UNCW to a pair of wins. In
a 71-68 overtime victory over Delaware, Mobley scored a school-record and Trask Coliseum-
record 46 points, which ranks fourth in CAA history. She also set a school and CAA record by
making 19 field goals in 25 attempts against the Blue Hens. Mobley scored all nine of the
Seahawks’ points in the overtime period as UNCW overcame a 12-point deficit to earn the
win. Mobley also contributed 20 points in the Seahawks’ road win over Charleston. This is the
second time this season in which Mobley has earned CAA Player of the Week honors.

e Rookie of the Week: Freshman Abby Rendle helped the Tribe to a 2-0 week by averaging 12.0
points, 3.0 rebounds, and 2.0 blocks per contest. She also shot an impressive 68.8 percent
(11-for-16) from the floor. In the Tribe’s win at the College of Charleston, Rendle poured in a
game-high 16 points on 7-of-9 shooting adding four rebounds, two assists, and three blocks in
just 20 minutes. On Sunday, in a reserve role, Rendle chipped in eight points, two rebounds,
and a block in just 21 minutes. This is the second time this season in which Rendle has earned
CAA Player of the Week honors.
