CONFERENCE NOTES:

UNH, URI TAKE EARLY LEAD IN CAA STANDINGS: New Hamsphire and Rhode Island
opened the season with conference victories last Thursday night as the Wildcats scored
two touchdowns in the final 6:20 to rally past Monmouth, 31-21, and the Rams used a
big second half to pull away from Stony Brook, 35-14. There is one conference game on
this week's schedule as UAlbany hosts New Hampshire.

DELAWARE, W&M CONTINUE CAA SUCCESS AGAINST THE FBS: CAA Football continued
its success against FBS opponents as William & Mary beat Charlotte, 41-24, last Friday and
Delaware downed Navy, 14-7, on Saturday. It was the Blue Hens' first FBS win since 2007
and the Tribe's first FBS victory since 2009. The CAA has posted 42 wins over FBS foes in
its history and has won at least one game against an FBS team in 12 of the past 15 years.
Since 2013, 10 different CAA teams have recorded at least one FBS victory and the CAA
has earned multiple victories over FBS opponents five times since 2016.

TEN GAMES ON WEEK 2 NON-CONFERENCE SCHEDULE: In addition to the New Hamp-
shire/UAlbany conference matchup, there are 10 non-conference games in Week 2. All
10 contests are against FCS opponents, and the CAA will look to build on a 3-0 start vs.
FCS foes as Hampton, Towson and Villanova posted wins last week.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA teams have been dominant against FCS non-conference
opponents over the past five years, winning a remarkable 76% of those games. The league
was a combined 22-7in 2021, 8-3 in the shortened 2021 spring season, 30-9in 2019, 22-9
in 2018 and 26-6 in 2017.

UD'S BUCHANAN NAMED NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Delaware linebacker Johnny
Buchanan was chosen as the FedEx Ground FCS National Defensive Player of the Week by
Stats Perform after tying a UD record with 23 tackles in the Blue Hens' 14-7 win at Navy.
The 23 stops were the most by any player at the FCS or FBS level last week.

CAA WELL-REPRESENTED ON NFL ROSTERS: CAA Football is once again well-represented
on NFL roster as the season kicks off this week. There are 12 players from current CAA
members on the active 53-man rosters for 10 different NFL sgauds, two on the reserve/
injured list and four on practice squads.

WELCOME TO THE CAA: CAA Football is the largest FCS conference in the nation in 2022
as the addition of Hampton and Monmouth gives the league 13 members for the first time
in history. The Pirates have made five FCS playoff appearances in their history and are 17-
16 since 2018 under coach Robert Prunty. Monmouth has gone 38-14 since 2017 and has
reached the playoffs three times during that stretch under coach Kevin Callahan. North
Carolina A&T and Campbell will join CAA Football in 2023, increasing membership to 15.

FOUR TEAMS RANKED IN TOP 25 POLLS: Four CAA teams are ranked in the latest Stats
Perform and AFCA Coaches Top 25 polls. Villanova remained at #5 in the Coaches poll and
#6 in the Stats poll, while Delaware jumped to #10 in the Stats poll and #13 in the AFCA
poll. Rhode Island is ranked #22 by Stats and #20 by the Coaches, and William & Mary
moved up to #20 in the Stats poll and #22 in the AFCA poll. Richmond and Elon were
among others receiving votes in both polls and New Hampshire picked up votes in the
Stats Perform poll. The CAA's four ranked teams trails only the Big Sky and Missouri Valley.

SEVEN PLAYERS ON WATCH LISTS FOR LEGACY AWARDS: CAA Football had seven players
named to Watch Lists for the Stats Perform Legacy Awards. Monmouth running back Juwon
Farri, Richmond wide receiver Jakob Herres and Richmond quarterback Reece Udinksi
are on the watch list for the Payton Award, which is given to the top offensive player in
FCS. William & Mary defensive end Nate Lynn, New Hampshire defensive end Josiah Sil-

HAMPTON'S BONDS, BURRIS ON PLAYER OF THE YEAR WATCH LIST: Hampton wide re-
ceiver Jadakis Bonds and running back Elijah Burris were recognized on the Black College
Football Player of the Year Watch List by the Black College Football Hall of Fame.

PRESEASON ALL-AMERICA HONORS: CAA Football was well-represented on numerous
preseason All-America teams. The league had 13 players honored by HERO Sports and 12
by Stats Perform. Making both teams were Rhode Island's Nick Correia, Villanova's Michael
Corbi, Richmond's Jakob Herres, Monmouth's Ryan Kost, William & Mary's Nate Lynn,
Stony Brook's Kyle Nunez, New Hampshire's Josiah Silver, Richmond's Tristan Wheeler
and Delaware's Kedrick Whitehead. A complete list of preseason All-America honorees
is included in the release.

