Concordia- With five straight shutouts, the Cavaliers have not allowed a goal in more than 600 minutes of action.
In the first half of play on Oct. 17, Southern Oregon was the last team to score against the Cavs. Concordia has
trailed in only three matches this season for a total of 86 minutes while playing from behind.

Corban - Corban’s season came to an end Saturday with a shootout loss against Northwest, as the Warriors and
Eagles concluded the game in a 2-2 tie. Senior Audrey Sullivan scored her 16th & 17th goals of the year in Corban’s
3-1 win over Oregon Tech in the quarterfinals before handing out her 11th assist of the season against Northwest.
For the fourth straight year, Corban concluded the season with 10-or-more wins as this year’s senior class was a
combined 49-25-4 during their careers.

Eastern Oregon - The nine wins for EOU was the second most in program history

Northwest - First year coach, Val Seid has led the Eagle team to their second consecutive CCC championship final.
Seid took on as the interim coach on the second day of practice and was recently named the head coach of the
team in October.

Oregon Tech - None Provided.

Southern Oregon - Sydney Paulsen kicked in the game-winner and the Raiders defeated EOU 2-0 last Wednes-

day to end a four-year postseason drought, but SOU’s season came to and end in the semifinals at Concordia. Five
seniors ended their careers having delivered three seasons of 10-plus wins.
