College of Idaho - Lady Yotes idle, looking to get healthy after a three-game slide (being outscored 8-0) to close 
non-conference play

Concordia- The No. 4th-ranked Concordia Cavaliers begin their longest layoff of the season with 11 days in be-
tween contests before beginning CCC play at home against EOU on Oct. 3. The Cavs have outscored their oppo-
nents 25-3 this season with 11 different players notching at least one goal. Concordia head coach Grant Landy, No. 
2 on the NAIA all-time list amongst active coaches, is five wins shy of career win No. 300 with a career record of
