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Notes From Around The Cascade Conference

College of Idaho- C of | closes out their home schedule this weekend, meeting No. 11 Southern Oregon and
Oregon Tech; Saturday will be the Yotes annual Dig Pink Night

Concordia- Concordia defeated College of Idaho and Eastern Oregon last weekend to sweep the two
teams in the same weekend for the first time in exactly 11 years. The Cavs posted consecutive wins
against the two clubs while in Portland on Oct. 24-25, 2003.

Corban- Corban travels to Evergreen and Northwest this weekend for its last CCC road contests of the
2014 campaign.

Eastern Oregon- The Mountaineers volleyball team fell five spots in the eighth edition of the Tachikara-
NAIA Volleyball Coaches’ Top 25 Poll. The Mountaineers rank fifth nation assists per set (13.0) and kills
per set (14.1). Rachelle Chamberlain has 956 assists on the season, which is a school record.
