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Notes From Around The Cascade Conference

College of Idaho — Coyotes extended their home win streak to 27 with their victory Friday vs. EOU; C of | has now
made 10-or-more 3-pointers in three-straight games, the first time they have achieved the feat since the 2008-09
season; Josh Wilson scored a career-high 22 points vs. EOU, including four 3-pointers.

Concordia — Concordia has cracked the top 25 for a program-best five straight NAIA Coaches’ Poll. The Cavs made
four straight appearances to end the 1999-2000 poll, finishing with an all-time best No. 6 ranking that season.

Corban — The Warriors host the defending CCC Champion College of Idaho Yotes on Friday evening at 7:30 p.m. On
what will be a ‘Gold Out’ Night and the unveiling of the first-ever Corban mascot, the first 300 students in
attendance will receive a free Corban Warrior Gold commemorative t-shirt. The mascot, ‘CADMAR’, will be unveiled
prior to the start of the men’s contest. Following Friday’s game, Corban hosts Eastern Oregon University on
Saturday night, and CCTV will be broadcasting the game that evening on local Salem-area television.

Evergreen —

Eastern Oregon — EOU men's basketball team snapped a five game losing streak with an 84-83 victory over Walla
Walla on Saturday.

Northwest Christian — Senior Travis Pacos has moved into NCU’s top-ten in career scoring. He is ninth all-time with
912 points. Averaging 11.1 points per game, he is on pace to become NCU’s sixth 1000-point scorer in school
history.

Northwest — NU hosts Warner Pacific and Concordia this weekend in CCC play. Sophomore guard Dak Shagren leads
the Eagles in scoring with a 15.73 ppg average. Nemanja Grujicic is 20th in the NAIA in FG percentage with a .582
average.

Oregon Tech — Saturday is the 222nd meeting in this long series dating back to 1950. Oregon Tech leads the overall
series 147-74. Dan Miles is 106-31 against his alma mater and 40-14 versus SOU Head Coach Brian McDermott. SOU
has posted six-straight wins versus Oregon Tech, including all three meetings last year.

Southern Oregon — Freshman guard Ben DeSaulnier has scored at least 11 points in six of SOU's last seven games on
65-percent shooting off the bench. He had a career-high 22 on Saturday and the Raiders shot 65 percent from the
field in a weekend sweep. Now they hit the road -- where they own the CCC's only win at a top-six team -- to try to
extend their six-game win streak over Oregon Tech.

Warner Pacific — The Knights are ranked in the top 25 for the first time since Oct. 29, 2013, landing at #23 in the
latest NAIA poll. Defense has been the strong point for Warner Pacific, allowing opponents to shoot just 37.5% from
the floor - #1 in the NAIA.
