Christian; C of I made 13-of-13 free throws vs. Eastern Oregon on Friday, the highest free throw percentage 
(minimum of 10 attempts) in program history. 
 

Concordia – Senior Janae Klarich is on pace to set the school record for career assists per game. In 33 career games, 
Klarich has averaged 5.0 assists per outing with former Cavalier Sue Tuggle (1985-89) next up with a career rate of 
4.6 assists per contest. 
 
Corban – Corban is coming off of a fantastic weekend in Portland in which it swept the two Portland-based schools.  
The Warriors look to continue the momentum this weekend as they host The College of Idaho on Friday Night as a 
part of ‘Gold Out’ Night, and then the Navy and Gold turn around the next evening and host first-place Eastern 
Oregon University.  Tipoffs are set for 5:30 p.m., with Saturday’s game set to be broadcasted on CCTV. 
 
Evergreen –  
 
Eastern Oregon – The EOU women's basketball team has won four straight contests after defeating College of Idaho, 
67-60, last Friday. 
 
Northwest Christian – Junior Andrea Gloss has jumped into NCU’s top-ten career scoring list. She is currently tenth 
all-time with 536 points, averaging 8.3 points per game over the course of her career.
