Concordia — As streaky team this year, Concordia has recorded runs of three or more wins on three occasions, but
have also lost at least three games in a row three separate instances.

Corban — With another pair of wins over the weekend and a thriller against Warner Pacific, Corban has solidified its
third-place spot in the CCC standings and will look to move up in the standings with wins this weekend against
Eastern Oregon University and The College of Idaho. Tipoffs are set for 5:30 p.m.

Evergreen — Down to six players following a non-sports related injury to two-sport athlete Irene Moore, the fourth-
place Geoducks travel to Portland to face Warner Pacific and Concordia. Sadee Jones (14.5) and LaNiecia
Weatherspoon (14.4) sit atop the conference scoring list among active players.

Eastern Oregon — The Mountaineers continue to climb up the NAIA Division Il Women’s Basketball Coaches’ Top 25
Poll, as they came in at No. 21 in the latest poll. This is the highest ranking for the Mountaineers this season. EOU
has clinched a home game for the first round of the CCC tournament.

Northwest Christian — Just two weeks ago, the Beacons were tied for seventh and on the verge of missing the post
season. Now, after winning four of their last five games, NCU has jumped to fifth place and sit just a half game
behind Evergreen for fourth and one win away from clinching their third straight CCC tournament appearance. After
averaging just 3.5 points per game during her first three years, senior Melyssa Weber has exploded this season,
leading the Beacons with 10.5 ppg.
