Quarterfinals. EOU earned one of the CCC two automatic berths into the NAIA National Championship by winning
the CCC Regular Season.

Northwest Christian — On Tuesday night the Beacons picked up their first ever CCC tournament victory. NCU heads
to the semifinal game against Eastern Oregon on Friday night having won six of their last nine games.

Oregon Tech — The Oregon Tech women advanced to the semifinals of the 2015 CCC tournament after posting a 69-
