CCC All-Conference Team and Postseason Awards

LA GRANDE, Ore. — Corban’s Tara Van Weerduizen earned multiple post season accolades including being named the
Cascade Collegiate Conference women’s basketball player of the year by vote of the CCC head coaches, the conference
office announced.

Van Weerdhuizen, a 6-2 forward from Spokane, Wash., finished top 10 in the conference in scoring (13.2 points per
game) and in field goal percentage at .469 percent. She also averaged 9.9 rebounds, good enough for second in the
CCC. Van Weerdhizen led her team to a third-place finish in conference play as the Warriors ended the year 11-7, 17-
14 overall.

Van Weerhuizen also earned CCC defensive player of the year as she led the conference in blocks totaling 104 in the
season with an average of 3.5 a game. She also helped her team hold opponents to a field goal percentage average of
36 percent, the second lowest in the conference.

Eastern Oregon’s Maya Ah You has been chosen as the conference freshman of the year. A guard from Middleton,
Idaho, Ah You averaged 11.7 points a game and finished the season with the sixth best field goal percentage hitting
almost 50 percent of her shots. She ranked first in the conference in 3-point percentage at 44 percent and finished 10
in 3-pointers made with 35.

Eastern earned another award as head coach Anji Weissenfluh was selected as coach of the year. Weissenfluh guided
her team to a 16-2 conference record and EOU’s third straight CCC regular season title which includes an automatic bid
to the NAIA National tournament. EOU came close to a CCC title but fell short losing to Oregon Tech in the tournament
championship game.

Southern Oregon landed the most players on the all-conference list with three in senior forward Alexi Smith, junior
guard Ashley Claussen, and junior forward Carly Meister.
