Birmingham, AL—For the 21st time in league history, a pair of Gulf South Conference rivals face off in the NCAA Division II Football 
Playoffs.
	 No. 4 seed West Alabama (9-3) advanced to the Second Round of the Super Region Two bracket this past Saturday by 
recording its first-ever home, NCAA Playoff victory, 41-7 over in-state SIAC foe Miles.
	 The win was sweet revenge for UWA which fell at home to league rival North Alabama in the 2011 First Round.  Next up for the 
Tigers is a trip to Valdosta, GA to face Conference rival and No. 1 seed Valdosta State (8-2) this Saturday.  The rival’s matchup for the 
second time this season after UWA logged a 39-28 win at VSU earlier this season.  Kickoff time for this year’s post-season clash is set 
for 11:00 am (Central).  The UWA/VSU victor moves on to the Super Regional 2 Title Game versus the winner of the Carson-Newman/
Lenoir-Rhyne contest.  Despite Saturday’s outcome, the GSC is assured a team in the NCAA Quarter-Finals for the 13th consecutive 
season.

@ #4 SEED WEST ALABAMA 41, #5 SEED MILES 7 (NCAA PLAYOFFS—FIRST ROUND)
	 The GSC notched its 96th all-time NCAA Playoff victory on Saturday after No. 4 seed West Alabama topped No. 5 seed 
Miles at home, 41-7.  UWA advanced to the Second Round and meets league rival No. 1 seed Valdosta State next Saturday.
	 UWA hit pay dirt on its first offensive possession when wide receiver Malik Lofton reeled-in a 40-yard touchdown pass at 
9:04.  Quarterback Gary Johnston stretched the lead to 21-0 via a pair of TD runs.  Johnston ran for a 31-yarder just 44 seconds 
into the second quarter and followed with a three-yard jaunt at 5:04.  The Tigers tried to close the half with three more points, but MC 
block Ryne Smith’s 44-yard field goal attempt as time expired.  The block snapped Smith’s NCAA record of consecutive made field 
goals at 24. 
	 West Alabama picked up where it left of in the start of the third stanza when Johnston ran for a one-yard touchdown sneak 
at 8:39, but the hosts settled for a 27-0 lead after the point-after kick failed.  UWA held its 27-point lead heading into the final frame, 
but Miles cut its deficit to 20 with a touchdown at 9:04.  UWA dominated the rest of the contest, closing out the game with 14 unan-
swered points.  Running back George Rowe tallied the final two scores for the Tigers, rushing a 16 yarder and a nine-yarder. 
	 Johnston ran for a game-high 154 yards on 22 carries, while Kyle Caldwell passed for a game-best 133 yards on seven 
completions.  Johnston also notched three rushing scores, while Rowe added two.  West Alabama stretched is all-time series lead 
versus Miles to 8-1 thanks to its second straight win over the Golden Bears.  UWA snapped its two-game skid in NCAA Playoff action 
and advances to the Second Round for the first time since 2009.  Box score

	 No. 4 seed and GSC Champion West Alabama returns to the site of a historic victory when it travels to No. 1 seed Valdo-
sta State for the second time this season in one of two Super Region Two Second Round NCAA Playoff clashes.
	 UWA hopes lightning strikes twice inside Bazemore-Hyder Stadium after the Tigers earned their first-ever triumph at VSU in 
16 previous attempts behind a 39-28 decision on September 22nd.  The Blazers held a 21-20 lead early in the third quarter, but West 
Alabama surged ahead via 16 straight points.
	 Valdosta State owns a 28-3 all-time series lead, but West Alabama has claimed two of the last three matchups.  UWA 
notched a 24-21 home win in 2010 and VSU took a 22-21 decision at home in 2011.  Overall, the Blazers are 16-1 against the Tigers 
in Valdosta.  
	 Saturday’s clash marks the 21st all-time meeting between a pair of GSC members in the NCAA Playoffs dating back to 1989 
and the eighth straight season that league rivals have matched up in the post-season. The game also marks the sixth consecutive 
Second Round GSC battle.  
	 Valdosta State returns to the post-season after a one-year hiatus.  VSU makes its 12th overall appearance and holds a 15-9 
record.  The Blazers have won the GSC’s last two NCAA Crowns in 2007 and 2004, and have made it to three Title Games and three 
Semi-Final rounds.  VSU seeks to put the brakes on a two-game skid after falling in the 2010 First Round and in the 2008 Second 
Round.
	 West Alabama moves on to its second Second Round in the last four years after evening its all-time NCAA Playoff record to 
3-3.  UWA suffered a hard fought, 59-41 loss at Carson-Newman in the 2009 Second Round.  
	 Statistical Standouts:  UWA leads the nation in pass defense (127.75) and pass efficiency defense (85.98) and the GSC in 
scoring defense (16.9), total defense (268.4), rushing offense (238.1) and rushing defense (142.7).  Valdosta State is best in the GSC 
in scoring offense (41.5), total offense (477.4), pass offense (263.3) and pass efficiency (159.8).  
	 UWA is led by the quarterback duo of Kyle Caldwell and Gary Johnston.  Caldwell ranks third in the league in passing 
(122.4) and pass efficiency (151.0) and fourth in total offense (136.2), while Johnston is No. 1 in rushing touchdowns (12) and pass 
efficiency (166.4) and third in rushing (74.7) and total offense (136.2).  VSU wide receiver Gerald Ford is No. 1 in receiving (92.9), 
receptions (5.8) and touchdown catches (12), while freshman running back Cedric O’Neal is No. 1 in rushing (90.1).  Quarterback 
Cayden Cochran is tops in passing (204.1), total offense (230.9) and passing TDs (19).

GSC IN NCAA DIVISION II PLAYOFFS
	 A total of 19 different football-playing schools have belonged to the GSC at some point since 1973 and 12 of those have 
earned at least one Playoff bid.  The GSC has compiled 96 wins during that span along with a .623 winning percentage (96-58).  In 
fact, of the last 24 national champions, 10* have come from the GSC, seven from the former North Central Conference, four from 
the Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletic Association and three from the Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference.  The GSC 
holds the playoff record for different schools to win the championship game (6), championship game appearances (16) and different 
schools to appear in the championship game (6).  *--Mississippi College’s 1989 national championship was vacated for NCAA infrac-
tions.
