	 Super Region Two No. 1 seed Valdosta State (10-2) moved on to its first final four since 2007, topping No. 2 seed Carson-
Newman at home in the Region Title game, 48-26.  VSU rebounded from a 23-14 third quarter deficit, outscoring the Eagles 34-3 begin-
ning at 10:23 in the third frame.  VSU advanced to its fourth overall NCAA Semi-Final dating back to 2002.  The GSC has now placed a 
team in the Semi-Finals 29 times since 1975 and seeks to advance a team in the Title game for the second time in three seasons and 
the 17th overall time.
	 Next up for Valdosta State is a trip to Super Region Three Champion and No. 1 seed Minnesota State-Mankota (13-0) for 
Saturday’s 2:00 pm (Central) kick off which will be shown live on ESPN3.  The VSU/MSUM winner will move to the Championship 
Game versus the victor of the West Texas A&M at Winston-Salem State contest.  The NCAA Title Game will be held at Braly Municipal 
Stadium in Florence, AL and will be televised on ESPN2 at 12:00 p.m.

	 No. 2 seed Valdosta State (10-2) rallied from a nine-point deficit in the third quarter to claim the South Regional Two Title 
and a berth in the NCAA Playoff Semi-Finals via a 48-26 home triumph over No. 2 seed Carson-Newman (9-3).
	 C-N grabbed a 3-0 lead on the game’s opening possession, but VSU responded with 14 unanswered points in the first quar-
ter.  Quarterback Cayden Cochran sneaked-in a one-yard touchdown at 5:05, while running back Cedric O’Neal sprinted for a 
46-yard score at 3:27.  The Eagles dominated the rest of the first half, reeling off 17 unanswered points en route to a 20-14 halftime 
lead.
	 Carson-Newman stretched its advantage to 23-14 at 12:19 in the third quarter, only to see Valdosta State outscore the visi-
tors, 34-3 the rest of the way.  Wide receiver Seantavious Jones pulled VSU within two points, thanks to a 37-yard scoring strike at 
10:23.  C-N’s final score of the contest came on a 22-yard field goal at 8:09, but Chris Anderson gave the Blazers’ a 28-26 advan-
tage via a 20-yard TD catch four minutes later.
	 Valdosta State stretched its lead in the fourth quarter, while the defense held the Eagles scoreless.  O’Neal pounded in a 
three-yard touchdown at 11:50 and then capped the game’s scoring by running for a 16-yarder at 6:29.  
	 O’Neal led all rushers with 194 yards on 15 carries, while Anderson caught a game-high six balls for 43 yards.  Cochran 
completed 23-of-31 passes for 246 yards and three touchdowns.  The victory also gave Valdosta State a 4-3 lead in the all-time 
series versus Carson-Newman.

	 Super Region Two Champion Valdosta State (10-2) seeks to return to the NCAA Division II Title Game for the fourth time, 
first since 2007, when it journeys north to Super Region Three Champion Minnesota State-Mankato (13-0) this Saturday.
	 While VSU faces its first-ever Northern Sun Conference foe on Saturday, the Blazers return to the Great Lakes region for 
the second time this season after falling at Saginaw Valley State (MI) in the 2012 opener, 28-24.  Valdosta State seeks to spoil MSU’s 
perfect season by extending its winning streak to nine.
	 Valdosta State recorded the GSC’s 29th all-time Semi-Final appearance last week, easing past Carson-Newman at home, 
48-26.  The GSC has a 16-12 record in Semi-Final contests and is 5-5 in the last 10 appearances dating back to 2000.  GSC squad’s 
have hit the road for Semi-Final battles in five of its last six appearances, going 2-3.  
	 VSU makes its fourth overall Semi-Final appearance, led by a 3-0 record in the Final Four.  The Blazers are two-time NCAA 
Champions, taking the Title in 2004 and 2007 and falling in the 2002 final.  Valdosta State won at California (PA) in its last Semi-Final 
effort in 2007, 28-24.  The Blazers hold a 17-9 NCAA Playoff mark and a victory secures the 99th all-time post-season triumph by a 
GSC member.  
	 ESPN3 will carry the game, marking the Valdosta State’s third televised contest this season.  VSU is 2-0 in TV games in 
2012 and is 4-1 away from home, including a win over Angelo State at Cowboys Stadium.  
Statistical Standouts:  Valdosta State leads the GSC in scoring offense (42.7), total offense (479.8), pass offense (259.9) and 
pass efficiency (156.6).  Minnesota State-Mankato is tops in the Northern Sun in rushing defense (83.46), pass efficiency defense 
(103.39), total defense (269.62), scoring defense (16.62) and pass defense (186.15).
	 VSU wide receiver Gerald Ford is No. 1 in the GSC in receiving (85.6), receptions (5.5) and is tied for first in touchdown 
grabs (12) with teammate Seantavious Jones.  Jones is also second in receiving (66.2) and fourth in receptions (3.8).  Freshman 
running back Cedric O’Neal is tops in rushing (95.9) and teammate Austin Scott is second (75.8).  Quarterback Cayden Co-
chran is first in passing (211.2), total offense (238.1) and passing TDs (23).  MSU wideout Adam Thielen is fifth in the NSC in receiv-
ing (80.62) and receptions (5.23).  Signal caller Jon Wolf is fifth in pass efficiency (149.52).  Placekicker Sam Brockshus leads the 
NCAA in field goals (1.46).

GSC IN NCAA DIVISION II PLAYOFFS
	 A total of 19 different football-playing schools have belonged to the GSC at some point since 1973 and 12 of those have 
earned at least one Playoff bid.  The GSC has compiled 98 wins during that span along with a .624 winning percentage (98-59).  In 
fact, of the last 24 national champions, 10* have come from the GSC, seven from the former North Central Conference, four from 
the Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletic Association and three from the Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference.  The GSC 
holds the playoff record for different schools to win the championship game (6), championship game appearances (16) and different 
schools to appear in the championship game (6).  *--Mississippi College’s 1989 national championship was vacated for NCAA infrac-
tions.
