o K-State’s duo of Ayoka Lee and Christianna Carr combined
for 54 points against Oklahoma on January 31.

 The 54 points are the sixth-most in program history by two
teammates in a game. This marked the second most points by a
center/guard tandem since Nicole Ohlde and Laurie Koehn com-
bined for 56 points on two occasions.

e Lee also combined with Rachel Ranke to score 51 points in
the same game against the Sooners. This marked the third time
in program history that K-State has had two different sets of
teammates score 50 or more points in the same game and the
first time since February 27, 2019, against West Virginia.

K-State.

 Lee his averaging a career-best 19.6 points per game this
season. She ranks seventh in the Big 12 and 43rd in the nation
in scoring.

 Her scoring average this season is tied for third in school his-
tory for a single-season and the highest since Brittany Chambers
set the school record at 21.0 per game in 2012-13. Her scoring
average this season is tied for the single-season scoring average
by a sophomore, tying the mark held by Tammie Romstad (19.6;

e Lee has six double-doubles this season and has boosted her
career total to 25, which ranks seventh in school history for career
double-doubles.

e Lee recorded her first double-double this season in grand
fashion with 31 points and 14 rebounds against Kansas City on
December 14.

* The sophomore from Byron, Minnesota, is shooting 75.6 per-
cent (167-0f-221) from the foul line in her career. This season,
Lee is shooting a career-best 82.3 percent (79-0f-96) and ranks
sixth in the Big 12.
