She leads the Big 12 and ranks eighth in the nation in field goal
percentage.

1. NEW SEVEN-SEASON BLOCK MARK

» K-State established a new high for blocks in a seven-year span. Since head coach
Jeff Mittie's first season in 2014-15, the Wildcats have blocked a total of 1,025 shots.
K-State has blocked 100 or more shots in six straight seasons and need two blocks to
reach the century mark this season.

2. LEE IN RARE CLUB

 Ayoka Lee leads the Big 12 and ranks eighth in the nation in field goal percentage
(.599) and ranks fifth in the Big 12 in free throw percentage (.816). She is the only
player in the league shooting 57.5 percent or better from the field and 80.0 percent
of better from the line.

3. RANKE NEARING 1K

» Rachel Ranke is closing in on becoming the 43rd player in program history to reach
1,000 career points, as she needs nine points to reach the milestone. She will become
the sixth player in school history with 1,000 or more career points, 300 or more career
rebounds and 200 or more connections from beyond the arc.

o K-State’s duo of Ayoka Lee and Christianna Carr combined
for 54 points against Oklahoma on January 31.

 The 54 points are the sixth-most in program history by two
teammates in a game. This marked the second most points by a
center/guard tandem since Nicole Ohlde and Laurie Koehn com-
bined for 56 points on two occasions.
