FIU capped a second-half come-
back with a 34-yard field goal as time
expired to give the Golden Panthers a
dramatic 34-32 victory over Toledo at
the 2010 Little Caesars Pizza Bowl at
Ford Field in Detroit.

FIU's game-winning field goal
overshadowed Toledo’s own come-
back that gave the Rockets a 32-31
lead with 1:14 to play. Redshirt fresh-
man quarterback Terrance Owens
scrambled in fora 14-yard TD and then
completed a pass to sophomore wide
receiver Eric Page for the two-point
conversion. But on its final possession
FIU converted a fourth-and-17 from
its own 41-yard line to keep its drive
alive and set up the eventual game-
winning field goal by Jack Griffin.

Toledo held a 24-7 lead early in
the second half but FIU scored 24 un-
answered points to take a 31-24 lead
with 3:18 to play.

FIU (8-4, 6-2 Conference USA) had
a fine season under second-year head
coach Butch Davis. The Golden Pan-
thers, who finished second in the East
Division of Conference USA, were in the
hunt for the league title until a 28-25
loss to Marshall in the season finale on
Nov. 24.

Toledo may not have a 1,000-yard
rusher this season, but the Rocket
running game has been putting up
some big numbers.

Toledo ranks second in the MAC
with 223.6 yards per game, and also
ranks No. 2 in the league with an aver-
age of 5.3 yards per attempt.

Redshirt freshman Bryant Koback
leads UT and is fourth in the MAC with
875 yards on 139 carries, an average
of 6.3 yards per carry. Koback, who
has a team-best 13 rushing TDs, ran
for a season-high 192 rushing yards
on 17 attempts and two touchdowns
at Kent State on Nov. 15. Koback's 192
rushing yards are the third-most by a
freshman in a game in program his-
tory.

Junior Art Thompkins is second
with 563 yards rushing, six touch-
downs and a 5.7 rushing average.

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HEAD COACH JASON CANDLE

Jason Candle has played a major role in the success
of the University of Toledo football program for the past
nine years, first as an assistant coach and then as head
coach. Candle assumed the Rockets”head coaching role
in December of 2015 following seven successful sea-
sons as an assistant. He has since embarked on a quest
that has taken an already outstanding program to even
greater heights.

In three seasons as Toledo’s head coach, Candle’s
record is 28-12. The Rockets have earned a berth into a
bowl game in each of those years, including the Makers
Wanted Bahamas Bowl this season.

In 2017, his Rockets achieved an 11-3 record and
won the Mid-American Conference Championship
with a 45-28 victory over Akron in the MAC title game.
Candle was named MAC Coach of the Year, leading the
Rockets to their first outright MAC West Division crown
since 1998 and first league championship since 2004.

Prior to assuming the helm of the Midnight Blue
and Gold, Candle had been serving as the program’s as-
sociate head coach/offensive coordinator. But his status
suddenly changed when on Dec. 2,2015, UT Athletic Di-
rector Mike O’Brien chose him to become the 27th head
football coach in the storied history of Toledo football.

Following his introductory news conference, Candle
had less than three weeks to put together a coaching
staff and prepare his team for the Marmot Boca Raton
Bowl. Twenty days later, Candle and the Rockets cel-
ebrated a 32-17 victory over No. 24 Temple in the rain
of south Florida. The triumph capped a 10-2 season for
the Rockets and gave Candle a head coaching debut to
remember.

In his first full season as Toledo’s leader in 2016, Can-
dle led the Rockets to a 9-4 season and a berth in the
Raycom Media Camellia Bowl. Candle’s second season
was even better as the Rockets followed up with the
2017 MAC Championship title.

Taking the Helm in 2015

Candle’s first two months on the job were a whirl-
wind of activity. First, he had to prepare his team for a
battle with a very strong Temple team in the Marmot
Boca Raton Bowl. Despite being short-staffed, the Rock-
ets were ready for the No. 24 Owls, holding them to
just three points and 67 yards of offense in the first half.
Toledo dominated the fourth quarter, too, outscoring
Temple, 20-8, in the final 15 minutes to come away with
a 32-17 victory.
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Next on Candle’s agenda was completing his coach-
ing staff and signing the next generation of Rockets.
Candle added eight assistants to the staff, as well as a
strength and conditioning coach, a director of high
school relations and a director of football operations.
The newcomers helped Candle put the finishing touch-
es on a recruiting class that was ranked second in the
MAC by ESPN.com.

Firing Up the Rockets in 2016

Candle’s first full season as head coach of the Rock-
ets was filled with memorable highlights. Toledo won
nine games and earned a berth into the Raycom Media
Camellia Bowl, its sixth bowl berth in the previous seven
years.

The 2016 Rockets featured one of the top offenses
in the country, ranking in the top 10 in five offensive
categories, including passing efficiency (second), third-
down conversions (fifth), total offense (seventh) and
passing offense (10th). Toledo set the school record
with an average of 517.8 yards per game.

The Rockets’ 2016 roster housed a record nine play-
ers who were on the official watch lists for national
awards. Twelve Rockets made All-MAC, including a
league-high seven first-team selections. Junior quar-
terback Logan Woodside led the nation with 45 touch-
down passes and was named a contender for the Heis-
man Trophy by the Heisman Trophy Trust. Senior tight
end Michael Roberts led the nation’s
tight ends with 16 TD catches and
was named first-team All-America
by the Football Writers Association
of America. Senior running back Ka-
reem Hunt finished his careeras UT’s
all-time leading rusher with 4,945
yards. Roberts and Hunt were cho-
sen to play in the 2017 Senior Bowl,
while offensive lineman Storm Nor-
ton and defensive tackle Treyvon
Hester joined Roberts as selections
for the East-West Shrine Game.

Following the 2016 season, a
record eight Rocket seniors were ei-
ther selected in the 2017 NFL Draft,

Candle has coached 15 players who have played in the NFL.
Four Rockets have been selected in the last two NFL drafts.

Treyvon Hester — were drafted, the most since the NFL
went to its current seven-round format in 1994. Hunt, a
running back, was a third-round pick of the Kansas City
Chiefs. Roberts (tight end) was taken in the fourth round
by Detroit, while Hester (defensive tackle) was chosen
by the Oakland Raiders in the seventh round. Hunt went
on to lead the NFL in rushing as a rookie.

A MAC Championship in 2017

Candle took the Rockets to even greater heights in
his second season as head coach. Toledo went 11-3 and
won its first MAC Championship in 13 years. UT earned
a trip to the MAC Championship Game
by winning the MAC West Division
with a 7-1 mark.

Toledo’s offense dominated once
again, leading the MAC in total offense
(483.9) and finishing second in scoring
(36.4). Candle was honored as the MAC
Coach of the Year.

Six Rockets earned a total of sev-
en first-team All-MAC honors, includ-
ing senior quarterback Logan Wood-
side, who also was honored with the
Vern Smith Award (league MVP) and
was named the MAC’s Offensive Player
of the Year. He was also named a con-

signed as free agents or invited to
mini-camps. Three Rockets — Ka-
reem Hunt, Michael Roberts and

tender for the Heisman Trophy by the
Heisman Trophy Trust for the second
consecutive season. Along the way,
Woodside set the school record for
career passing yards and touchdown
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passes.

Toledo also earned an invitation
to the Dollar General Bowl, its sev-
enth bowl appearance in the past
eight years.

After the season, Woodside was
chosen to play in the NFLPA Col-
legiate Bowl and the State Farm
All-Star Football Challenge. He was
drafted in the seventh round by the
Cincinnati Bengals, becoming the
fourth Rocket in two years to be se-
lected in the draft. Five other Rock-
ets signed free-agent contracts im-
mediately following the draft, the
most in school history.

Another Bowl Berth in 2018

In 2018, Candle led the Rockets to their eighth bowl
berth in the past nine years, four with Candle as the head
coach, when UT was invited to play FIU in the Makers
Wanted Bahamas Bowl.

Toledo won four of its last five games to finish the
regular season with a 7-5 mark, making the Rockets one
of only nine FBS schools to have a winning record in each
of the past nine seasons.

Toledo relied on its high-powered offense, crack-

ing the 50-point barrier a school-
record six times. At the conclusion
of the regular season, the Rockets
ranked second in the MAC in
scoring offense (41.2) and total
offense (448.5). UT featured a bal-
anced attack, with three running
backs with over 500 yards rushing
and three receivers with over 500
yards receiving. Junior Diontae
Johnson, who earned first-team
All-MAC at wide receiver and
punt return, and second-team
at kickoff return, was named the
MAC Special Teams Player of the
Year. Senior wide receiver Cody
Thompson also was a first-team
All-MAC pick for the second time.

Guiding the Rocket Offense as an Assistant

Under Candle’s guidance as offensive coordinator,
the Toledo offense was prolific. His final season as the OC
in 2015 was no exception. The Rockets were 10-2 that
year, and ranked third in the Mid-American Conference
in scoring offense (35.0) and total offense (460.9 yards
per game). Four Rockets earned All-MAC honors on of-
fense, including first-team honoree Storm Norton (OL).
Junior running back Kareem Hunt came
back from injuries to lead the MAC in
rushing with 108.1 yards per game. To-
ledo led the MAC in rushing, averaging
nearly 208 yards per contest, and ranked
No. 2 in the nation in fewest sacks al-
lowed (five). UT went on to beat No. 24
Temple in the Marmot Boca Raton Bowl.

In 2014, UT led the MAC in just about
every major offensive category, includ-
ing scoring offense (36.6), total offense
(490.5) and rushing offense (256.4). The
2014 season culminated with a nine-
touchdown outburst in a 63-44 victory
over Arkansas State in the GoDaddy Bowl
for the 9-4 Rockets.

Six Rockets earned All-MAC recogni-
tion on offense in 2014, with senior cen-
ter Greg Mancz snagging second-team
All-America honors and the Vern Smith
Leadership Award, given annually to the
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top player in the MAC. Sopho-
more running back Kareem Hunt
ranked 10th in the nation in rush-
ing (1,631 yards) and second in
yards per carry (7.96). Candle also
skillfully guided the Rocket quar-
terbacks through a challenging
season in which the top three sig-
nal-callers were all injured at the
same time late in the season.

