In Leah Johnson’s first season in charge of the 
program last year, the Redbirds finished in the top-15 
nationally in several statistical categories and made 
a postseason appearance, playing in the National 
Invitational Volleyball Championship (NIVC).  

• Illinois State will face seven postseason teams from 
a year ago, including six programs that made it to 
the Division I Volleyball NCAA Tournament in 2017 
and two that advanced to the second round of the 
tournament. Ten of Illinois State’s opponents finished 
the 2017 season in the top-75 RPI, while 10 teams 
on the Redbirds’ schedule each finished with 20-
plus win seasons and four of those programs were 
conference champions. 

•Illinois State returns five starters this season, includ-
ing AVCA Honorable Mention All-America selection, 
Courtney Pence, and the 2017 MVC Freshman of the 
Year, Stef Jankiewicz.

•	While many will point to what MSU lost from a historically 
good 2017 roster, the Bears still have plenty of talent 
returning in 2018. Among the notable returners are 
AVCA All-American and reigning MVC Libero of the 
Year Emily Butters, and a pair of juniors in setter Daniele 
Messa and outside hitter Aubrey Cheffey, who have each 
earned first-team all-MVC honors during their careers. 

•	Missouri State carries a number of notable winning 
streaks into the upcoming season. The Bears have won 
34 consecutive MVC matches, the fifth-best streak in 
league history. The Bears own 20 straight MVC road wins 
dating to October 2015, and 22 consecutive overall road 
victories, the NCAA’s longest active streak. Additionally, 
MSU has won 17 consecutive matches in October.

•	Senior libero Emily Butters enters 2018 with 1,883 career 
digs, 30 shy of the Missouri State career record. She 
ranks second among active NCAA Division I players in 
career digs, and already owns MSU records for single-
season digs and average (737 total and 5.80/set in 2017), 
single-season matches with at least 10 digs, and digs by 
a freshman, sophomore and junior. She sits atop the 
career dig average chart at Missouri State with 4.77 per 
set, her 96 matches with 10 or more digs is five shy of 
the Bears’ career record, and she is on pace to become 
the fourth player at MSU to appear in 500 career sets.

•UNI completed the 2017 season ranked No. 1 in 
the nation in four statistical categories – kills per 
set (15.24), team assists (1,857), team digs (2,581) 
and team kills (1,997). UNI knocked off four ranked 
opponents in the 2017 season, including eventual 
national champion Nebraska.

•Petersen ranks No. 10 among active coaches with a 
.766 winning percentage. Petersen has compiled an 
overall record of 461-141. She is one of four all-time 
MVC coaches to have surpassed the 400-win mark.

•Bobbi Petersen guided the Panthers to the school’s 
21st NCAA Tournament berth in 2017. UNI reached 
the second round with a triumph over Louisville 
and finished the season with a record of 27-9.
