lllinois State will serve as host for the 2025 Missouri Valley Conference Baseball Championship for the third time in school history, and first time since 2019, on May 20-24. Duffy Bass Field - the home of Redbird
baseball - features a gated complex with seating for over 1,000 spectators, concessions, restrooms, team dugouts and a state-of-the-art press box, making it one of college baseball’s premier Midwest venues. In 2008,
the facility underwent a $3.2 million renovation, and in 2010, a new energy efficient LED scoreboard was installed beyond the right field wall. A turf infield was added in 2013 and replaced in 2022. The Paul DeJong
Baseball Training Facility, complete with indoor bullpen mounds and batting cages, was built and completed in 2023.

The 2025 Missouri Valley Conference Baseball Championship will welcome eight of the 10 league members to compete for the Valley’s automatic berth to the NCAA Tournament. The format has the bottom four seeds

(seeds 5-8) facing off in a single elimination round on Tuesday, May 20. The two winners will advance into a six-team double-elimination format the remaining days of the tournament.

Every game during the five-day event will be available live on ESPN+.
