West Windsor, NJ -- After dodging raindrops in the morning, the sun shined on the Mercer County Tennis Center 
this afternoon in quarterfinal round play at the 2015 Northeast Conference Tennis Championships.  There were 
some minor upsets as two lower-seeded teams advanced to Saturday’s semifinal round.  The Championship for 
the 15th straight year is being contested at the Mercer facility in West Windsor, NJ. 

All four of the women’s quarterfinal matches were played indoors this morning under a modified format with 
singles going on first.  In the morning’s marquee matchup, three-time defending champion and #5 seeded Fairleigh 
Dickinson edged #4 Sacred Heart, 4-2.  At the top of the order, Nicole Chis (Highland Park, NJ/Highland Park) 
posted a 6-0, 6-1 win at #1 singles and Shreya Pasricha (New Delhi, India/Amity International School) posted a 
6-2, 6-0 victory at #2 singles for the Knights.  FDU will take on top-seeded LIU Brooklyn in Saturday’s semi after 
the Blackbirds won the “Battle of Brooklyn” with a 4-1 triumph over neighborhood rival St. Francis Brooklyn.  
LIU, which forfeited the #6 flight due to an injury, did not drop a single game in the match.  Reigning NEC Player 
of the Year Sanne Louwers (Nuenen, Netherlands/Mgr. Cuytenlaan) improved to 16-6 on the year following her 
6-0, 6-0 win.  LIU has now made it to the NEC semis 13 consecutive years.

The second women’s semifinal will pit #2 Bryant and #3 Saint Francis U.  The Bulldogs posted a 4-0 win over #7 
Wagner while the Red Flash ousted #6 Mount St. Mary’s, 4-3.  Bryant was led by #1 flight player Ryan Brown 
(Austin, TX/Lake Travis), who secured a 6-2, 6-3 victory.  Saint Francis U’s Rafaela Panizza (Jundiai, Brazil) collected 
her 12th singles victory of the season with a 6-1, 6-2 triumph at the #1 spot.  This marks the second straight year 
Bryant and Saint Francis U have reached the semifinals.

The skies brightened for the men’s quarterfinals as played moved outdoors at the spacious facility.  Defending 
champion and top seed Bryant earned a bye into the semis where the Bulldogs will take on #5 Wagner, a 4-0 victor 
over #4 Mount St. Mary’s.  Wagner star freshman Michal Rolski (Kielczow, Poland/Oak Meadow (VT)) won 6-3, 
6-2 for his 18th victory of the season and 11th at the #1 flight. This marks Wagner’s first semifinal appearance 
since the 2002 NEC Tournament.

For the second straight year, #2 Fairleigh Dickinson will take on #3 Saint Francis U in the men’s semis.  The Knights 
shutout #7 St. Francis Brooklyn, 4-0, behind dominating performances from Gonzalo Quintana (Guayaquil, Ec-
uador/Colegio Particular Pert) (#4), Diogo Garnel (Lisbon, Portugal/Carcavelos Tenis) (#5) and Arnaud Valentin 
(Ridgefield, CT/Ridgefield (#6), all 6-0, 6-0 winners.  FDU has advanced to the semifinals in each of the last 10 
years.  The Red Flash are back in the semis for a second straight season after posting a dominating win over #6 
Sacred Heart.   Manning the #1 spot, SFU star Washi Gervais (Longueuil, Quebec/College Stanislas) recorded a 
6-0, 6-1 victory to move to 11-5 in the flight this season.

Action begins on Saturday at 9:00 am with the two women’s semifinal matches. The men’s semis will follow not 
before 11:30 am. The men’s and women’s championship matches will culminate the three day tournament on 
Sunday. The two winners will go on to represent the NEC in the NCAA Tournament.
