OVC Tournament Champions

Team Records in OVC Tournament

 For the 19th time in 20 years, the Ohio Valley Conference invades 
downtown Nashville to crown its men’s basketball champion. The OVC 
Basketball Tournament is the league’s showcase event, and the 2013 edi-
tion of “Music City Madness” will include a variety of exciting action both 
on and off the court.
 The tournament made a return to Municipal Auditorium in 2011 with a 
new merit-based format. The combined men’s and women’s championship 
has been held at Municipal Auditorium six times: 1994, 1995, 1996, 2004, 
2008, 2011 and 2012. The men also held its championship at the venue 
in 1989. Prior to the tournament being at the end of the season, the 1967 
tournament was also held at Municipal Auditorium in December.
 After fi rst round games were previously played on campus sites, now 
all eight men’s and all eight women’s teams that qualify for the tournament 
fi eld gather at a single site for the entire tournament.
 In 2011 the bracket shifted from a traditional 1 vs. 8, 2 vs. 7, etc. for-
mat to a merit-based format that rewards the top teams during the regular 
season with byes into the quarterfi nals and semifi nals. The fi rst round 
of each the men’s and women’s tournament will feature the No. 5 seed 
against the No. 8 seed and the No. 6 seed against the No. 7 seed. The 
winners of those games will advance to the quarterfi nals to face the No. 3 
and No. 4 seeds (who received a bye). The winners of those quarterfi nal 
matchups will advance to the semifi nals to face the No. 1 and No. 2 seeds 
(who received a pair of byes).
 With a change to divisional play in 2012-13, the East and West divisional 
winners are guaranteed to be the top two seeds in the tournament, while 
seeds 3-8 will be determined by Conference record, regardless of division.
 The 2013 Championship marks the 50th time the men’s event has 
been held, making it the fourth oldest Division I championship in the country 
(behind only the Southern, ACC and SEC).
 Future OVC Basketball Tournament dates are March 5-8, 2014 and 
March 4-7, 2015.
 Last season Murray State won its record 15th OVC Championship by 
topping Tennessee State 54-52.
