PLAYER OF THE WEEK:
MARK CHAGNON ¢ OF, JR. * ORLAND PARK, IL - EASTERN ILLINOIS
Chagnon hit safely in all five contests, including a pair of four-hit out-
ings, to help guide Eastern lllinois to a 4-1 record last week. In game two of
the Panthers’ OVC series at Murray State, the junior outfielder registered two
hits, scored twice and drove in the tying run as part of EIU’s game-winning,
eight-run comeback in its final at-bat. Chagnon also doubled in the tying run
in a non-conference victory at Western lllinois. For the week, the Orland Park,
lll., native batted .600 (12-for-20), driving in seven runs and scoring seven
more while also going 2-for-2 in stolen base attempts.

PITCHER OF THE WEEK:
SHANE LUCCI * RHP, SR. * CENTENNIAL, CO - MOREHEAD STATE

Lucci threw a five-hit, complete-game gem in Morehead State’s OVC
series-opening win at Tennessee Tech this past Saturday. The senior
righthander allowed one run over nine innings, striking out 10 batters and
walking two. A native of Centennial, Colo., Lucci retired 15 of the last 17 bat-
ters in the game, fanning the final two batters as part of a 1-2-3 ninth inning.

AROUND THE DIAMOND...

AUSTIN PEAY (19-12, 4-5 OVC): Austin Peay struggled to a 1-4 record last
week, defeating Western Kentucky (12-9) on the road for its lone win...The
Govs also dropped a 6-2 decision to Vanderbilt before going 0-3 in an OVC
series at Samford (10-8, 1-0/10 inn., 3-4)...The extra-inning loss in game two
marked the first time this season APSU had been shut out...Senior LF Ryan
Kane is batting .359 with 23 RBI during his 27-game hitting streak, the sec-
ond-longest in school history...During a three-game stretch last week, APSU
batters struck out 48 times, accounting for 20 percent of their K's for the sea-
son with 15 at WKU, 21 against Vanderbilt and 13 in game one of the Samford
series...Senior LHP Rowdy Hardy (6-1, 2.70 ERA) suffered his first loss of
the season in game one at Samford, allowing nine earned runs, his first in
OVC action this year...Junior RHP Shawn Kelley (2-2, 1.61 ERA) was the
hard-luck loser in the extra-inning affair at Samford, giving up one unearned
run and fanning 10...The Govs’ search for a weekend No. 3 pitcher has fo-
cused on junior LHP Matt Reynolds (2-1, 4.74 ERA), who gave up just two
earned runs over four innings in game three at Samford...APSU visits Middle
Tennessee before returning home for an OVC series with Tennessee Tech.

EASTERN ILLINOIS (15-13, 5-4 OVC): Eastern lllinois defeated Olivet
Nazarene (10-7) and Western lllinois (9-7) before taking two of three from
OVC foe Murray State over the weekend (4-8, 11-9, 9-4)...The Panthers have
won seven of their last nine, including six victories in which EIU has trailed at
some point in the game...Junior OF Mark Chagnon drove in the tying run in
two of the Panthers’ wins and recorded two four-hit outings, finishing the week
with a .600 batting average, 12 hits, seven RBI and seven runs scored... Jun-
ior closer Chris Vaculik (4-4, 5.45 ERA) had a hand in all four EIU victories,
picking up wins at WIU and Murray State (game three) while recording saves
against ONU and the ‘Breds (game two)...Vaculik, who moved into second
place on the school’s all-time saves list (12), has now registered both a win
and a save in the same series on three occasions...Junior 1B/RHP Erik Huber
hit his first home run of the season at WIU and also picked up the save on the
mound, finishing the week with a .529 batting average (9-for-17) and five
RBI...Freshman 3B Jordan Kreke made the most of his three at-bats, driving
in four runs...Kreke and Chagnon had two hits apiece in the Panthers’ eight-
run final at-bat that gave them the game two win at Murray...EIU hosts Indiana
State and OVC opponent Jacksonville State this week.

