Gold: ($350) — One (1) year sponsorship, business card logo on all print media for SEC Events,
display of business banner (provided by business) for one (1) year on Municipal property pool
fence, verbal recognition of sponsorship at all events (where applicable), opportunity to display
booth or informational table at all SEC events, sponsor name/logo listed in Township Newsletter

Platinum: ($500) — One (1) year sponsorship, business card logo on all print media for SEC
Events, opportunity to display booth or informational table at all SEC events, verbal recognition
