BayBears Bats go Cold as Suns Even Series
Jacksonville, Fl. – The BayBears only mustered two hits as Jacksonville went on to a 4-1 victory Thursday night at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville to even the series at two games a piece.
The BayBears (19-13) struggled offensively all evening as Suns starter Joey O’Gara fanned a season high nine to earn his second win on the campaign.  The Suns scored first in the home half of the second inning when Alex Romero hit a leadoff single.  One batter later, Kyle Skipworth ripped a double to center field that scored Romero.  The BayBears responded in the top of the third when BayBears starting pitcher, Charles Brewer, hit a sacrifice fly to left field to plate Ed Easley.
Jacksonville (17-17) regained the lead in the bottom of the third as the Suns scored three runs, led by a Kevin Mattison leadoff home run.  It was all O’Gara needed as  the Ohio native went eight innings only allowing one hit and one walk on his way to his season high nine strikeouts.  Sandy Rosario closed the door on the BayBears in the ninth as he picked up his seventh save on the season.
Charles Brewer (1-1) made his second start since coming off the disabled list as the right-hander tossed 2.1 innings, allowing four runs on six hits while fanning two and earning his first loss this year.  Bryan Henry and Billy Spottiswood came out of the bullpen for the BayBears.  Henry only allowed three hits while Spottiswood pitched two perfect innings.
Taylor Harbin and Dan Kaczrowski provided the only hits for the BayBears.  Harbin singled in the second while Kaczrowski slapped a pinch hit single in the ninth.  The two hits ties the fewest hits in a game this season for the BayBears, matching the mark held on April 30th at Birmingham.

The BayBears finish their five series against the Suns tomorrow night at the Baseball Grounds in Jacksonville.
