Islanders	Return	to	Long	Island	on	December	1	for	their	first	regular	season	game	since	2015	
	
LONG	ISLAND	(November	26,	2018)	–	In	advance	of	the	New	York	Islanders’	return	to	the	ice	at	
NYCB	LIVE,	home	of	the	Nassau	Veterans	Memorial	Coliseum,	on	Saturday,	December	1,	the	arena	
will	host	a	media	tour	on	Wednesday,	November	28	at	2	p.m.	to	exhibit	the	new	hockey	
enhancements.		
	
Islanders	legends	Clark	Gillies	and	Bobby	Nystrom	will	join	Matt	Felker,	former	General	
Manager	(GM)	of	NYCB	LIVE	and	current	GM	of	Barclays	Center,	and	Joe	Zino,	current	GM	of	
NYCB	LIVE,	who	will	lead	a	tour	of	the	renovations.	
	
In	January	2018,	New	York	State	announced	$6	million	in	enhancements	at	the	Coliseum	to	meet	
NHL	requirements,	specifically	investing	in	ice	plant	redundancy	and	dehumidification,	and	media	
and	broadcast	cabling	infrastructure.	The	Islanders	contributed	an	additional	$4	million	to	renovate	
the	team	campus.	
	
The	Islanders	host	the	Columbus	Blue	Jackets	on	December	1	at	7	p.m.	marking	the	first	regular	
season	NHL	game	on	Long	Island	since	2015.	The	Islanders	will	play	a	total	of	21	games	at	NYCB	
LIVE	during	the	2018-19	regular	season.	All	21	games	are	listed	here.

14,500	seats	for	basketball,	MMA	and	boxing,	13,900	for	hockey,	up	to	15,000	for	concerts,	and	
4,500	seats	for	its	theater	configuration.
