Your Gifting from God

You’re calling is not a destination it is the life you live as you serve out God’s purpose.


“Now when David had served God’s purpose in his own generation, he fell asleep…” 

That word “served” in Greek means to serve under direct authority. 

God has given you specific giftings which are indicators of what your role is in fulfilling your calling, purpose, and mission in life. 
Romans 12:6-8 teaches there are seven major giftings that God gives that make organizations, companies, ministries, and relationships successful:
· Prophesier receives and delivers the vision the group follows
· Server implementing the Prophesier’s vision.
· Teacher trains the servers on how to fulfill the vision
· Encourager helps keep the vision alive
· Giver gives the resources needed to fulfill the vision
· Leader keeps the vision quickly moving forward
· Merciful keeps joy in the vision and keeps the organization working together. Without mercy, all relationships fall apart.

We have (We possess) 
different (more excellent, more surpassing) 
[bookmark: _Hlk152586279]gifts (unearned, undeserved giftings, It is the Greek word charisma),

We all possess more excellent, surpassing, undeserved giftings.

according to the grace (undeserved favor) 
given to each of us. 

If your gift is 
prophesying [the gift of doing and communicating divinely revealed forth-telling or foretelling (vision and message from God), then 
prophesy (bring down exactly, complete), 
in accordance ([(up, completing a process) + (reasoning words)]
[that’s LaPorte translation - Download words from God so you can upload those God-given words into others]
with your faith (divine persuasion, generated from God not from us);

serving, then serve
teaching, then teach
encourage, then give encouragement

These Greek words we translated as…
· Serve means waiting tables, minister, administrate; comes from two Greek words - diá, "thoroughly" and konis, "dust”)
· Teach means to teach
· Encourage means to personally or legally advocate, console, comfort, help; comes from two words - pará, "close beside, close by the side of," and kaléō, "to call, summon, invite". 

If it is giving (committing, or bestowing with the hopes that it will produce results and change)
then give generously (single-mindedly, without folds). 

If it is to lead do it diligently (move quickly; quick obedience {to God’s leading}). 

if it is to show mercy, do it cheerfully (hilarós - hilariously)
