What is the kingdom of God?

Romans 14:17, ESV
… the kingdom of God is …
righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.

If you were in something that means it’s upon you, at hand, near

Jesus was born with the Holy Spirit, but it wasn’t until the Holy Spirit came upon him, like a dove that he was empowered by the Holy Spirit. 


1 Corinthians 4:20, NLT
...the Kingdom of God is...
living by God’s power.


Luke 24:49, NLT 
Jesus said, “And now I will send the Holy Spirit, just as my Father promised. But stay here in the city until the Holy Spirit comes and fills you with power from heaven.”

Ephesians 1:13-14, NLT
.. God saves you. And when you believed in Christ, God identified you as his own by giving you the Holy Spirit, whom he promised long ago. The Spirit is God’s guarantee that he will give us the inheritance he promised and that he has purchased us to be his own people.

The inheritance is the kingdom of God, which is the Holy Spirit empowering us to the works God has called us to do since the beginning of time.
How important is the Kingdom of God to you and me?

Acts 1:3
{After Jesus’ crucifixion and resurrection} Jesus presented himself alive to them…appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God.

Acts 14:22
{Apostle Paul} strengthening the souls of the disciples, encouraging them to continue in the faith, and saying that through many tribulations we must enter the kingdom of God.

Acts 19:8
And {Apostle Paul} entered the synagogue and for three months spoke boldly, reasoning and persuading them about the kingdom of God.

Throughout the teachings on the Kingdom of God, you hear scriptures that say you can see and enter into the kingdom of God and that the kingdom of God has come upon you, near you, not far from you. Jesus main message was that the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel.


When we hear those messages we think the Kingdom is a place, a destination.

The Kingdom of God is not where you live; it’s how you live.

Yet, Jesus taught that the kingdom of God is not a physical place.

Luke 17:20-21
...Jesus answered them, “The kingdom of God is not coming in ways that can be observed, nor will they say, ‘Look, here it is!’ or ‘There!’ for behold, the kingdom of God is in the midst of you.”


If we cannot physically see it then how do we see it?

In the Gospel of John, 

John 5:19-20, NIV
Jesus said: “Very truly I tell you, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does. For the Father loves the Son and shows the Son all He does...

So it was not physically seeing - it was a vision from the Father to Jesus.

The only mention of the kingdom of God in the Gospel of John is from these two verses, found right next to each other. This was Jesus’ response to Nicodemus‘s confirming where Jesus got the power to do miracles...

John 3:1-3
Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews. This man came to Jesus by night and said to him, “Rabbi, we know that you are a teacher come from God, for no one can do these signs that you do unless God is with him. Jesus answered him, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born from above he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

John 3:5
Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.



Only in Matthew kingdom of heaven. 

Matthew 4:17 
From that time Jesus began to preach, saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.”

When Jesus sent the disciples out, hesent them out
· proclaiming and bringing the good news of the kingdom of God.
· proclaim the kingdom of God and to heal.
· Heal the sick… say to them, ‘The kingdom of God has come near to you.’


The kingdom is not given to everyone 
· whoever does not receive the kingdom of God like a child shall not enter into it
· kingdom of God… taken away from you
· difficult…for those who have wealth to enter the kingdom of God!
· Blessed are you who are poor, for yours is the kingdom of God.
· least in the kingdom of God
· No one who puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for the kingdom of God


James 2:5
... be rich in faith and heirs of the kingdom, which God has promised to those who love him...

Galatians 5:21
envy, drunkenness, orgies, and things like these. I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God.

Ephesians 5:5
For you may be sure of this, that everyone who is sexually immoral or impure, or who is covetous (that is, an idolater), has no inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God.


1 Corinthians 6:9
Or do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived: neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor men who practice homosexuality, nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God.

1 Corinthians 15:50
I tell you this, brothers: flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God, nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable.

Can your great great great great grandfather physically inherit your assets when you die?

Why not?

Inheritance is only for those who are physically alive.

To inherit requires physically living right now on this earth and receiving.

It’s like the Lord's prayer let your kingdom come; let your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

Those who live like this cannot inherit the authority and rule of God over their life.
They will not receive healing power of the Holy Spirit upon them, near them, to do the miracles of God.
