Yahweh or Your Way

Have you ever encountered those who say,

  “If I just 
Believe more, 
          trust more, 
                          ask more, 
                                                or do more for God, 
                                   then God will answer my prayer.”

Those people interpret “little faith” as meaning quantity of faith, instead of short in duration faith, little enduring faith, seasonal, short-lived faith. They get so upset with God or themselves when God does not do what they ask or the way they want it done. Nowhere in their heart is, “God, let your will be done through me here on this earth as it is in heaven”. They lose faith in God. That type of faith is manipulation.  They even say things like, “God, your word says…” thinking they can control God by God’s written word. That is no different than what the Devil did to Jesus for 40 days in the wilderness as found in Matthew 4:1-11, NIV.  The Devil tried manipulating Jesus through God’s written word and Jesus’ relationship with God. Jesus in all cases, fought the Devil with Scripture and this ultimate fact: Jesus only would do or say what God the Father personally told him.

When your heart is in complete alignment with Jesus’ heart, you naturally pray what Jesus’ asks you to pray.

John 14:13-14, NIV
 And I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it.

In Jesus name, is not a formula to say, it means is in the power and authority of Jesus, leading you, your words, and your actions.

Are you asking for God’s will to be done in your life or are you telling God what God’s will should be in your life? 

There are two types of prayers that most do.
One is done in the power authority and character and heart, and will and direction of Jesus, the other prayer is asking Jesus to do things your way.

God honors the first type of prayer and rejects the second one. 

The reason we named this message as 
“Yahweh or Your Way” 
because it captures the heart of false faith. 

False faith is focused on your way, instead of God’s way. 
False faith forgets God’s personal name and replaces it with a title than a relationship. 

Yahweh is the personal name of God found over 6800 times in the Old Testament, yet completely removed from most of our English translations. God’s name was replaced with the title of “the Lord”. I could not understand why that bothered me so much, until I discovered that the god the Israelites turned to instead Yahweh was call Baal which means “the lord”.  Baal was not a personal name but a position, a title, and a safe reference to God. When people sacrifice to Baal they were playing it safe. To sacrifice to Yahweh is to be specific and too risky which may offend the lord of that land, so to play it safe they sacrificed to “the lord” whoever that lord is. 
Every truly wise human knows there’s a God, but most are not willing to choose. So instead of saying the personal name of God like Yahweh or the son of God, Jesus, they say things like God or the Lord. They say either God’s got to come through or we are going to need a lot more money. Meaning they don’t care who personally takes care of them as long as they are being taken care of. That’s like saying I don’t care who’s ruling or ruining our government as long as I’m being taken care of. I do not care who my father is as long as that person is sending me lots of money.

The name Yahweh (yah-WEH) appears in every book (in the Old Testament) but Esther, Ecclesiastes, and the Song of Songs

They say out of tradition and reverence, Jews do not say God’s name out loud, they substitute God’s personal name with a positional title like Adonai (which means ‘My great Lord’) and Christians do the same by calling God “God” or “Lord”. Ironically, when people refer to God as their “lord” that does not mean they are talking about Yahweh. For some, Satan is their Lord.

Matthew 7:21, ESV
“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven.


Look at ESV translation of 1 Kings‬ 
"Elijah went before the people and said, “How long will you waver between two opinions? If the Lord is God, follow him; but if Baal is God, follow him.”‬‬‬‬
…Then the fire of the Lord fell and consumed the burnt offering... And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces and said, “The Lord, he is God; the Lord, he is God.” And Elijah said to them, “Seize the prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape.” And they seized them. 


1 Kings‬ 
…Then the fire of Yahweh fell and consumed the burn offering... And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces and said, “Yahweh, he is God; Yahweh, he is God.” And Elijah said to them, “Seize the prophets of the unnamed, impersonal God you call lord; let not one of them escape.” 


The word Baal means lord which is neither good nor bad, for example:
“For your Creator will be your husband (Baal); the LORD (Yahweh) of Heaven’s Armies is his name! He is your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel, the God of all the earth.” (Isaiah 54:5, NLT).

“A man came from Baal-shalishah, bringing the man of God bread of the firstfruits, twenty loaves of barley and fresh ears of grain in his sack. And Elisha said, “Give to the men, that they may eat.” But his servant said, “How can I set this before a hundred men?” So he repeated, “Give them to the men, that they may eat, for thus says the Lord, ‘They shall eat and have some left.’” So he set it before them. And they ate and had some left, according to the word of the Lord.”
