You can tie bagged sand to the corners 
as a car cover. Stake it to the ground under 
your blanket to avoid ground moisture.

    Hillbilly Bingo
In the summer we must go outside into 
the scorching heat to avoid frostbite from 
restaurant air conditioning.
–Ms. Know-It-All

Sweet, sweet June with its weddings, 
picnics, gardens, and fl owers in full bloom. 
Decades ago, in our family, that meant we 
kids could go barefoot and wear shorts 
after Memorial Day. Later, as a teacher, it 
meant a month or two of relaxation before 
gearing up for another year of molding 
young minds. My pals and I played hide 
and seek after dark and chased fi refl ies in 
the fi elds around us. Afterward, I’d go to 
bed in the upstairs of our farmhouse and 
sweat profusely even with window fans 
going full blast. No air conditioning—but 
my family and I survived.  

June is the start of family reunions and 
get togethers. I recently learned a cool 
game to play at these events. It’s a variation 
of bingo called Hillbilly Bingo, who knows 
why. This version uses standard playing 
cards instead of bingo balls and cards and 
each player needs his own deck of cards. 
Each player shuffl  es his personal deck and 
places the top ten cards face up in front of 
himself. A designated caller draws cards 
from a master deck and announces the rank 
and suit (example: king of spades). A player 
who has that exact card in his/her face-up 
pile fl ips it face down. When a player has 

only one face-up card left, he/she must 
shout aloud Uno, meaning one card left, or 
Ready. Failure to do so means that player 
must take the next card from his deck and 
add it faceup to his remaining one. The fi rst 
player to fl ip all 10 of his/her cards yells 
Yeehaw! Or Bingo! or Hot Damn which is 
my personal favorite and that player wins 
that round. Card decks are then reshuffl  ed, 
another ten cards placed face up, and the 
next round begins with 8-10 rounds being 
the usual. 

Before starting play, each participant 
contributes a set amount of money to build 
the pot with the amount depending on the 
crowd—but is usually fi ve or ten dollars 
per player; meaning the pot can grow quite 
large. Before starting play, take half of the 
collected money for the last round and that 
will be the jackpot win for the fi nal game of 
the last round. Divide the rest of the money 
by the number of games and that amount 
goes to the other individual round winners. 
This game can be played for prizes, more or 
less money to buy in, or just for fun with no 
money or prizes, but what fun is that says 
the gambler I am? In some versions, the 
caller announces the fi rst four cards drawn 
as wild. If you have any of those cards 
(regardless of suit), you get to fl ip them 
over immediately which speeds up the 
game. Hillbilly Bingo will never replace 
the real bingo games we’re used to playing, 
but it does have its own charm, especially 
if you’re looking for something diff erent to 
generate interaction at a family event. Just 
remember to alert everyone to bring a deck 
or two of cards so everyone who wants to 
participate can play.

Until next month, may Lady Luck blow 
you kisses as you dance out the door with 
dollars. Win big. If you try this game, 
contact me (nlpvzw6172@gmail.com) and 
let me know how it went.

BROOM-HILDA 

   Fresh Fruit Cookie 
Tarts

Tell your kids that they can be the “King 
and Queen of Tarts” when they make this 
gem of a dessert. The fresh fruit ingredients 
from your local market or fruit stand are 
luscious and good by themselves, but when 
they’re combined with a cookie base, you’ll 
have a can’t-miss finale to a barbecue or 
outdoor get-together with friends.

These cookie fruit tarts are super simple 
to assemble and look “tres francais,” but 
there’s no from-scratch pastry with mini 
fl uted rims that you have to fuss over. In-
stead, the easy recipe starts with good, large 
sugar cookies that you purchase at your 
bakery or grocery store.

