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FAQ: 

• MBE Limitations and Policy 

o Scouts may only register for a total of 2 eagle merit badges. 

o The goal is to provide opportunities for all scouts to earn eagle merit badges 

• Exceeding 2 Eagle Merit Badge sign up limitation 

o If a troop contact registers a scout for more than 2 eagle merit badges for this event 

then a merit badge will be removed. 

o The merit badge that is removed will randomly picked. 

o No notification will be provided. 

• Personal Management Merit Badge 

o No more than 2 scouts from the same troop can be enrolled 

o This is to allow scouts throughout the of the council the opportunity to attend this 

merit badge 

o Exceeding the 2-scout limitation will result in scouts being dropped from the class 

until the proper limit is reached.   Scouts removed will be at our discretion. 

o Personal Management will be taught on 2 days.

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• Uniforms 

o All Scouts must wear tan field uniform or venturing green shirt. 

o Depending upon class, scout may need change of clothes (auto mechanics) 

• Scouts 

o Your registration fee includes merit badges, lunch and t-shirt.  

o Scouts must bring a current merit badge book, pen or pencil and notebook.   

• Troops 

o At least one adult for each troop should be attendance to help manage and monitor 

their units. 

o A driver, if a scout has field trip then an adult will be asked to assist in providing 

transportation for the merit badge field trips  

o Troops who schedule a large group of scouts in a class are discouraged.   Many 

times, there are behavior issues.   If a situation arises where behavior of a group of 

scouts from the same troop occurs then the entire group of scouts will forfeit 

earning the merit badge.  A minimum of TWO warnings will be provided before 

the group before forfeiting the merit badge. 

• Weather  

o If Weather the local weather forecast 24 hours prior to the event is for rain of 1” 

per hour or more, the event will be cancelled. 

• Expulsion from MBE 

o Scouts leaving without signing out 

o Scouts with poor behavior and not following instructions from MBE 

Administrators or MBE Instructors  

o Scouts expelled from MBE will receive no credit for any classes from the event. 

• Troop Contact Responsibilities 

o Provide Scout Schedules to Scouts 

o Provide Campus Maps to Scouts 

o Ensure A&B Health Form are turned by deadlines (lose discounts) 

o Inform Scouts of Expulsion for leaving without Checking out 

o Inform Scouts of No Schedule Changes 

o Remind Scouts to bring 5 cans of food for Food Drive 

• Scout Schedules 

o MBE will not be providing schedules at the event 

• T-Shirts 

o Scouts will be given a T-shirt if registered by Dec. 13th  

o Some extra shirts will be order but remember the deadline 
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• Food Drive 

o We will be conducting a food drive to help families in need. Since the Boys Scout 

slogan is Do a Good Turn Daily, we would like to request that each boy bring 5 

dry good items such as cans of food. This will allow our Scouts to “Do a Good 

Turn” to our fellow citizens of San Antonio! The food will be donated to a 

foodbank as our way of saying “Thank You” and to help assist with their outreach 

program.
