The Respect for the Bible 

Since the Bible is from God, we should respect it. No-

where is this thought expressed more emphatically than in the 

powerful words found in the last few verses in Revelation. Reve-

lation 22:18-19, “I testify to everyone who hears the words of 

the prophecy of this book: if anyone adds to them, God will add 

to him the plagues which are written in this book; and if anyone takes away from the words of the 

book of this prophecy, God will take away his part from the tree of life and from the holy city, 

which are written in this book.” 

Many people would wonder why anyone would add or take away from the word of God. It 

could be easier than people would think. For example, if someone says, “You can be saved by 

saying a prayer of belief and faith in Jesus.” This would seem very harmless, but the truth is that 

they have both added and taken away from the word of God. They have added a prayer of faith 

that does not exists in scripture. And they have taken away baptism as part of salvation (Acts 2:38, 

1 Peter 3:21).  

The words about adding and taking away may not be found in other New Testament books, 

but they reflect God’s attitude toward the entirety of the Scriptures. Similar thoughts are found 

near the beginning of the Bible (Deut. 4:2) and in the middle (Prov. 30:6). Paul made the same 

point when he warned that any who distorted the gospel of Christ would be cursed (Gal. 1:6-9).  

We need to pay special attention to make sure we respect the word of God and not to add 

anything to it or take anything away from it. God has outlined his words to us with clear instruction 

to us. We must do our best to understand his word as it is written.
