The Blessed Assurance 
Confident? Can Christians be confident? Are members of the Lord’s church confident? 

How many saints can confidently say, “I am saved”? When asked, “Are you going to heaven?” how many 

faithful Christians give the go-to response, “I’m working on it”? When asked, “Are you saved?” how many 

members of the church reply, “I hope so,” or, “I think I’m saved,” or “Maybe I’m saved”? 

Was Jesus the Messiah of “maybe”? Did He herald a message of hope, or just “hope so”? When the Good 

Shepherd said, “I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly” (John 

10:10), where was His emphasis: “that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly”? 

Is the abundant life a state of constant anxiety and frustration every waking moment from morning till 

night? Did Christ give is life so that Christians would spend their lives wondering if they had eternal life? 

Peter preached confidence in salvation, encouraging brethren to “give diligence to make your calling and 

election sure,” promising that “if you do these things, you shall never fall” (2 Pet. 1:10), and reminding 

Christians of what they already knew so that they would “be established in the truth” which they had (2 

Pet. 1:12).  

John’s first epistle has been called the letter of Blessed Assurance, filled with expressions of confidence in 

the saint’s relationship with God, and each expression of confidence includes a condition related to the 

truth of God’s Word. The saved can know they have eternal life by what is written (1 John 5:13). Saints can 

face judgment with confidence instead of fear because the love that casts out fear is the love that keeps 

God’s commandments (1 John 4:17-21; 5:3).  

Christians can assure their hearts because they know they “are of the truth” (1 John 3:19). Christ’s people 

can know that they know Him because they “keep His commandments” (1 John 2:3). There is fullness of 

joy and fellowship with God for those who do the truth and “walk in the light” (1 John 1:4-7). We need to 

know the truth about the promise of assurance. Christians need the Blessed Assurance found in the truth 

of God’s Word!
