Under the authority of the Ethics in Government Act, Special Counsel’s office and House Resolution 7400 of this the 116th congress, 1st session, as amended by subsequent resolutions, I am submitting on behalf of all the members of my committee and a special counsel once a portion of the executive branch and now within the purview of the house and this the special committee on Presidential Election and Actions Committee, the committee’s final report.

As you know, the select committee on Presidential Election and Actions Committee was established on November 18, 2020, to make a “complete” investigation and study “of extent … to which illegal, improper, and/ or unethical activities” occurred in the 2016 and 2020 Presidential  and Legislative elections and to determining whether new legislation is needed “to safeguard the electoral process by which the President of the United States, US Senators and US House of Representatives are chosen.”

I am pleased to report that the committee has completed the vital and historic task assigned to it by unanimous vote of the House.  It is urgent that the Congress implement the recommendations of the select committee as set forth in this final report in response to the mandate of House resolution 7400.

We respectfully ask for a special security session of United States House Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence.
