JUDGE ONLINE BALLOT CHECKLIST

Judges, please check the following to expedite the ballot check-in process:

· On your ballot, did you hit "START ROUND" to indicate all debaters are in the room?
· Did you verify speaker names, speaking order, and sides?  Debaters can write this on the classroom board if it's helpful.

This is a requirement.  Please do this in the Reason for Decision Box.
· Did you write a thorough and SPECIFIC Reason for Decision, identify winning (or losing) arguments in the round?  Please do this in the Reason for Decision Box.
· If the winning team/debater has lower (total) points than their opponents, did you confirm the Low Point Win?
· Before submitting your ballot, please verify sides and school codes (especially in Public Forum).  In other words, make sure the PRO team was in fact the PRO team.
· As reference, you can submit your decision first and then return to your ballot to edit/complete Comments and the Reason for Decision.  You are still expected to complete everything before the next round, but you may be asked
to submit a decision first if you're one of the last ballots needed to pair the next round.

	If you need help troubleshooting your ballot, please come down to the actual Tab Room so we can help you troubleshoot.




Help!  My ballot is covered up on the right side and I can't enter points!  I hate online ballots!
There should be a tiny double-arrow in the upper-left corner of the Right Panel.  Click on that to hide the panel.  This tends to be an issue on smaller devices like iPads or phones.  Laptops are ideal for submitting online ballots.

Other issues?  Come down to the actual Tab Room (Room 208) for help!

EXPECTATIONS FOR DEBATERS & JUDGES

SHOW RESPECT AND ACT RESPONSIBLY

1. No use of the internet or electronic communication during debates!
2. Do not unplug anything from the walls.

4. Watch for pairings on http://cpsa.tabroom.com and go to rounds right away! 
5. Debaters are not to enter any classroom without the judge present. Debaters are allowed to quickly check to see if the judge is already in the room. 
6. DO NOT SIT IN THE TEACHER’S DESK or touch anything in the classroom other than the student desks, podium, and/or white-erase boards. Please move desks back after each round.
7. Decisions are not to be disclosed. A thorough ballot should be written that clearly explains the reason for a decision. Brief critiques are fine, but a ballot should be submitted no later than 10 minutes after the round is completed. Students should not ask for decisions to be disclosed. 


Revised Speaker Points Guidelines

Debate teaches critical thinking and public presentation skills.  Win/loss in each round reflects the content of the Debate and determines the overall record for a team.  However, win/loss ties are common and speaker points are used to break those ties to determine the winners of a tournament.

· Please follow the National Speech & Debate Association (NSDA) point range to award points in a round (20-30)
· Half-points (e.g. 27.5) are acceptable.  Tenth-points are not allowed.
· Please use this range to judge debaters within experience levels (Novice/JV/Varsity).  In other words, a novice speaker who receives a 28 will sound different than a varsity speaker with a 28.
· Please DO NOT DISCLOSE DECISIONS.

9. Report any unusual or inappropriate behavior of debaters or judges to the school’s coaches and to the tab table. 
10. Clean up your messes before you leave any space. Use the awesome trash cans.

Some schools may only have observers and they are allowed to observe any debate. Any student who acts inappropriately will be asked to leave.
13. Judges, please do not intervene in Debate rounds by fact-checking evidence/arguments using electronic devices.
