General Information
1. Registration for the tournament opens on December 28th and ends on Wednesday, January 25, 2012 at 5:00 PM.

2. The Speech Olympics is a double-entry tournament, excluding draw events, Public Forum and Student Congress. Any competitors (except those participating in Congress & PFD) may enter Multiple Reading 

3. There is a five-dollar registration fee per entry; Duo and Multiple Reading are counted as one entry each. For Public Forum Debate, the fee is $10.
4. For every five competitors (or fraction thereof) in speech events, each school must provide one judge. One judge is required for every two Public Forum teams (or fraction). Extra judges are always welcome. There is a fifty-dollar fee to pay for a judge’s drop. Please remember that numbers of required judges are determined at the time of registration, not on the day of the tournament.

5. Food and beverages will be available in the cafeteria throughout the day.

Deadlines: All entries must be received by Wednesday, January 25th at 5 p.m.  Please see information on registration at www.massforensics.org. 


*Call-ins: MFL rules require you to call in on the morning of the tournament. Please call 857-891-2652 with drops (or no drops) between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. 
Public Forum Debate rounds will use the January 2012 topic: Resolved: The costs of a college education outweigh the benefits
Group Discussion will focus on major events of the 1990’s 

and their affects.
Radio Broadcasting stories will be selected from 1990’s news sources.

Extemp Topics will include national, economic and international topics in successive rounds. Final round focus will be 2012 presidential election contenders.

90’s Sales Pitch: (Six minute maximum; 30 second grace period) This is an individual event in which each competitor takes three slips of paper from an envelope describing ‘products’ from the 1990’s, then quickly chooses one to ‘pitch’ to others in the room as if the competitor were trying to convince them to produce the product. Time is split between preparation and presentation as the competitor chooses, starting when the choice is made and remaining slips are returned to the envelope. Judges will be asked to assess creativity, clarity, engagement with audience, and persuasive skills. Rounds include 1990’s video games, toys & fads, recording artists, and t.v. shows & movies.
Oral History: (Six minute maximum; 30 second grace period) In this individual, memorized event, competitors reflect on an historical event of their choosing as if they had been present at the time and place it occurred. Narrators may represent actual historical actors or imagined witnesses. Presentations should include vivid descriptions of the event, as well as commentary on its personal and historical impact. Competitors will be judged on fluency, vocal variation, articulation, audience engagement, believability, creativity, and clarity. 
Original Literature: (ten minute maximum, 30 second grace period) This is a reading event in which individual students, alumni, parents and coaches are invited to share original works of poetry, prose or playwriting. Competitors will be judged on both writing and presentation. Various original works in a variety of forms are acceptable, but should be tied together by theme if combined.

Awards - Trophies will be awarded to the top six competitors in each event. The top three Public Forum teams will also be recognized, as will the top six individual speakers. Top novices will also be recognized. 
Sweepstakes trophies will be awarded to the top 6 large schools and top 4 small schools by ranking highest finishers in 10 events plus the next three top finishers.  

All those in attendance will be expected to conduct themselves with appropriate respect for their fellow competitors, judges, our school and all private property at all times during the tournament.                                                                               Thanks and enjoy!
Directions:
From South of Boston (or Boston itself):  Take Route 93 North through Boston to Route 1 North via Tobin Bridge (exit 27, exit left after Zakim Bridge). Take 5th exit after bridge, Sargent Street, Revere. Take a left at end of ramp. After approximately one mile, take right at 2nd light onto Broadway. Take first left onto Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right. 
From West of Boston: Take the Mass Pike (Route 90) to Route 93 North through Boston to Route 1 North via Tobin Bridge (exit 27 exit left after Zakim Bridge). Take 5th exit after bridge, Sargent Street, Revere. Take a left at end of ramp. After approximately one mile, take right at 2nd light onto Broadway. Take first left onto Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right.
From North of Boston:  Take Route 1 South to Exit 27, Route 60. At end of ramp, enter rotary & follow ¾ of the way around onto Route 60 east, Squire Road Revere. Follow Route 60 for approximately .8 mile to 2nd rotary. Enter rotary and take first right onto Broadway. Follow Broadway .7 mile. Take left onto (East) Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right.
