-All feedback MUST be completed before the end of the festival.
-NO forms or ballots are to be returned to the Tabroom.
-Lunch Tickets will be $5.00 and there will be a concession stand.
-Registration will be from 7:30 – 8:30.
-There will NOT be an awards ceremony.
-Anyone is PERMITTED to watch the PHSSL Drama Competition but they can NOT enter the auditorium if the doors are closed.
-Opening Comments will take place in the Cafeteria.

The layout of Speech rounds:
-Judges will be stationed in a room. 
-Judges and competitors will complete feedback forms.
-Competitors will receive feedback forms after they perform.
-Students will rotate between rooms to perform their pieces and receive feedback from judges and participants if time allows.

Layout of Debate Rounds:
-Judges will be stationed in a room.  
-Judges must complete feedback forms.
-All sides in all debates will be based on a coin flip.
-Competitors will receive feedback forms after the debate.
-Students will rotate between rooms to debate.
-Judges and competitors can discuss the debate after the debate if time allows. 
-All rounds are straight Random Pairing.  There will be no Power Pairing.

The layout of Congress rounds:
-Will operate just like a tournament.

-There will be no board.
-Competitors will receive feedback forms after Session II.
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
