            The George Mason Patriot High School Debate Tournament will be held January 6-7, 2012.  The tournament will feature 4 divisions of debate including:  Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, and Junior Varsity and Varsity Cross-Examination Policy Debate.  For the first time, we will offer all NFL individual events: Humorous Interpretation, Dramatic Interpretation, Duo Interpretation, Original Oratory, US Extemporaneous Speaking, and International Extemporaneous Speaking.  We will also offer Student Congress. Judging Obligations: 		
One judge for every 2 teams entered in the team events.  There must be separate judges for varsity and JV C-X debate.
			One judge for every 5 speech entries.
			One judge for every 10 Student Congress entries.
			
Tournament Schedule:
Registration - 10:00 am to 11:30 am on January 6 in the Lobby of Robinson Hall B.  Follow directions to the Harris Theatre and you will be close.  
 
Preliminary rounds will start at 12:00 pm on Friday, Jan. 6 with four rounds back to back.  Round 5 and 6 will be Saturday morning starting at 8:00 am.  Elimination rounds will follow as quickly as possible.

Lincoln-Douglas will break to octafinals.  Cross-examination and Public Forum will break to quarterfinals or more, if entries warrant.  There will be a break out round, as warranted by entries, in IE.
