The Middleton-Cross Plains Debate Team is honored to host the Southern Wisconsin National Forensic League National Qualifying tournament for the third year in row. This year we are pleased to announce that we will also be hosting our friends from the Northern Wisconsin NFL district and that we will be hosting a Wisconsin Debate Coaches’ Association events at the same time. While this may sound a bit confusing, please read all of the following pages for a description of the events offered.

Registration

Registration for the NFL District events will be conducted with each NFL district chair. If you are in the Southern NFL District, you should register with Mary Wacker (mary.wacker@marquette.edu). If you are in the Northern NFL district, you should register with Ben Kroll (bkroll@sheboygan.k12.wi.us). There are additional requirements to register for the NFL District tournament. Please contact the district chairs with your NFL registration and NFL questions.

Registration for the NFL events will be conducted through Joy of Tournaments. (Link not yet available.)
Schools who are members in the National Forensic League should strongly consider sending their students to the NFL district tournament, before registering for the WDCA tournament. 

Events Offered
Over the course of the weekend, there will be essentially four tournaments conducted: each NFL District Qualifier, a WDCA event on Friday Evening, and a WDCA event on Saturday. This is designed to allow schools ease of traveling and to maximize participation in all events.

On Friday night, the policy debate qualifier for each NFL district will start. In addition, we will offer the following WDCA events on Friday night: a Novice Four-Person policy debate tournament (three rounds), an open Public Forum debate tournament (four/five rounds), and an open Lincoln-Douglas debate tournament (four/five rounds).

On Saturday, the policy debate qualifier for each NFL district will resume and conclude. Additionally, the qualifier for Public Forum and Lincoln-Douglas for each NFL district will start and conclude. In addition, we will offer the following WDCA events: a Novice Four-Person policy debate tournament (three rounds), a varsity-four person policy debate tournament (three rounds), and an open Public Forum tournament (five rounds). Also, for schools eliminated from the NFL competition, we may create a single varsity switch side division, to give students an additional opportunity to qualify for the state tournament (three rounds?).

With regards to the WDCA events, Middleton reserves the right to collapse divisions as it sees fit. We will notify you if this appears likely.

Food

Food will be sold at a very affordable price. Hospitality will be provided for coaches and judges throughout the weekend. If you are staying overnight, please consult the restaurant list, later in this document. If you need a recommendation, please ask and we’ll be happy to help you find what you want to eat.
Lodging
We have secured a discounted block of hotel rooms for the night of January 6 at the Country Inn and Suites of Middleton. The hotel is only 1 mile away from the high school and offers a free breakfast.  Rooms with 2 queen beds (up to 4 people) are available for $75. Please make reservations as soon as possible by calling the hotel and asking for the "Middleton Debate Tournament" rate.  After mid-December, the hotel reserves the right to reclaim unsold rooms from the block. There are a good number of restaurants near the hotel and it's only five minutes from all of the restaurants and shops in Greenway Station.

Do not combine your NFL and WDCA checks. 

Judging Information

This judging information applies only to the WDCA tournament. You need one judge for every two LD debaters or PF teams. You need one judge for each four-person unit.

Please consult your district chair about how many judges you will need to bring. Judges may float between districts or between the NFL events and the WDCA events. This is designed to lower the cost of the NFL tournament. It is not designed for you to reduce your judge commitment. For example, if I have two PF teams in the NFL District tournament and two in the WDCA tournament, I must bring one judge for the WDCA event AND however many judges my district chair tells me I need to bring for NFL. 

Middleton is a west-side suburb of Madison. UW-Madison and other area colleges are on winter break. So there should be a significant number of college-aged students available to judge. Please let us know if you are having difficulty finding judges. Additionally, please try to bring more than the required number of judges. This will help all of the weekend’s events run smoothly.
