The NJ District Congress Tournament will be held concurrently. Further details regarding this National qualifying event will be sent in a separate correspondence. Therefore, only schools that are members of the NJ District may participate. All registration and legislation for Congressional Debate must be submitted by Friday, February 3. All debate events will take place at the Robert L. Lazar Middle School on Changebridge Road, around the corner from the high school. Students can be dropped off there as you pass by in the morning, or walk down through the park pathway that connects the two facilities. Students will be returning by that method at the end of the competition day.

Judging: One judge is required for every five speech and congressional slots, or a fraction thereof requested, and one judge is required for every three LD and PF entries.  However, juniors or seniors with over 150 points are eligible to judge the novice events, as long as they are NOT competing that day.  If contestants are dropped on the day of the tournament, you are still responsible for the judging requirements.  A limited number of hired judges will be available if arrangements are made by the registration deadline.  Judges will be provided a rate of $85 on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Hired judges may not be dropped once hired regardless of contestant changes.