VILLANOVA PICKED TO WIN CAATITLE: Villanova, which went 10-3 overall last season and
earned a share of the CAA Football championship for the first time since 2012, has been
picked to win the title again in 2022 by a vote of the league's head coaches and media
relations directors. The Wildcats got 16 first-place votes and 270 total points, topping
rival Delaware, which received seven first-place votes and placed second with 235 points.
Rhode Island was picked third, followed by Richmond, William & Mary, Elon, Stony Brook,
Maine, New Hampshire, Monmouth, Towson, UAlbany and Hampton.

SBU'S LAWTON, W&M'S LYNN TOP PRESEASON ALL-CAA TEAM: Stony Brook running back
Ty Son Lawton was chosen as the CAA preseason Offensive Player of the Year and William
& Mary defensive end Nate Lynn was selected as the CAA Preseason Defensive Player
of the Year by the league's head coaches and media relations directors. Lawton rushed
for a CAA-best 1,088 yards and 10 TD's in 2021, while Lynn recorded 52 total tackles and
ranked among FCS leaders with 12 sacks and six forced fumbles. Delaware led all schools
with five players on the preseason All-CAA team and Villanova had four. The complete
team can be found in this release.

THREE NEW COACHES IN THE CAA: CAA Football has three new head coaches for the
2022 season. New Hampshire elevated former All-America quarterback and associate
head coach Rick Santos to the head coach position. Jordan Stevens, a former Maine team
captain and All-CAA defensive end, was chosen as the Black Bears' new head coach. He
spent the past seven seasons at Yale as the co-defensive coordinator. Delaware hired Ryan
Carty, a member of the Blue Hens' 2003 national championship team, as its new head
coach. He was the offensive coordinator at Sam Houston State for the past four seasons.

DEEPEST CONFERENCE IN FCS: No conference has proven to be as strong from top to
bottom as CAA Football in recent years. Eleven of the league’s 13 current members have
participated in the FCS playoffs since 2015.

MULTIPLE TEAMS IN THE FCS PLAYOFFS: CAA Football has had multiple teams in the play-
offs for 31 straight years, and has had at least three teams in the playoff field in 14 of the
past 16 years. Ten times in league history at least four teams were chosen. Five teams were
picked in 2007, 2008 and 2011 and the CAA set a record with six teams selected in 2018.

SEMIFINAL STREAK CONTINUES: At least one CAA team has advanced to the semifinals
of the FCS playoffs for the past nine seasons. Towson (2013), New Hampshire (2014),
Richmond (2015), James Madison (2016, 2017, 2019, 2020, 2021), Maine (2018) and
Delaware (2020) reached the semis in that stretch.

CAA KNOWS THE WAY TO FRISCO: CAA Football has had a team in the FCS championship
game 11 times since 2003. Four different schools have combined to win five national titles
during that stretch - Delaware (2003), JMU (2004, 2016), Richmond (2008) and Villanova
(2009). Former member UMass also claimed a national title in 1998.

The league began with six institutions (Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hamp-
shire, Rhode Island and Vermont) in 1947 as the Yankee Conference and continued
under that banner for 50 seasons. The Atlantic 10 assumed operation of the conference
for the next decade from 1997-2006. CAA Football began in 2007 and has built on the
league’s legacy of success over the past 15 years.

To commemorate the milestone, CAA Football has developed a 75-year logo that will
be used through the 2022 campaign. The logo will be used on helmet stickers that each
team will wear, as well as on coins used by officials for the pre-game toss. CAA Football
will also produce a series of video features throughout the season, taking a look back
at some of the coaches and student-athletes who have helped impact the conference
over the past 75 years.

CAA Football is set to make more history in 2022 as the conference features 13 mem-
bers for the first time (UAlbany, Delaware, Elon, Hampton, Maine, Monmouth, New
Hampshire, Rhode Island, Richmond, Stony Brook, Towson, Villanova and William &
Mary). North Carolina A&T and Campell will become the 14th and 15th members for
the 2023 season.

The conference has captured six FCS national championships since 1998, posted seven
national runner-up finishes, and had 18 teams reach the semifinals of the FCS playoffs
over the last 16 years. The league’s 119 all-time wins in the playoffs are the second-
most of any FCS conference. CAA Football boasts 30 individual national award winners
and 122 former players have been drafted by NFL franchises.