In 2013, the Rockets averaged
33.0 points and 447.3 yards of
total offense per game. Toledo’s
running game was especially ef-
fective, ranking second in the Mid-

season. Page led the nation in recep-
tions (82) and yardage (1,159) by a
freshman and was named first-team
Freshman All-America by Phil Steele
Magazine and the College Football
News.

Academics

The tradition of academic excel-
lence in the Toledo Football program
will always be a top priority with Can-
dle. The Rockets have led the Mid-
American Conference in the NCAA’s
Academic Progress Rate (APR) in four
of the past five years, with marks of

American Conference with 240.6
yards per contest. In addition, sev-
en players on the offensive side of
the ball earned All-MAC honors,
including two-time first-team run-
ning back David Fluellen.

In his debut as offensive coordinator in 2012, Candle
helped guide the third-ranked offense in the MAC, as UT
averaged 445.2 yards per game. The Rockets had five of-
fensive players make the All-MAC team, propelling them
to a 9-4 mark and a trip to the Famous Idaho Potato Bowl.

Making his Mark as Receivers Coach

As the receivers coach from 2009-11, Candle men-
tored one of the most decorated receivers in Rocket his-
tory, Eric Page. Page caught 306 passes in his career, the
most ever by a Division I-BCS receiver in three seasons.
A three-time All-MAC player, Page broke virtually every
UT receiving record and tied the MAC record for career
receptions.

In 2011, the Rockets went 9-4 and won their first
bowl game in six years, a 42-41 victory over Air Force
in the Military Bowl. Sophomore wide receiver Bernard
Reedy caught three touchdown passes and was named
the game’s MVP. Page caught a school-record 125 passes
for the season and earned first-team All-MAC honors.

In 2010, the Rockets went 8-5 and made their first
bowl appearance in five seasons. Page caught 99 passes
and was a first-team All-MAC honoree at wide receiver,
earning All-America honors as a kickoff returner, as well.
In 2009, Candle coached the slot receivers and tight
ends. He helped guide Page to an outstanding freshman

Six of Candle’s 13 seasons as an assistant
football coach were as a coordinator. He
was just 27 years old when he was named
offensive coordinator at Mount Union.

APR measures the progress to-
ward earning a degree for student-
athletes. Toledo’s high APR numbers
translate into diplomas. Twenty-six
of the players on the 2017 roster
were eligible to participate in the either the fall or spring
graduation ceremonies. A total of 13 players earned their
bachelor’s degrees prior to the start of the 2017 season,
the third-highest number in the NCAA-FBS.

In the fall of 2017, the Rockets earned a 3.001 team
GPA, only the second time in school history that the foot-
ball team has surpassed the 3.0 GPA mark. The Rockets
followed that with a 2.96 GPA in the spring of 2018.

Recruiting

Toledo’s last two recruiting classes under Candle
have been lauded as the best in the Mid- American
Conference by most of the major recruiting services.
The 2018 class was ranked No. 1 by Scout.com and 247
Sports, while the 2017 class was at the top of the MAC
list by every major recruiting service. That’s nothing new
for Candle, who has a long history of recruiting excel-
lence.

Candle’s first recruiting class as UT’s head coach in
2016 was rated No. 2 in the MAC by ESPN.com despite
the fact that he assumed the head coaching job just two
months before Signing Day. Even more impressive is the
fact that all but two of Candle’s assistant coaches were
new to the program during the critical final two months
of the recruiting season.

As an assistant coach, Candle was regularly men-

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GAME 1 - TOLEDO 66, VMI 3

Toledo, Ohio - Junior Mitchell Guadagni completed 11-of-16 passes for
265 yards and three touchdowns in his debut at quarterback as Toledo rolled
to a 66-3 victory over VMI before 24,136 at the Glass Bowl.

The 66 points is the second time the Rockets have scored at least 60
points in a contest under third-year head coach Jason Candle, and the sixth
time UT has cracked the 50-point mark in his reign. It is the largest margin of
victory since an 88-0 shellacking over Davis & Elkins in 1951.

Sophomore Shakif Seymour and redshirt freshman Bryant Koback rushed
for two touchdowns apiece, while senior Cody Thompson caught one TD and
recovered a blocked punt for another. The Rockets outgained VMI, 603-232,
and led at halftime, 42-3.

Toledo’s defense came up with several big plays, forcing three turnovers
and limiting the Keydets to 61 yards rushing on 31 attempts.

First Quarter

The Rockets opened the scoring with a big play by the special teams early
in the first quarter when senior Cody Thompson blocked a punt deep in VMI
territory, taking it off the foot of the punter and strolling into the end zone for
a touchdown. After the UT defense forced a three-and-out, the offense needed
just five plays to find the end zone. Thompson caught a 21-yard pass to the VMI
two-yard line, then sophomore Shakif Seymour finished it off with a one-yard
TD plunge to make it 14-0 Toledo with 7:25 left in the opening quarter.

Moments later, junior Diontae Johnson made it 21-0 with a 48-yard TD
catch from Guadagni. Johnson caught a short pass, made a cut to his right to
elude a defender, then sprinted down the sideline for the score.

Second Quarter

Toledo upped its lead to 28-0 early in the second quarter on a one-yard run
by redshirt freshman Bryant Koback. Koback's TD was set up by an interception
by senior cornerback Ka'dar Hollman at the VMI 33-yard line. Following a 28-
yard field goal that cut the lead to 28-3, Seymour scored his second TD of the
game, this time from four yards out, to make it 35-3 with 4:58 left in the half.
On Toledo's next possession, Thompson scored his second TD of the game on a
38-yard bomb from Guadagni to give the Rockets a 42-3 halftime edge.

Third Quarter

The Rockets continued to pour it on in the second half, scoring on a 57-yard
scoring strike from Guadagni to Jon'Vea Johnson, a 16-yard run by Koback and
a 15-yard run by sophomore Nevone McCrimmon to push the margin to 63-3.

Fourth Quarter

Playing with mostly reserves, Toledo's defense kept VMI off the scoreboard.
The Keydets moved the ball to the UT 28-yard line on its first possession before
losing the ball on downs. Senior Jameson Vest finished off the scoring with a
29-yard field goal with 1:51 left.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

Toledo's 63-point margin of victory is its largest since 1951, when UT defeated
Davis & Elkins 88-0, and the third-largest margin of victory in program history...
The 66 points are also the most in a UT season opener since the Davis & Elkins
matchup in 1951 and the 10th time in team history the Rockets have eclipsed
60 points...66 points mark the sixth time under head coach Jason Candle that
the Rockets scored at least 50 points, and the second time they scored at
least 60...The 42 points in the first half marked the seventh time Toledo has
scored at least 42 in a half...UT has now won five consecutive home openers
by a combined score of 214-58...In his first game as Toledo's starting quarter-
back, junior Mitch Guadagni completed 11 of 16 passes for 265 yards and three
touchdowns. Sophomore Eli Peters, senior Jalen Reese, and freshman Carter
Bradley all saw time at quarterback as well...Toledo is the first FBS program ever
to return three wide receivers who have earned all-conference accolades and
caught at least 10 touchdown passes in a season.

Toledo, Ohio - Junior quarterback Mitchell Guadagni’s arm and legs
kept Toledo in the game in its matchup with No. 21 Miami (Fla.) but ulti-
mately the Rockets could not keep up the pace, falling to the Hurricanes,
49-24, before a sell-out crowd of 28,117 at the Glass Bowl on Saturday.

After a slow start, Guadagni threw for 222 yards and two touchdowns,
and also extended drives by running the ball. He rallied the Rockets from
a 21-0 deficit in the first half to make it a close game before Miami pulled
away in the fourth quarter.

Guadagni hit junior wide receiver Diontae Johnson with a 40-yard
TD to cut the lead to 28-21 with 7:39 to play in the third quarter. But the
Hurricanes answered with four consecutive touchdowns to put the game
away. Johnson led all receivers with six receptions for 119 yards and two
touchdowns.Guadagni led Toledo rushers with 47 net yards, including 77
yards on runs and minus-30 on sacks.

First Quarter

Miami got on the board on its first possession, a 12-play, 76-yard drive
that was capped off by a five-yard quarterback draw by Malik Rosier. Both
teams traded punts for the remainder of the quarter.

Second Quarter

Miami made it 14-0 on a 38-yard completion from Rosier to Jeff
Thomas with 12:27 left in the second quarter. Toledo countered with a
nine-play drive that stalled on the Miami 25-yard line, but failed to cash in
when Jameson Vest's 42-yard field goal attempt sailed wide right. The Hur-
ricanes upped the lead to 21-0 a short time later when on another rushing
TD from Rosier, this time from two yards out. Toledo got on the scoreboard
just before halftime on a seven-yard TD grab by Diontae Johnson from
Guadagni with 37 seconds left in the half.

Third Quarter

The sun came out to greet the Rockets and UT responded on both
sides of the ball. The Rocket defense forced a three-and-out on Miami's first
possession, then the offense marched down the field to cut the lead to a
touchdown. The big play on the drive was a 31-yard catch and run by Art
Thompkins to the Miami five yard line. Thompkins took it in the end zone
on the ground on the next play to make the score 21-14. Miami came right
back, however, scoring in just five plays to extend its lead to 28-14. The big
play on the drive was an over-the-head catch by Jeff Thomas for a 41-yard
gain. DeeJay Dallas scored from 19 yards out on a run up the middle on
the very next play. The Rockets wouldn’t quit, however, striking quickly on
a 40-yard TD from Guadagni to Diontae Johnson to trim the lead to 28-21.
But the Hurricane offense continued to roll, marching 70 yards in 14 plays
on their next possession, capped by a five-yard scoring pass from Rosier to
Lawrence Cager with 1:28 left in the quarter.