EASTERN KENTUCKY (16-12, 6-2 OVC): Eastern Kentucky swept UT Martin
to move a game and a half behind league-leading Samford (4-2, 6-1, 11-3)...Ear-
lier in the week, the Colonels dropped a 9-5 decision to Western Kentucky...
Junior 1B Charlie Yarbrough hit a three-run homer at UT Martin and finished
the series 6-for-13 with five RBI...Yarbrough now leads the OVC with 40 RBI
and 10 home runs...In the game two win at Murray, freshman LHP Christian
Friedrich (6-0, 1.62 ERA) fanned 10 batters for his third consecutive double-
digit strikeout effort, but saw his string of scoreless innings end at 15...Friedrich
is holding opposing batters to a league-low .185 while averaging a Confer-
ence-best 13.62 strikeouts per game...The Colonels entertain Miami (OH)
before playing host to Murray State for an OVC series.

JACKSONVILLE STATE (15-17, 5-4 OVC): Jacksonville State took two of
three from Southeast Missouri (9-3, 6-8, 21-7) in its only action last week...In
Sunday’s series finale, the Gamecocks registered season-highs in at-bats (44),
runs scored (21), hits (22), RBI (21), triples (3) and total bases (33), all of
which marked the most for JSU in an OVC contest since joining the league for
the 2004 season...Sophomore OF Clay Whittemore batted .571, recording
multiple hits in all three games to finish with eight RBI, four runs scored and
no strikeouts for the series...Junior OF Nick Cleckler 6-for-10 on the week
with one triple and four RBI...Senior RHP Josh Forrest earned his first save
of the season on Friday, working the final three innings of game two...The
Gamecocks batted .394 for the weekend with 11 extra-base hits, including
five doubles, three triples and three homers, for a .578 slugging percentage
and an on-base percentage of .455, while the pitching staff held the Redhawks
to just .262 batting, recording 32 strikeouts to just 10 walks...Junior C Rich-
ard Turner hit his first home run of the season on Sunday, his first in three
years, a span of 82 games and 272 at-bats...Freshman 2B Bert Smith is
batting .514 with runners in scoring position, while the team is hitting .339...JSU
visits UAB, then travels to Eastern lllinois for OVC action.

MOREHEAD STATE (12-18, 3-5 OVC): Morehead State enjoyed a 3-1 mark
last week, picking up a 7-2 victory over West Virginia Tech before winning two
of three in an OVC series at Tennessee Tech (6-1, 3-2, 1-14)...Junior CF Nick
Bobrowski went 4-for-10 with four runs scored and two RBI while posting an
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on-base percentage of .571 over the four-game stretch...Senior RHP Shane
Lucci (4-5, 4.53 ERA) threw a five-hit, complete game in the series opener at
Tech, allowing one run over nine innings, striking out 10 batters and walking
two...Senior RHP Henry Mabee also earned a complete-game win in Saturday’s
nightcap, fanning eight batters while not allowing an earned run over seven
frames...Morehead State hosts Marshall and OVC opponent UT Martin.

MURRAY STATE (8-24, 1-8 OVC): Murray State dropped a 6-5 decision to Ar-
kansas State, then snapped its school-record 11-game losing streak with an 8-
4 series-opening victory over Eastern lllinois...The Thoroughbreds fell back
into the losing side of the ledger in games two and three (11-9, 9-4)...Junior 2B
Seth Hudson hit .545 with three runs and four RBI in the EIU series...Hudson
also had three walks for a .643 on-base percentage against the Panthers...Senior
RHP Kalen Gibson (1-6, 3.93 ERA) pitched the ‘Breds to their lone win of the
week, striking out seven batters while allowing three earned runs over eight
innings in game one of the EIU series...Junior OF Austin Swain went 6-for-9
against EIU, while junior DH Chaz Ebert was 5-for-12 with five runs...The ‘Breds
are down to four scheduled home dates for the rest of the season...As of April
7, four of Murray State’s 12 non-conference opponents had RPI rankings among
the top 100 - Mississippi (35), Vanderbilt (42), Kentucky (71) and Memphis
(72)...The ‘Breds visit Memphis and OVC rival Eastern Kentucky this week.