FRESH FRUIT COOKIE TARTS
Serves 8

8 large sugar cookies, or your favorite 
plain round cookie
8-ounce package of cream cheese
1/3 cup white or vanilla chips (find 
them in the baking section of your 
store)
Assorted fresh fruit and berries for 
toppings such as blueberries, raspber-
ries, strawberries, cherries, and sliced 
peaches and plums, washed and dried
1/4 cup currant jelly or powdered sugar 
(optional)

Set cookies on a work surface such as a 
cutting board. Place cream cheese in a medi-
um-sized mixing bowl. In a microwave-safe 
dish, melt chips, spoon into cream cheese, 
and stir until smooth.

Spread the mixture evenly over the cook-
ies. Let kids arrange the fresh fruit and ber-
ries in pretty designs on the top. Meanwhile, 
if you would like a glaze, an adult should 
melt the jelly in a saucepan. Cool.

Let kids drizzle or lightly brush with a 
pastry brush over the fruit to glaze the tarts. 
Or dust over each tart with powdered sugar. 
Arrange on a serving platter.

Variations:
— Get creative with the presentation and 

decorate the serving platter, or top the tarts 
with coconut fl akes, sprigs of mint leaves, 
tiny blooms of edible fl owers, or fresh lav-
ender.

— Make a larger quantity of bite-sized 
tarts using packaged cookies such as gin-
gersnaps.

— Instead of using cookies, make a larger 
single tart. Press a prepared piecrust from 
the refrigerated section of your market on 
the base and sides of a 9-inch tart pan. Prick 
sides and bottom. Bake according to pack-
age directions. Cool. Spread cream cheese 
mixture on the base, arrange fruit attrac-
tively, and brush on the glaze.

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    Exciting Times at 
Speed Bingo

Kate loves to play Speed Bingo. The 
one she likes best lets you choose one or 
more hard cards. You put chips in the pot 
according to the number of cards you have 
and then numbers are called at a very fast 
rate; I think there are only three seconds 
between calls. None are repeated. You 
win when you have five good numbers on 
any card. It is incredibly fast and furiously 
exciting. I play only one card, which is 
enough for me. Kate likes to play two cards 
and once tried three, though even she had 
to admit it was too much.

We frequently play Speed Bingo before 
our regular Bingo session, just as a warmup. 
Recently, I had a very good card, which is 
all you need to win any Bingo game. We 
may pretend that lucky charms, special 
daubers, a particular seat or playing rituals 
make a difference, but actually it is the card 
that wins or loses.

I had this very good card and was up for 
winning.

     Stopping 
Medicare Fraud

Medicare fraud is one of the big scams 
that thieves love. Approximately $60 
billion per year is stolen from taxpayers 
through Medicare theft and fraud. Your 
job is to be the intermediary and foil their 
attempts.

Here’s how: 
Treat your Medicare number as though 

it’s as valuable as a credit card or access 
to your checking account. Don’t give the 
number to anyone but your doctor’s offi  ce.

If anyone calls asking for your Medicare 
card number, hang up. If you receive a text 
message asking for the number, delete it. 

When you get a Medicare summary 
statement, go over it line by line to be sure 
that you actually received every service. 

It’s true that now and then a service 
listed on your statement is genuine, even 
if it doesn’t seem to be. It’s possible that 
a coding error in the doctor’s offi  ce was 
wrong. Get to the bottom of it by calling 
them and asking for the billing department 
to pull your fi le and determine whether the 
Medicare statement is correct or not. Ask 
specifi c questions about tests and lab work, 
as these are sometimes lumped together.

Sometimes, if the scammers do contact 
you, they’ll try to get you to accept delivery 
of a medical device that you don’t actually 
need in exchange for giving them your 
Medicare number. Don’t do it. 

Occasionally, too, you might be contacted 
with an off er to “review” your medical 
records to see if you need any additional 
services or devices or if you “need” genetic 
testing. Don’t do it. What the scammers are 
looking for is your personal information 
and that Medicare number.

Remember: Medicare isn’t going to call 
you or send text messages or show up at 
your door.