Fourth Quarter

Miami tacked on two more touchdowns in the fourth quarter to in-
crease its lead to 49-24. Rosier ran for 37 yards for the first score, while
Trayone Gray pushed across the goal line from one-yard out.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

The official attendance was 28,117, which makes it the 16th-biggest
crowd in Glass Bowl history and the biggest since 2016 (30,147 vs. Bowling
Green)...Reggie Howard and Tuzar Skipper each had a career-best eight
tackles...Diontae Johnson caught six passes for 119 yards and two touch-
downs, giving him his seventh 100-yard receiving game of his career and
the fifth time he has caught multiple touchdowns in a game...Jameson
Vest converted one of his two field goal attempts, making a 47-yarder. He
is now nine field goals made away from the UT record held by Rusty Hanna
(68, 1989-92)...Mitchell Guadagni threw for 222 yards an two touchdowns.
He also led the Rockets with 47 rushing yards, including five rushes of at
least 10 yards...Saturday marked the ninth time Toledo has hosted a ranked
team at the Glass Bowl. The last time it happened was in 2014 when UT
defeated Missouri and the score was also 49-24...Bailey Flint averaged over
40 yards per punt for the second straight; his six punts went for 250 yards,
good for an average of 41.7 per punt.

Toledo, Ohio - Junior quarterback Mitchell Guadagni threw for four
touchdowns and ran for two more as Toledo won a shoot-out over Nevada,
63-44, at the Glass Bowl on Saturday.

Guadagni completed 15-of-24 passes for 211 yards and led the Rockets with
131 yards rushing on 15 carries. His 34-yard touchdown run with 7:26 left in
the game sealed the victory and was the final score in a wild contest that saw
the teams combine for 107 points and 1,042 yards in just under four hours of
football.

Toledo never trailed in the contest, but until the fourth quarter, it was a back
and forth affair, with Nevada matching the Rockets on the scoreboard three
times in the first half. The Wolf Pack pulled to within four points in the third
quarter, 42-38, but UT outscored Nevada 21-6 from there.

Senior wide receiver Cody Thompson caught three touchdown passes, in-
cluding a 19-yard option play from junior wide receiver Desmond Phillips in the
fourth quarter. Diontae Johnson had a 98-yard kickoff return foraTD in second
quarter, Phillips blocked a punt that was returned for a nine-yard TD by Reggie
Gilliam, and sophomore punter Bailey Flint had a solid game, averaging 44.0
yards per punt and pinning Nevada inside the 20-yard line three times.

First Quarter

Toledo opened the scoring on its second possession on a 38-yard TD strike
down the middle of the field from Guadagni to Jon'Vea Johnson. Nevada tied
the score on a one-yard rush by quarterback Ty Gangi on a fourth-down play.
Toledo made it 14-7 when Desmond Phillips blocked a punt that was recovered
and returned nine yards into the end zone by Reggie Gilliam.

Second Quarter

Both teams combined for 37 points in a wild second quarter. Nevada tied it
up at 14-14 on the first play of the second quarter, a 22-yard toss from Gangi to
Elijah Cooks. However, on the ensuing kickoff Toledo regained the lead when
Diontae Johnson followed a blocker up the middle for a 98-yard touchdown.
The Wolf Pack tied it up once again on a 31-yard run by Toa Taua. Cody Thomp-
son’s seven-yard TD grab gave Toledo a 28-21 edge. The Rockets had a chance
to extend the lead but Jameson Vest's 35-yard attempt went wide right. But
after a stop by the defense and a short Nevada punt, Toledo took advantage of
a short field to tack another touchdown on the board. Guadagni scrambled on
a third-and-10 play to go 27 yards for the score. Nevada finished out the scor-
ing with a 50-yard field goal by Ramiz Ahmed on the half’s final play, trimming
Toledo’s lead to 35-24 at the break.

Third Quarter

The scoring parade continued as Nevada wasted no time getting its offense
in gear, moving 75 yards in just three plays in its opening drive to cut the lead
to 35-31. Kelton Moore had back-to-back rushes for 32 yards and 23 yards, the
second taking him into the end zone. The Rockets answered the call with a 26-
yard pass to Diontae Johnson from Guadagni to extend the lead to 42-31. But
on the very next play from scrimmage, Taua bolted up the middle for 66 yards
to pull the Wolf Pack to within four points, 42-38. Toledo countered with a 20-
yard TD completion from Guadagni to Thompson to make the score 49-38 with
1:27 left in the quarter.

Fourth Quarter

Toledo'’s defense stopped Nevada on its first possession of the quarter, forc-
ing the Wolf Pack to attempt a 52-yard field goal that fell short. The Rockets
then marched downfield with a five-play, 65-yard drive that was capped by an
option pass from junior wide receiver Desmond Phillips to Thompson, his third
TD reception of the day, to up the edge to 56-38 with 11:49 to play. Nevada
answered with a two-yard TD run by Quinton Conaway. The two-point attempt
failed, making the score 56-44 with 8:04 left. The Wolf Pack’s attempt at an on-
side kick was recovered by UT. A few seconds later, Gudagni ran it in from 34
yards to up the margin to 63-44. Senior linebacker Richard Olekanma picked off
Gangi on Nevada's next possession, effectively putting the game out of reach.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

Toledo blocked its second punt of the season in the second quarter, both re-
turned for touchdowns...Diontae Johnson’s 98-yard kickoff return for a touch-
down in the second quarter was the first for Toledo since his 99-yard return TD
against Elon in the season opener last year (Aug. 31, 2017)...Cody Thompson
also passed Lance Moore on UT’s all-time career receiving yards list, movinginto
fourth place all-time in school history in career receiving yards (2,809)..Thomp-
son moved into a tie with Alonzo Russell (2012-15) for third place in school his-
tory with 24 career TD catches...Mitchell Guadagni rushed for a career-high 131
yards. He became the first Toledo quarterback to rush for 100 yards in a game
since Aaron Opelt (109 yards against Colorado, Sept. 11, 2009)...Guadagni’s 131
rushing yards are the second most in program history by a quarterback, trailing
only Maurice Hall’s 142 yards vs. Bowling Green in 1979.

Fresno, Calif. — Junior quarterback Mitchell Guadagni threw for 59 yards
and ran for 55 in one half of action but it wasn't enough to counter a strong
offensive effort by Fresno State as the Bulldogs knocked off Toledo, 49-27, at
Bulldog Stadium in Fresno.

Gudagni was shaken up on a play late in the second quarter. Although
he did return to action after missing one play, he did not play in the second
half. He finished with 6-of-10 passing for 59 yards and one TD. Sophomore Eli
Peters took over for Guadagni, completing 10-of-21 passes for 179 yards and
two touchdowns

Toledo (2-2) held a 13-7 lead early in the second quarter but Fresno State
controlled the game after that. The Bulldogs (3-1) led 28-13 at halftime, then
effectively put the game out of reach with touchdowns on their first three pos-
sessions of the second half. Fresno held the edge in total offense, 554-375.

First Quarter

Fresno State got on the board first with a sustained drive of 75 yards in 12
plays, capped by a four-yard run by Jordan Mims. The Rockets answered with a
75-yard drive of their own, tying the score at 7-7 on a 19-yard screen pass from
Guadagni to Shakif Seymour.

Second Quarter

Fresno State outscored Toledo 21-3 in the second quarter. The Rockets took
the lead early in the period on a 46-yard field goal by Jameson Vest. The drive
started after Fresno State pinned UT on the two-yard line with a 45-yard punt.
The big play on the drive was a 36-yard run by Guadagni on third-and-six com-
bined with 15-yard FSU personal foul that put the ball at the 30-yard line. The
Rockets' defense then forced a turnover when senior defensive end Reggie
Howard hit the quarterback’s arm, jarring the ball loose for an interception by
freshman defensive end Jamal Hines that was returned to the FSU 38-yard line.
UT had to settle for another Vest field goal, this time from 43 yards, to make the
score 13-7 with 10:22 left in the half. Fresno struck back quickly, taking a 14-13
lead on a seven-yard TD pass to Keesean Johnson from QB Marcus McMaryion.
The score was set up by a 55-yard catch and run by Mims on a third-and-seven
play. The Bulldogs extended the lead to 21-13 on a two-yard roll-out pass from
McMaryion to tight end Kyle Riddering in the back of the end zone. Moments
later, FSU struck again on another catch and run by Mims, this one from 47
yards out to put the Bulldogs up, 28-13. Fresno missed a chance to add to its
lead when Asa Fuller’s 43-yard attempt sailed wide left on the final play of the
half.

Third Quarter

Fresno State scored on its first possession on a 12-yard pass from McMary-
ion to Johnson, then scored again moments later on a 38-yard pick-six from
defensive end Mykal Walker to extend its lead to 42-13 with 10:22 left. Eli Pe-
ters, replacing the injured Guadagni at quarterback, drove Toledo to the FSU
18-yard line but the Rockets were stopped on fourth-and-three when Peters
was sacked. Fresno followed with another TD on a six-yard run by McMaryion.

Fourth Quarter
Peters connected with Jon'Vea Johnson on 54- and 25-yard yard scoring
strikes for the only scoring of the quarter.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

Toledo falls to 1-3 all-time vs. Fresno State and finishes the non-conference por-
tion of its schedule with a 2-2 record...Cody Thompson's 28-yard reception in
the first quarter marked the 34th consecutive game in which he has caught at

Toledo, Ohio - In his first starting assignment at quarterback, sophomore
Eli Peters threw for three touchdowns and redshirt freshman running back
Bryant Koback added three more on the ground as Toledo defeated arch-rival
Bowling Green, 52-36, in the Battle of I-75 in its Homecoming game at the Glass
Bowl on Saturday.

It was the ninth consecutive victory for the Rockets over the Falcons but it
didn’t come easy. Toledo (3-2, 1-0 MAC) jumped out to a 17-0 lead but was only
up by three points, 31-28, going into the fourth quarter. But the Rocket defense
clamped down and Koback scored all three of his touchdowns in the final 15
minutes to secure the win.