SAMFORD (18-15, 8-1 OVC): Samford remained atop the OVC standings with
a three-game sweep of Austin Peay (10-8, 1-0/10 inn., 4-3)...Earlier in the week,
the Bulldogs also staged a 5-4 upset of Auburn...Junior 3B Parker Gargis went
4-for-4 in game two against APSU, finishing the week with a .533 batting aver-
age, eight hits, four RBI and three runs scored...Junior RHP Eric Lassiter (3-
2, 3.81 ERA) tossed 9.0 shutout innings in the game two pitchers’ duel, walking
only one batter while striking out six...The Bulldogs’ four-game win streak ties
for the team’s longest this season...Samford’s 8-1 start in Conference play is
its best since joining the league for the 2004 campaign...The Bulldogs visit
Southeast Missouri for a Conference series in their lone action of the week.

SOUTHEAST MISSOURI (12-17, 4-5 OVC): Southeast Missouri posted a 2-3
mark over a five-game stretch last week...The Redhawks split a pair of non-
conference outings, losing to Saint Louis (11-10) and defeating Southern Illi-
nois (13-11), before winning one of three against OVC foe Jacksonville State
(3-9, 8-6, 7-21)...The Southeast pitching staff surrendered a season-high 21
runs on 22 hits in the series finale at JSU...After shoulder injuries ended his
pitching career, senior DH Andrew Johnson moved into the starting lineup for
the first time last week, hitting safely in all four games and finishing with a .375
average at the plate, six hits, four runs, three RBI and his first career homer...
Johnson went 4-for-9 with men on base, safely advancing runners in 8-of-11
chances...The Redhawks tallied season-highs of 13 runs and 16 hits in the SIU
contest...Southeast continues to struggle away from the friendly confines of
Capaha Park with a 2-12 record on the road...Senior C Levi Olson hit safely in
all five contests to push his streak to six games...The Redhawks visit Southern
lllinois and Missouri before returning home to entertain league-leading Samford.

UT MARTIN (10-20, 4-5 OVC): UT Martin was winless in four outings last week,
dropping a 5-4 decision in 11 innings to Memphis before being swept in an
OVC series against Eastern Kentucky...The one-run contest versus Memphis
marked the 13th of the season for the Skyhawks, who now sport an 8-5 record
in one-run games...Junior college transfer Lance Green batted .412 for the
week, rapping out seven hits in 17 at-bats and driving in two runs...Sophomore
Eric Walker (0-0, 2.35 ERA) pitched 12 innings in two appearances, starting
the Memphis contest and tossing six innings of relief in the series opener with
EKU...Walker is without a decision in 10 appearances, including three starts,
this season...The Skyhawks’ three losses to EKU dropped their record to 8-31
against the Colonels since 1993...UT Martin hosts Martin Methodist and Saint
Louis before going on the road for OVC action at Morehead State...The Martin
Methodist contest will be played at Savannah City Park.

TENNESSEE TECH (11-21, 4-5 OVC): Tennessee Tech posted a 1-3 record
last week, falling to Belmont (9-4) and dropping games one and two of an OVC
series with Morehead State (6-1, 3-2) before busting loose for a 14-1 triumph
over the Eagles in Sunday’s finale...Senior OF Kyle Rowekamp sports a .305
batting average after going 6-of-15 with four RBI, a double and a triple last
week...Junior RHP Zac Cole (2-1, 2.85 ERA) picked up Tech’s lone win, giving
up one earned run on three hits while striking out four and walking one over a
seven-inning stint on Sunday...Sophomore 2B Matt Mihoci batted a team-high
429 for the week to boost his team-leading average to .336...Mihoci is also the
Golden Eagles’ top RBI guy with 16...After hosting Georgia State for a two-
game series, Tech hits the road for OVC play at Austin Peay.