While Toledo had heroes on offense and defense, it was the special teams
that may have played a decisive role in the win. A blocked punt by Reggie Gil-
liam in the first quarter set up his own TD catch moments later, sophomore
punter Bailey Flint ran for a key first down on a fake punt, and the Rockets
blocked a potential game-tying field goal at the end of the first half.

Peters, filling in for the injured junior Mitchell Guadagni, completed 17-
of-35 passes for 184 yards and three TDs. He did not throw an interception and
was not sacked. Senior Cody Thompson was his top target, catching six passes
for 78 yards and one TD. Sophomore Shakif Seymour led the running attack
with 101 yards on 18 carries to complement Koback's 90 yards and three scores.

First Quarter

Toledo scored on its first drive as Jameson Vest connected on a 39-yard
field goal following a nine-play drive that stalled on the BG 22-yard line. The
Falcons were forced to punt on their first possession, and the Rockets made
them pay when junior tight end Reggie Gilliam blocked the punt and Victor
Williams recovered on the BGSU 22-yard line. Four plays later, Peters hit Gil-
liam for a four-yard score. On the Falcons'’ first play on their next possession,
junior linebacker Jordan Fisher forced a fumble that was recovered by senior
cornerback Ka'dar Hollman on the BG 34-yard line. Peters struck again, this time
connecting with Diontae Johnson on a seven-yard TD to make the score 17-0
just eight minutes into the contest. Bowling Green struck back on a 15-yard TD
run by Andrew Clair, capping a 10-play, 86-yard drive to cut the lead to 17-7.
The drive was kept alive by a 47-yard scramble and bomb by Jarret Doege to RB
Marlow on a third-and-16 play from the BG eight-yard line.

Second Quarter

Just two plays into the quarter, the Falcons trimmed the lead to 17-14
on a 60-yard bolt by Clair down the middle of the field. Toledo answered with
a 12-play, 67-yard drive that was finished off by a one-yard run by Art Thomp-
kins, putting the Rockets ahead 24-14 with 9:35 to play in the half. Clair struck
again on another big play, this time catching a short pass near the sideline then
sprinting 61 yards for the score to make the score 24-21. BGSU had a chance to
tie the game right before halftime but a 42-yard field goal attempt was blocked
by the middle of the Rockets’line.

Third Quarter

Toledo's defense got off to a good start, forcing the Falcons to punt on a
three-and-out on their opening possession of the half. The offense followed
that up with an impressive 12-play, 90-yard drive that resulted in a three-yard
TD pass from Peters to Cody Thompson. Later in the quarter, the Falcons put
together a 14-play, 84-yard drive to cut the lead to 31-28. Doege hit Quintin
Morris for an eight-yard score to finish off the long drive.

Fourth Quarter

Toledo missed a chance to extend the lead early in the quarter when Vest's
32-yard field goal attempt sailed wide right. But two possessions later, the
Rockets used a short field to their advantage to add to their lead. Toledo need-
ed just two plays to score, a 19-yard completion to Thompson and a seven-yard
TD run by Bryant Koback, taking a 38-28 lead with 9:35 left in the game. Toledo
forced BG into a three-and-out, then came back to score again, this time on a
five-yard run by Koback to up the lead to 45-28 with 5:08 left. UT stopped BG
on downs on the Falcons’ next possession, and Koback scored again from 21
yards out. The Falcons tacked on a final score on a 42-yard bomb from Doege
to Scott Miller, but the ensuing on-side kick was recovered by Nick Kovacs to
clinch the win for UT.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

UT now leads the all-time series 40-39-4 and has been in possession of the Bat-
tle of I-75 Rivalry trophy since its introduction in 2011..The Rockets have now
won 11 of their last 12 meetings with the Falcons in the Glass Bowl..The Rock-
ets blocked two more kicks to bring their season total to five. Reggie Gilliam
blocked a punt in the first quarter, his second blocked kick of the season, and
junior Nate Childress blocked a field goal in the second quarter...Shakif Seymour
rushed for 101 yards on 18 carries, his third career 100-yard rushing game and
first this season.

Ypsilanti, Mich. - Toledo nearly came back from a 25-point deficit at East-
ern Michigan, but the Rockets' furious rally came up just short in a 28-26 loss
to the Eagles at Rynearson Stadium. Toledo trailed 28-3 going into the fourth
quarter when junior Mitchell Guadagni engineered three scoring drives, the
final touchdown coming with 20 seconds left when Guadagni scrambled 10
yards to cut the lead to 28-26. Toledo went for the two-point conversion to tie
the game but Guadagni’s pass to sophomore Bryce Mitchell was broken up.
Toledo’s attempt at an on-side kick went out of bounds, giving EMU its first win
over the Rockets in the past 12 meetings. Guadagni completed 12-of-27 passes
for 147 yards and one TD. He led the Rockets in rushing with 137 yards and
one score on 27 carries. Sophomore Shakif Seymour added 61 yards and one
TD. Senior linebacker Richard Olekanma led the defense with a career-high 15
tackles. Toledo’s efforts were hampered by 16 penalties for 130 yards.

First Quarter

EMU dominated the opening quarter, outscoring the Rockets, 21-3. On
their opening drive, the Eagles went 75 yards in just four plays to take a 7-0
lead. The big play of the drive was a 48-yard gain by QB Mike Glass on a read-
option to the UT six-yard line. Moments later, Glass struck again on a 22-yard
score to put the Eagles up, 14-0. Imnmediately following a Toledo punt to mid-
field, Willie Parker ran straight up the middle for a 50-yard score to give EMU a
21-0 lead. The Rockets got on the board on their third possession of the quar-
ter, a 35-yard field goal by Jameson Vest.

Second Quarter

Toledo missed a chance to put points on the board when its drive was
halted on the EMU 16-yard line. Bryant Koback was stopped for no gain on
fourth-and-one, turning the ball over to the Eagles. EMU took advantage of the
stop, driving 84 yards in the other direction in 10 plays to increase its lead to
28-3. Shaq Vann scored from one yard out on fourth down to finish the drive.

Third Quarter

Toledo tacked on three more points on a 32-yard field goal by Vest to trim
the lead to 28-6. The Eagles then missed a chance to add to their lead when a
32-yard field goal attempt sailed wide right.

Fourth Quarter

The Rockets cut the lead to 28-13 on an 18-yard TD pass from Guadagni
to Thompson with 11:18 to play. After forcing the Eagles to punt, UT marched
80 yards to pull to within eight points, 28-20, with 5:59 to play. Shakif Seymour
capped the drive with a one-yard run. After the Rockets forced EMU to punt
once again, Toledo took over at the EMU 47-yard line with 4:28 left. On third-
and-10, Guadagni scrambled out of the pocket and threw an interception
downfield, seemingly ending UT’s chances for a comeback. However, UT forced
the Eagles into a fourth-and-one on the EMU 42, and the Eagles chose to go for
it. Jarirus Grissom was stopped for no gain by seniors Tyler Taafe and Richard
Olekanma, giving UT one last chance. Guadagni scrambled for a 10-yard TD
on fourth down to cut the lead to 28-26 but the failed two-point conversion
essentially ended the comeback.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

Quarterback Mitchell Guadagni finished with 134 rushing yards, which led the
Rockets on Saturday. This marks the fourth time this season Guadagni has led
Toledo in rushing..Wide receiver Cody Thompson finished his day with three
catches for 37 yards, extending his streak to 36 consecutive games with a catch.
Thompson caught the 26th touchdown of his career, breaking Toledo’s all-time
career receiving touchdown record of 25 previously held by Lance Moore (2001-
04) and Eric Page (2009-11)...Richard Olekanma finished with 15 tackles, a ca-
reer high. His previous career high was eight stops, a total he reached in the
first half. Fifteen tackles are the most in a game by a Rocket this season...Kicker
Jameson Vest was 2-for-2 on field goal attempts, giving him 64 made field goals
for his career. He is five field goals away from becoming the program’s all-time
record holder (68 by Rusty Hanna, 1989-92)...Diontae Johnson returned a punt
52 yards in the third quarter, his third return of at least 40 yards this season...
Defensive back Justin Clark finished the day with seven tackles, a career high.
Tuzar Skipper tied his career high with eight tackles...Toledo held Eastern Michi-
gan scoreless in the second half, the second time it has kept its opponent off the
scoreboard in the second half this season. The Rockets also accomplished that
feat against VMI (Sept. 1)...The loss marked Toledo's first against EMU since 2006,
snapping a string of 11 consecutive victories for UT in the series.

Toledo, Ohio - Toledo could not hold on to its halftime lead ina 31-17 loss
to Buffalo in the Glass Bowl on Saturday. The Rockets led at the break, 17-7, but
were outscored by the Bulls 24-0 in the final 30 minutes.

Toledo'’s defense kept it in the game, but the Rockets eventually surrendered
24 points in the second half. UT set season highs with three interceptions and
five sacks, but penalties and field position proved too much in the end. Buffalo
outgained the Rockets in total yards, 463-295, and racked up 32 first downs to
just eight for UT. Junior linebacker Jordan Fisher led the Rockets with a career-
best 12 tackles. Seniors Josh Teachey and Ka'dar Hollman each broke up three
passes. Junior Willie Ross was credited with 2.5 sacks.

Sophomore quarterback Eli Peters was 5-of-17 for 128 yards and one TD
in relief of starter Mitch Guadagni. His big play was an 80-yard TD to junior
Diontae Johnson. Redshirt freshman Bryant Koback led the rushing attack with
81 yards, 70 of it coming on a first-quarter TD run. Buffalo was led by junior
quarterback Tyree Jackson, who completed 25-of-46 passes for 326 yards and
two scores.

First Quarter

Defenses dominated the first 15 minutes of play, with each team coming
up with an interception. The Rockets broke through on a big play, though, a
70-yard touchdown run up the middle by Koback with 4:54 left in the period.
Toledo had an interception by freshman defensive end Jamal Hines that was
set up by a big hit on the QB from junior linebacker Jordan Fisher. Late in the
quarter, UT stopped the Bulls on fourth-and-1 from the UB 44.

Second Quarter

Buffalo tied it up, 7-7, on a 34-yard pass from Tyree Jackson to Anthony John-
son with 10:37 left in the half. After a Bailey Flint punt pinned the Bulls at their
own five-yard line, sophomore Justin Clark came up with an interception on
the UB 45-yard line. The Rockets cashed in with a 38-yard field goal by Jameson
Vest with 6:38 left in the half. Toledo increased its lead to 17-7 on an 80-yard TD
pass from Peters to Diontae Johnson with 3:22 left in the period.

Third Quarter

On its opening drive of the half, Buffalo trimmed the lead to 17-10 on a 40-
yard field goal by Adam Mitcheson. Later in the quarter, Jackson hit Johnson
again, this time for a 32-yard strike that tied the score, 17-17. The Bulls had a
chance to take the lead, but their 32-yard field-goal attempt on the final play of
the quarter was pushed wide left.

Fourth Quarter

Buffalo took its first lead of the day, 24-17, on a six-yard rushing TD by Jaret
Patterson. The drive started on the UT 30-yard line and was set up by a Bulls’
interception. After a pair of three-and-outs by Toledo, Buffalo sealed the victory
with a 25-yard TD run by Patterson with 2:49 left. UT's final drive ended with the
Rockets giving the ball up on downs.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

The Toledo defense grabbed three interceptions, its most in a game since Sept.
26, 2015 against Arkansas State...Toledo'’s 13 tackles for loss are its most since
the 2016 season, when UT registered 11 TFL against both Maine (Sept. 10) and
Fresno State (Sept. 17). Eleven Rockets were credited with at least 0.5 TFL..The
five sacks are the most in a game for Toledo since Sept. 17, 2016 against Fresno
State. Entering Saturday’s game, Buffalo’s offensive line had only allowed one
sack in its previous seven games...Willie Ross tallied 2.5 sacks on Saturday, the
second time this season a Rocket has had multiple sacks (Tuzar Skipper last Sat-
urday at Eastern Michigan)..The Rockets recorded their longest rush and lon-
gest reception in today’s game.

Kalamazoo, Mich. - Sophomore quarterback Eli Peters came off the bench
to replace the injured Mitchell Guadagni and lead Toledo to a 51-24 victory
over Western Michigan in Kalamazoo Thursday night.

Guadagni had the Toledo offense rolling in the first half, pacing UT to a 23-17
advantage, but suffered an apparent injury on the next-to-last play of the half.
Peters came in and took a roughing the passer penalty that set up a Jameson
Vest field goal on the final play of the half.

Peters kicked the offense into overdrive in the second half, driving the Rock-
ets to three quick touchdowns to open up a 44-17 lead that proved too big a
hole for the Broncos to climb out of. For the game, Peters was 8-of-14 for 107
yards and three touchdowns. Guadagni was 10-of-18 for 140 yards and two
scores. Senior Cody Thompson led the receiving corps with six receptions and
three TDs. Toledo's offense racked up 515 yards of total offense, compared to
432 for WMU. Redshirt freshman Bryant Koback paced the rushing attack with
99 yards and one score.

For the second straight game, Toledo’s defense slowed down a potent of-
fense. Western, which came in the game as the MAC'’s leader with an average
of 467.1 yards per game, did rack up yardage but was held to just seven points
in the second half, including just one touchdown when the game was still on
the line. Linebackers Richard Olekanma and Jordan Fisher led the defense with
nine and eight tackles, respectively.

First Quarter

Toledo took advantage of a short field to get on the board first, going 43
yards in four plays. Guadagni hit Cody Thompson for a 10-yarder in the back of
the end zone to give UT an early 7-0 lead. Western struck back quickly, using
42-yard run by Jamari Bogan and a 25-yard TD pass from Kaleb Elebe to Jayden
Reed to tie the score. Toledo came right back and marched 78 yards on nine
plays in just over three minutes to take a 14-7 lead. Guadagni finished it off with
a two-yard TD toss to Diontae Johnson.

Second Quarter

The Rockets extended their lead to 17-7 on a 25-yard field goal by Jameson
Vest. WMU matched that kick with a 25-yard field goal of its own to cap a 15-
play, 67-yard drive and make the score 17-10. Vest connected again, this time
from 28 yards out to make the score 20-10 with just over a minute to play. The
Broncos responded with a big play, a 62-yard bomb down the middle from Ele-
be to Reed with just 24 seconds left in the half. Toledo wouldn't quit, however,
taking advantage of a roughing the passer penalty on sophomore Eli Peters on
the final play of the half to convert a 45-yard field goal by Vest.

Third Quarter

With Guadagni out with an injury suffered during Toledo’s final drive of
the first half, Peters took over and led the Rockets to three quick scores. The
first came on a flea-flicker, with Desmond Phillips tossing it back to Peters who
hit junior tight end Reggie Gilliam down the sidelines for a 34-yard score. UT
then recovered a Bronco fumble, which set up an 18-yard scoring strike from
Peters to Thompson. Toledo’s special teams then came up with a big play as
Gilliam got a piece of a WMU punt that gave the ball to UT at the WMU 38-yard
line. Four plays later, Bryant Koback ran it in from three yards out to extend the
Rocket lead to 44-17. Western struck back with a one-yard TD run by Bogan to
trim the lead to 44-24 with 4:43 left in the quarter. Toledo's defense then came
up with big third-down stop at the end of the quarter, keyed by a sack Tuzar
Skipper and Reggie Howard.

Fourth Quarter

The Rocket D came up big again early in the quarter, halting WMU on a
fourth-and-two pass that ended up less than a yard short of a first down on the
UT 39-yard line. Redshirt freshman Zachary Ford made the stop that took the
air out of the Broncos' comeback hopes. The Rocket offense followed that up
with an eight-yard TD reception by Thompson, his third of the game, with 8:13
to play.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

With the win over Western Michigan, Toledo improves to 43-30 all-time against
the Broncos...The 51 points are the most UT has scored against WMU since a
66-63 win on Nov. 8, 2011. The Rockets have now scored at least 50 points four
times this season, the first time since 2011 they have achieved that feat...Jame-
son Vest was a perfect 3-for-3 on field goal attempts and has now successfully
converted 68 field goals in his career. He moved into a tie with Rusty Hanna
(1989-92) for the most made field goals in Toledo history. Vest made kicks of

Toledo, Ohio - Sophomore Eli Peters led the Rocket offense to 531 yards
of total offense but it was the Toledo defense that shined most in a 45-13 vic-
tory over Ball State at the Glass Bowl Wednesday night.

The Rockets forced five turnovers, including a forced fumble that was re-
covered for a touchdown, in leading UT to victory over its West Division foe.
Toledo also had four sacks and limited the Cardinals to just 94 yards rushing
in 35 attempts.

Peters, stepping in for the injured Mitchell Guadagni, completed 25-of-
34 passes for 327 yards and two touchdowns. He had three first-half intercep-
tions but settled down in the final 30 minutes, guiding the Rockets to victory in
Guadagni’s place for the second time this season. Sophomore Art Thompkins
led the rushing attack with 84 yards and one touchdown, while redshirt fresh-
man Bryant Koback added 78 yards and two scores. Senior wide receiver Cody
Thompson had six receptions for 75 yards and one TD, while junior Diontae
Johnson chipped in with five grabs for and even 100 yards.

The defense was led by junior safety DeDarallo Blue and junior linebacker
Jordan Fisher, each of whom had seven tackles. Freshman defensive end Ter-
rance Taylor had three tackles for loss for 28 yards and senior linebacker Rich-
ard Olekanma added two TFLs.

First Quarter

Toledo jumped out to a 21-0 lead in the opening quarter. The Rockets took
advantage of a turnover on Ball State’s first possession and converted it into
seven points. Willie Ross recovered a Cardinal fumble on the BSU 31-yard line,
and the offense marched 69 yards in the other direction to take a 7-0 lead. Bry-
ant Koback finished off the drive with a 19-yard TD run up the middle. Mo-
ments later, Diontae Johnson weaved his way downfield for a 57-yard gain on
a short reception to the BSU 20-yard line. Two plays later, Art Thompkins rolled
in from one-yard out to make the score 14-0 with 8:25 left in the first quarter.
The defense struck again when freshman defensive end Terrance Taylor strip-
sacked BSU quarterback Drew Plitt on the Cardinal 16-yard line. Senior defen-
sive end Tuzar Skipper ran down and recovered the ball just as it crossed the
corner of the end zone for a touchdown, giving the Rockets their third score in
the first seven-plus minutes of the contest.

Second Quarter

Ball State got on the scoreboard following an interception on its own 30-
yard line late in the first quarter. A flurry of mid-range completions from Plitt
moved the Cardinals quickly down the field to open the second period, culmi-
nating in an 18-yard TD pass to Riley Miller to trim the Rocket lead to 21-7.The
two teams then traded interceptions, the Rockets’ pick coming from redshirt
freshman Zach Ford deep in UT territory. The Rockets then traveled 81 yards in
10 plays, Koback finishing it off from three yards out for his second TD of the
contest.

Third Quarter

Neither team could sustain a drive for most the third quarter, with Toledo’s
first drive ending in a Cardinal interception in the end zone and Ball State’s with
a sack. The Rockets finally broke through with a 29-yard field goal from Jame-
son Vest near the end of the period. It was Vest's 69th career field goal, breaking
the Toledo record and giving UT a 31-7 edge heading into the fourth quarter.

Fourth Quarter

The Cardinals scored on their first possession of the fourth quarter, finishing
off a six-play, 75-yard drive with an 11-yard TD run by Mailk Dunner. The two-
point conversion attempt failed, making the score, 31-13 with 13:12 to play.
Toledo answered quickly, as senior wide receiver Cody Thompson snagged a
horizontal throw from Peters, then bolted 23 yards down the sideline to make
the score, 38-13. UT finished up the scoring with a 41-yard TD pass from Peters
to sophomore Bryce Mitchell.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

The Rockets have now
won five straight meetings, the longest winning streak by either team in the
matchup...Jameson Vest connected on the 69th field goal of his career, break-

DeKalb, Ill. - Sophomore quarterback Eli Peters completed 26-of-47 pass-
es for 264 yards, but Toledo could not keep pace in a 38-15 loss at Northern
lllinois Wednesday night.

The loss eliminated Toledo (5-5, 3-3) from contention in the MAC West Divi-
sion race. Northern lllinois (7-3, 6-0 MAC) needs to win just one of its final two
games to claim the division title.

The Rockets outgained the Huskies in total yards, 431-427, but missed op-
portunities and big plays by NIU were the difference. Toledo trailed by just one,
10-9, late in the first half when NIU’s Sutton Smith blocked a punt and returned
it 27 yards for a touchdown. The Huskies scored twice in the third quarter while
the Rockets did not find the end zone again until late in the game.

Senior wide receiver Cody Thompson led the offense with eight receptions
for 110 yards. Junior Diontae Johnson added seven catches for 52 yards, while
senior Jon'Vea Johnson chipped in with four receptions and one TD. Junior Art
Thompkins led the rushing attack with 62 yards on 12 carries.

Toledo has two games left on its schedule and must win at least one to
become bowl eligible.

First Quarter

Toledo's first score was set up by the defense. The Rockets stopped NIU
on fourth-and-one from its own 45-yard line. UT then moved the ball down to
the eight-yard line before settling for a 25-yard field goal by Jameson Vest. The
Rockets' D struck again when junior tight end Jordan Fisher forced a fumble on
a pass completion that was recovered by sophomore cornerback Justin Clark
on the UT 48-yard line. However, Toledo missed a chance to add to its lead
when Vest's 36-yard field goal attempt hooked left. A little later in the quarter,
NIU took advantage of a short field, driving 46 yards in five plays to take a 7-3
lead. The score came on a short pass to Corey Lersch, who broke a tackle and
took it 33 yards to the house.

Second Quarter

Toledo pinned the Huskies at their own seven-yard line on a short punt by
Bailey Flint, but NIU was able to drive 62 yards downfield to set up a 48-yard
field goal by Andrew Gantz. The Rockets cut the lead to one, 10-9, on a 23-
yard TD toss into the end zone from Peters to Jon'Vea Johnson. Vest, however,
missed the extra point, his first missed PAT this season. Northern’s special teams
countered with a big play late in the first half as Sutton Smith blocked a Flint
punt, then scooped the ball up and took it in 27 yards for the score.

Third Quarter

After Toledo stalled on its first drive, NIU extended its lead with an 11-play,
82-yard drive on its first possession of the half. Quarterback Marcus Childers
finished off the drive with a one-yard score to make it 24-9. Toledo missed an
opportunity to get back in the game after redshirt freshman safety Zachary
Ford made a diving interception at the UT 40-yard line. However, the Rockets
were unable to move the ball and were forced to punt. Northern responded
with a four-play, 69-yard drive to effectively put the game away. Childers scored
from 23 yards out with six seconds left in the quarter to extend the NIU lead
to31-9.

Fourth Quarter

Toledo capped a six-minute drive with a one-yard rushing TD from Shakif
Seymour. A failed two-point conversion attempt made the score 31-15. NIU
capped the scoring with a 44-yard TD run by Marcus Jones with 3:18 left.

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GAME 11 - TOLEDO 56, KENT STATE 34

Kent, Ohio - Redshirt freshman Bryant Koback ran for a season-high 192
yards and two touchdowns to lead Toledo to a 56-34 victory over Kent State at
wintry Dix Stadium in Kent on Thursday.

It was the sixth win of the season for Toledo (6-5, 4-3 MAC), making the Rock-
ets bowl eligible for the ninth consecutive season. It was also the fifth time this
season Toledo topped the 50-point mark, a school record.

Junior Art Thompkins added 122 yards and two scores to Toledo's running
attack, which racked up a season-high 384 yards. Sophomore quarterback Eli
Peters completed 11-of-14 passes for 131 yards and two scores. Junior Diontae
Johnson helped the cause with an 83-yard punt return just before halftime that
gave Toledo a 28-17 lead going into the locker room. Toledo then scored three
quick touchdowns in the third quarter to take a 49-17 lead that ended Kent
State’s hopes of an upset on a night that featured rain, sleet and snow.

First Quarter

Kent State opened the scoring on its first possession with a four-play, 52-
yard drive that was capped by a seven-yard touchdown run by quarterback
Woody Barrett. Toledo answered with a 31-yard TD run by junior Art Thomp-
kins. After the Golden Flashes went three-and-out, Toledo responded with a
nine-play, 85-yard drive to give the Rockets a 14-7 lead. Peters finished off the
drive with a three-yard pass to junior tight end Reggie Gilliam.

Second Quarter

Bryant Koback made it 21-7 with a 44-yard TD run on third-and-six on UT’s
first possession of the quarter. Kent trimmed the lead to 21-10 on a 27-yard
field goal by Matthew Trickett with 11:09 left in the half. After a Toledo drive
stalled, KSU struck again, this time on a 19-yard TD pass from Barrett to Isiah
McKoy. With three minutes left in the half, Diontae Johnson returned a punt 83
yards for the score, rebuilding the UT lead to 28-17.

Third Quarter

Toledo got off to a quick start, scoring on a 15-yard run by Koback that moved
its lead to 35-17. On the very next play from scrimmage, senior linebacker Tyler
Taafe picked off Barrett and returned it 20 yards for the touchdown. Moments
later, Peters hit Jon'Vea Johnson over the middle for a 55-yard touchdown to
make the score 49-17 with 10:06 left in the quarter. Kent State countered with
a 76-yard TD run by Jo-el Shaw to trim the lead to 49-24. Moments later, the
Flashes connected on a 38-yard field goal to cut the margin to 49-27.

Fourth Quarter

Thompkins shouldered the load on Toledo’s next drive, moving the ball
downfield on a 43-yard run at the end of the third quarter before finishing
off the sequence with a one-yard score on the first play of the fourth period.
Kent State finished off the scoring with a late score on a short flip TD pass from
Dustin Crum to Mike Carrigan.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

The 56-34 win over the Golden Flashes improves UT’s overall series record to
26-21.The Rockets have won four in a row over Kent State...With the win, Toledo
becomes bowl eligible for the ninth straight season...The Rockets eclipsed 50
points for the fifth time this season, the most in program history. The previous
record was four games with at least 50 points in 2011...Bryant Koback finished
with 192 rushing yards on 17 attempts and two touchdowns. He set new career
highs in yards and attempts in Thursday’s game and his 192 rushing yards are
the most by a Rocket since Kareem Hunt had 200 yards against Western Michi-
gan on Nov. 25, 2016. Terry Swanson also had 192 yards vs. Bowling Green last
year...Koback’s 192 rushing yards are the third-most by a freshman in a game
in program history...As a team, Toledo rushed for a season-high 384 yards, the
most in a game since Nov. 15, 2017 at Bowling Green (389 yards). UT also had
two 100-yard rushers for the first time since that game. In addition to Koback,
Art Thompkins rushed for a career-high 122 yards on Thursday...For the second
time this season, Toledo had multiple players rush for at least two touchdowns
(Koback and Thompkins). Koback and Shakif Seymour each had two TDs against
VMl in the season opener...Diontae Johnson’s 83-yard punt return for a touch-
down in the second quarter was his second return TD of the season and the
fourth of his career...Tyler Taafe returned an interception for a touchdown in the
third quarter, the first interception of his career. It was also the first intercep-
tion return for a TD by a Rocket since Rolan Milligan on Sept. 26, 2015 against
Arkansas State...The 56 points scored by Toledo are the most scored by a team
in the history of this series...UT averaged a season-high 7.8 yards per rush on the
ground against the Golden Flashes.

Toledo, Ohio - Redshirt freshman Bryant Koback rushed for 124 yards and
two touchdowns but it was Toledo’s defense that dominated the day in UT's
51-13 victory over Central Michigan on Senior Day at the Glass Bow! on Friday.

The Rockets held the Chippewas to just 181 yards of total offense. Their bid
for their first shutout in 18 years was spoiled when CMU scored on a 53-yard
fumble recovery late in the game. Central then punched in a final score with 43
seconds left in the game.

Toledo finishes the regular season with a 7-5 record (5-3 MAC). The Rockets,
who clinched their ninth consecutive winning season, will now wait to see what
their possible bow! destination will be. Most bowl berths will be announced on
Dec. 2, though some announcements could come as early as this weekend.

Toledo dominated the action from beginning to end, outgaining the Chip-
pewas, 473-181, in total offense. The Rocket D held CMU to 48 Kards rushing
in 32 attempts, and just 62 total yards in the first half. Toledo had six sacks,
13 tackles for loss and scored on an interception by senior linebacker Tyler Ta-
afe. Taafe led Toledo with nine tackles to go along with his interception, while
senior Richard Olekanma added eight tackles and two tackles for loss. Senior
defensive end Tuzar Skipper had two sacks among his five tackles, and senior
cornerback Ka'dar Hollman had a career-high four pass breakups.

Koback gained 121 of his 124 rushing yards in the first half as Toledo cruised
toa 24-0lead at the break. Junior Art Thompkins added 51 yards and one score.
Sophomore quarterback Eli Peters completed 14-of-30 passes for 180 yards
and one touchdown.

First Quarter

Toledo scored on its second possession, a nine-play, 72-yard drive that
was capped b?/ a one-yard run by Thompkins. The big play on the drive was a
24-yard completion from Peters to Jon'Vea Johnson to the CMU two-yard line.
Cody Thompson set up Toledo's next score with a 32-yard punt return to the
CMU 37-yard line. Four plays later, Koback punched it in from one yard out to
make the score 14-0 with 6:01 left in the quarter.

Second Quarter

Jameson Vest made it 17-0 Toledo with a 33-yard field goal on the first play
of the second quarter. Later in the quarter, Koback struck again, this time from
seven yards out to increase the lead to 24-0 with 7:37 to play in the half.

Third Quarter

Toledo scored on the first play from scrimmage when Taafe picked off a
deflected pass and rambled 21 yards for the score. It was Taafe’s second pick
six in as many weeks aftercc];oing his entire career (49 games) without an inter-
ception. The lead increased to 37-0 on a 44-yard bomb from Peters to Jon'Vea
Johnson late in the quarter.

Fourth Quarter

Sophomore Shakif Seymour continued Toledo's scoring barrage with a 12-
yard rushing touchdown early in the fourth quarter. CMU then spoiled UT’s
shutout bid when defensive lineman Mike Danna picked up a fumble by fresh-
man quarterback Cross Wilkinson and rumbled 53 yards for the score. Toledo
answered on the very next play from scrimmage with a 45-yard TD run by
sophomore Nevon McCrimmon to make the score 51-6. Central finished the
scoring with a 12-yard TD pass from George Pearson to Jack Combs with 43
seconds left. On Toledo’s final offense snap, head coach Jason Candle put 11
seniors on the field to handle the victory formation. Senior Jalen Reese took a
knee to end the game.

ROCKET ROUNDUP:

UT honored its 13 graduating seniors prior to the game. With the win over CMU,
the senior class improved its career record to 37-14..The win guarantees Toledo
will finish 2018 with a winning record, its ninth consecutive winning season...
Toledo cracked 50 points for the sixth time this season...With the win, Toledo
improves to 26-18-3 all-time against Central Michigan and extends its winning
streak in the series to nine games. The 51 points are the most points either team
has ever scored in this series..The defense allowed just 181 total yards on Fri-
day, the fewest in a game since Aug. 31, 2017 against Elon when the Rockets al-
lowed 175 yards...The 181 yards allowed by the Toledo defense were the fewest
allowed to a MAC opponent in the last 13 seasons, and the second time it has
allowed less than 200 yards to a MAC foe...On the first play of the second half, Ty-
ler Taafe intercepted a pass and returned it 27 yards for a touchdown, his second
straight game with an interception return for a touchdown. He started his career
with 49 straight contests without an interception...Cody Thompson caught two
passes, bringing his career total to 176. He passed Mel Long (1997-2000) and
moved into 10th on Toledo’s all-time career receptions list...Jon'Vea Johnson’s
44-yard touchdown reception was the 22nd of his career, moving him into a tie
for seventh place all-time at UT in career TD receptions (Michael Roberts, 2013-
16)...UT’s six sacks were the most in a game since Sept. 26,2015 against Arkansas
State. Toledo recorded 13 tackles for loss, tying its season high (vs. Buffalo, Oct
20)...Desmond Phillips set new career highs in receptions (seven) and receiving
yards (52)...The Rockets allowed 16 first downs to the Chippewas, the fewest first
downs allowed to a MAC opponent since Nov. 24, 2017 against Western Michi-
gan...Bryant Koback rushed for 124 yards, his second straight 100-yard rushing
game...Ka'dar Hollman tallied a career-high four pass breakups.

Quarterback Chuck Ealey, voted the game’s most valuable back, ran
nine times for 83 yards and a touchdown and threw for 147 yards and
three scores on 10-of-13 passing.

1970 TANGERINE BOWL
TOLEDO 40, WILLIAM & MARY 12

The Rockets looking to repeat as Tangerine
Bowl champs and post a second consecutive
undefeated season, but Lou Holtz's William &
Mary team had other ideas and looked primed
for an upset when it jumped out to a 6-0 lead
and trailed by one point, 7-6, at halftime.

Butit was all Rockets in the second half as they
scored on their first four possessions.

The Rockets churned out 326 yards rushing, paced by Charles Cole
(132 yards) and Tony Harris (101 yards). Toledo finished12th in the nation
in the final A.P. poll, 14th in the Football News and 17th by UPI.
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1971 TANGERINE BOWL
TOLEDO 28, RICHMOND 3

For the first 15 minutes of the game, Rich-
mond looked as if it had the ability to end To-
ledo’s winning streak at 34 games, taking a 3-0
lead. But then quarterback Chuck Ealey and the
No. 1 defense in the nation went to work.

The Rocket defense limited the Spiders to just
51 total yards of total offense in the second half,
including none through the air. Richmond punted on five of its seven
possessions in the second half, was stopped on fourth down on one
and intercepted on the other.

Ealey completed 14-of-23 passes for 176 yards and scored from one
yard out. With the victory, the Rockets ran their winning streak to 35
games, to this day the second-longest in major college football.

1981 CALIFORNIA BOWL
TOLEDO 27, SAN JOSE ST. 25

They said it couldn’t be done. There was no
way that Toledo could beat a San Jose State
team ranked 20th in the final UPI coaches poll.
Yet when the first-ever California Bowl game was
over, it was Toledo who left the field victorious,
27-25. Tony Lee’s 41-yard field goal with just
seconds left gave Toledo the victory.

Toledo had led in the game, 21-3, in the third
quarter, but let that slip away. The Spartans took a 25-24 lead with just
52 seconds remaining, on a 35-yard touchdown pass and a two-point
conversion

The Rockets were faced with 80 yards of field ahead of them and no time
outs remaining. Quarterback Maurice Hall cooly marched his offense down
to the Spartan 24-yard line to set the stage for Lee’s winning field goal.
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1984 CALIFORNIA BOWL
UNLV 30, TOLEDO 13* AT

The Rockets came up short, 30-13, against
Randall Cunningham, Ickey Woods and the rest
of the Runnin’Rebels. Cunningham had a stellar
game, completing 18-of-28 passes for 270 yards.
Woods, just a freshman at the time, led UNLV
with 53 yards and a TD.

Rocket running back Steve Morgan was
named Toledo’s outstanding offensive player after totaling 154 yards
on 31 carries, while quarterback A.J. Sager was 12-of-31 for 137 yards
with one TD.

*NOTE: The contest was later forfeited to Toledo by the PCAA due to use of ineli-
gible players by UNLV earlier that season. UNLV has never accepted the ruling.

1995 LAS VEGAS BOWL
TOLEDO 40, NEVADA 37 (OT)

In a game that featured the first overtime in
Division I-A football history, Toledo prevailed
over Nevada, 40-37, electrifying a national TV
audience on ESPN. After a field goal gave the
Wolf Pack a 37-34 lead, its first of the game, the
Rockets'Wasean Tait, who set four bowl records
and was named co-MVP, scored the winning
points on a two-yard run.

Tait set Las Vegas Bowl standards for rushing
yards (185), all-purpose yards (238) and TDs
(four).

The two teams battled to stand-still through regulation, with Nevada
tying the game with a late field goal. Toledo won the overtime coin
toss and elected to go on defense first. Nevada settled for a field goal,
setting up Tait, who got the call on three of UT’s four plays, the last one
the game-winner. He was buried under a sea of Rockets in the victory

Chester Taylor ran for a Motor City Bowl-
record 190 yards and scored the go-ahead
touchdown on a 24-yard run with 3:23 left as
Toledo defeated Cincinnati, 23-16. But it was a
big play by the defense that clinched the victory
for Toledo.

Cincinnati drove to the UT five-yard line, but
couldn’t convert on fourth-and-4 with 50 seconds left. Cincinnati’s Ray
Jackson bobbled a deflected pass in a crowded end zone, and senior free
safety Andy Boyd then wrestled Jackson—and the ball—to the ground
to seal the victory for Toledo.

Quarterback Tavares Bolden was 14-of-28 for 135 yards, but it was
his legs that helped Toledo the most. He ran for 41 yards on a draw on
the first play of the second half that led to a UT field goal. He tied the
game late in the third quarter when he sprinted 28 yards untouched
for a touchdown. For the game, Bolden ran for 99 yards, which helped
the Rockets set a Motor City Bowl record with 322 yards rushing.

Down 28-10 with less than six minutes to go in the first half, Toledo
gambled, going for it on a fourth-and-1 from its own 40, but Brian Jones’
pass fell incomplete. Boston College took possession, and on the next
play, Grant Adams caught Brian St. Pierre’s pass across the middle, eluded
a defender and raced into the end zone for a 35-10 lead. A one-yard TD
run by Brandon Brokaw with 1:31 to go in the half made it 42-10.
Jones, the nation’s percentage completion leader, connected on
27-41 passes for 331 yards with two touchdowns and two interceptions.
Wide receiver Carl Ford had a career-high 10 receptions for 112
yards, including a nine-yard touchdown pass with 24 seconds to go in
the second quarter. Fellow senior Donta’ Greene added four catches for
63 yards.

2004 MOTOR CITY BOWL
UCONN 39, TOLEDO 10

Quarterback Bruce Gradkowski was game.
Unfortunately, his broken right hand was not.
Gradkowski, who broke his throwing hand in
the MAC Championship Game, tried to play in
the Motor City Bowl but was ineffective and
clearly in pain. As a result, the Rockets’ offense
stalled, and Connecticut had its way with Toledo,
39-10. Gradkowski finished 6-of-12 for 43 yards before being replaced
by Marques Council. By the time Council got in the game to start the
second half, UConn was up, 30-7. Council set career highs in attempts
(28), completions (16) and passing yards (160).

Toledo entered the game as the favorites, but without a healthy
Gradkowski it was no contest. UConn scored on six of its first seven
possessions as the Rockets were held to a season-low 10 points.

Gradkowski wasn't the only Rocket to go down, as the UT training
staff was kept busy throughout the entire game. Senior All-MAC free
safety Patrick Body broke his right arm in the second half. Lance Moore,
Toledo’s all-time leading receiver, left the game in the second half with
adislocated shoulder. Senior center David Odenthal suffered a sprained
left ankle in the first half, returned briefly, then sat out most of the second
half.

2005 GMAC BOWL
TOLEDO 45, UTEP 13

Quarterback Bruce Gradkowski ended his
storied collegiate career with an exclamation
point, throwing five touchdown passes to lead
Toledo to a convincing 45-13 win over UTEP.
Fellow senior and roommate Trinity Dawson ran
for 132 yards.

Toledo’s defense shut down UTEP’s offense
atalmostevery turn. Linebacker Mike Alston contributed two big tackles
for the Rockets to end the first half, when UTEP was threatening to cut
into a 28-13 deficit. It was the last time the Miners appeared set to mount
arally.

Gradkowski, who completed 18-0f-32 passes for 298 yards, was
chosen as the game’s MVP while Dawson (offense), Alston (defensive)
and Steve Odom (special teams) also won game honors. After the game,
Gradkowski summed up the sentiment of the team.

“It's been an honor to be here this week,” said Gradkowski.”We were
treated unbelievably by the city of Mobile. The southern hospitality has
been awesome. We've never experienced anything like this. We wanted
to give back to Mobile by performing the way we did. | hope we satisfied
the fans out there.

“It's been a pleasure. What a way to go out. This is our champion-
ship.

2010 LITTLE CAESARS PIZZA BOWL
FIU 34, TOLEDO 32

Florida International capped a second-
half comeback with a 34-yard field goal as time
expired to give the Panthers a dramatic 34-32
victory over Toledo at the Little Caesars Pizza
Bowl at Ford Field in Detroit.

FIU’s game-winning field goal overshad-
owed Toledo’s own comeback that gave the
Rockets a 32-31 lead with 1:14 to play. Redshirt freshman quarterback
Terrance Owens scrambled in for a 14-yard TD and then completed a
pass to sophomore wide receiver Eric Page for the two-point conver-
sion. But on its final possession FIU converted a fourth-and-17 from its
own 41-yard line to keep its drive alive and set up the eventual game-
winning field goal by Jack Griffin.

Toledo held a 24-7 lead early in the second half but FIU scored
24 unanswered points to take a 31-24 lead with 3:18 to play. Junior
Adonis Thomas led the Rockets with a career-high 193 yards rushing
and two touchdowns. Thomas’ second TD run was an 87-yard bolt in
the second quarter, the longest run of his career, the fourth-longest
rush in Toledo history and tied for the longest run in Little Caesars Bowl
history. He finished the season with 1,098 yards, the 13th-highest total
in school history.
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2011 MILITARY BOWL
TOLEDO 42, AIR FORCE 41

Toledo used its powerful offense and the
defense came up with a big play in an excit-
ing 42-41 victory over Air Force in the Military
Bowl. The Rockets never trailed in a see-saw af-
fair in which there were three ties and UT’s larg-
est lead was 14 points.

With 52 seconds left in the game, Air Force
scored what appeared to be the game-tying touchdown when Falcons
receiver Jonathan Warzeka caught a wide open 33-yard pass from
quarterback Tim Jefferson.

Air Force lined up for the extra-point but opted to go for two
points on a trick play. Holder David Baska took the snap and headed for
the end zone, but sophomore defensive end Jayrone Elliott stripped
the ball loose from Baska. The ball bounced in the direction of Parker
Herrington, who tried to scoop up the loose ball but ending up kicking
it out of the end zone leaving the Rockets with a 42-41 advantage and
their first bowl victory since 2005.

The victory was a great vindication for a Rocket team that had sur-
vived numerous injuries—including three key injuries to its defense in
this game. It was also a dramatic debut for head coach Matt Campbell,
the Rockets’ offensive coordinator who was named head coach just 16
days prior to the game.

2012 IDAHO POTATO BOWL
UTAH STATE 41, TOLEDO 15

Despite the loss of two stars, Toledo
gave No. 18 Utah State all it could handle
before losing, 41-15, at the Famous Idaho Po-
tato Bowl in Boise, ID.

Senior linebacker Dan Molls, the na-
tion’s leading tackler, was knocked out of the
game with a concussion on the game’s open-
ing kickoff. A short while later, junior running
back David Fluellen reinjured his sore left
ankle and never returned.

Despite those losses, Toledo was in the game well into the fourth
quarter, trailing just 13-9 before a 63-yard touchdown run by USU'’s
Kerwynn Williams put the game on ice just under the seven-minute
mark. Williams then followed with two more scoring runs of five and
25 yards to finish the game with 18 carries for 235 yards.

Senior QB Austin Dantin, who played the first three quarters, com-
pleted 12-of-21 attempts for 132 yards with two interceptions for the
Rockets. Junior QB Terrance Owens, hobbled by an ankle injury, played
most of the fourth quarter and was 5-of-16 for 26 yards. Utah State’s
Chuckie Keeton threw for 229 yards and completed 21-of-31 pass at-
tempts.

Junior WR Bernard Reedy led the Rockets in both rushing and
receiving, finishing with a career-high 10 carries for 50 yards on the
ground and six catches for 62 yards through the air. He was honored
following the game as Toledo’s Most Valuable Player.

2015 GODADDY BOWL
TOLEDO 63, ARKANSAS STATE 44

Sophomore running back Kareem Hunt rushed for a career-high 271
yards and a bowl-record five touchdowns to propel Toledo to a 63-44 vic-
tory over Arkansas State at the GoDaddy
Bowl in Mobile.

Hunt, who was named the game’s
Most Valuable Player, set the bowl record
for rushing yards, as well. His five TDs ties
the Toledo record for touchdowns, and
ties the all-time bowl record for rushing
touchdowns held by two others, most
recently Oklahoma State’s Barry Sanders
at the 1988 Holiday Bowl.

In a game that featured 107 total
points and 1,009 yards of total offense,
Toledo’s defense played a big role in the
victory, scoring two touchdowns in the
first half and stopping Arkansas State’s
potent offense in several key situations. Junior defensive end Trent Voss,
who recovered a fumble in the end zone on the game’s first play, had a
career-high four tackles for loss among his game-high 10 tackles. He was
named Defensive Player of the Game.

Sophomore quarterback Logan Woodside completed 21-of-27
passes for 176 yards and a touchdown. Sophomore Damion Jones-Moore
added 103 yards and two touchdowns on 15 carries.

2015 MARMOT BOCA RATON BOWL

TOLEDO 32, TEMPLE 17

Phillip Ely threw for 285 yards and two touchdowns and Toledo
used a smothering defense to knock off
No. 24 Temple, 32-17, at the Marmot Boca
Raton Bowl at FAU Stadium. Ely, playing in
his final game as a Rocket, returned to his
native Florida to lead the Rockets to vic-
tory in Jason Candle’s first game as head
coach.

Ely, a transfer from Alabama, was
named the game’s Offensive MVP. He
completed 20-of-28 passes despite throw-
ing in driving rain most of the night. Ka-
reem Hunt led the running attack with
79 yards and two TDs. Cody Thompson

had four receptions for a career-high 119
yards, including a big 80-yard score in the
fourth quarter.

While Ely provided the Rockets (10-2) with leadership on offense,
the Toledo defense set the tone of the game, holding the Owls to just
17 points and a mere 67 yards of total offense in the first half. Ja'Wuan
Woodley, who had a key safety in the first half, was named the game’s
Defensive MVP. Chase Murdock and Trent Voss paced the front seven
with 11 and 10 tackles, respectively.

Toledo’s defense controlled the action in the first half, holding
Temple (10-4) to just 67 yards of total offense.

2016 RAYCOM MEDIA CAMELLIA BOWL
APPALACHIAN STATE 31, TOLEDO 28

Senior Kareem Hunt rushed for 120 yards and two touchdowns to
become Toledo’s all-time leading rusher, but it wasn't enough as Toledo
fell to Appalachian State, 31-28,inthe 2016
Raycom Media Camellia Bowl in Montgom-
ery, Ala.

App State scored on a 39-yard field
goal with 5:14 left in the fourth quarter to
give the Mountaineers a 31-28 lead. Toledo
had its chance to tie the score but Jameson
Vest's 30-yard field-goal attempt with 1:48
remaining was wide right.

Hunt led the rushing attack with 120
yards, giving him 4,945 career rushing yards,
which breaks the all-time record at Toledo
previously held by Chester Taylor (4,849
from 1998-2001). It was also the 28th 100-
yard game in his career, breaking the school
mark of 27 held by Taylor.

Senior Logan Woodside connected 18-of-26 passes and added to
his nation-leading total by throwing two touchdown passes to give him
45. Junior Cody Thompson led the team with 99 yards on five receptions,
giving him 1,269 on the season and surpassing the Toledo record of 1,194
set by Lance Moore in 2003.

2017 DOLLAR GENERAL BOWL
APPALACHIAN STATE 34, TOLEDO 0

Toledo fell behind early and could never get back in the gamein a
34-0loss to Appalachian State in the Dollar
General Bowl in Mobile, Ala.

The Rockets trailed 20-0 at halftime
and App State outgained Toledo in total
offense for the game, 458-146.

Senior quarterback Logan Woodside,
playing in his final game as a Rocket,
completed 16-of-29 passes for 124 yards.
Senior Terry Swanson led the running at-
tack with 44 yards. Sophomore Diontae
Johnson caught two passes for 21 yards,
finishing his season with a school-record
1,278 receiving yards.

Appalachian State controlled the first
half, taking a 20-0 halftime lead and outgaining the Rockets in total of-
fense, 267-85, in the first 30 minutes. The Mountaineers got on the board
on their third possession of the game on a seven-yard TD run by Jalin
Moore with 4:06 to play in the first quarter. The 36-yard drive was set up
by an ASU interception of Woodside near midfield that was returned 19
yards by Anthony Flory.

ASU scored again on its next possession, a nine-play, 64-yard drive
capped off by another seven-yard run by Moore. After the Mountaineers
forced Toledo to punt, they drove 57 yards before settling for a 29-yard
field goal by Chandler Staton to increase their lead to 17-0 with 8:09 left
in the first half.
