Entries:     The Turkey Foot Middle School Invitational will offer all junior high K.H.S.S.L individual events and Impromptu (KESDA rules attached).  Students are only permitted to double in a flight, competing in only two events per flight. There are no limits on the number of entries in each event, however only the top three entries from each school will be used to tabulate sweepstakes points.  Substitutions may be made the morning of the tournament.  No adds may be made after the deadline.  This will be strictly followed for convenience of scheduling. Flights:     Flight A – Broadcasting, Declamation, Duo Acting, Improv Duo, Poetry, Impromptu


        Flight B – Extemp, Interp of Lit, Prose, Public Speaking, Solo Acting, Storytelling
Fees:     Single entries are $5.00 per entry.  (Duo Acting and Improv Duo teams cost $10.00 each.) Judges not provided will cost $45.00 each.  A $10 drop fee will be assessed after the Tuesday deadline for all entries drops from team slates.  If you have drops the morning of the tournament you are welcome to contact Rachel Retherford at (859) 835-1321.
Judges:     Each school is asked to provide one judge for every six entries of the portion there of.  Again, there will be a $45.00 fee assessed for every judge we must provide for you.  A drop fee of $60.00 will be assessed for any judge that does not show up for their assignment.
Rules:    The Turkey Foot Invitational will follow all K.H.S.S.L event rules.  See attached explanation for Impromptu Speaking.
Awards:     First through six places will be recognized in all categories.  “Next Outs” or the seventh place student in each event will be recognized as well.   There will be Team Sweepstakes trophies for 1st through 6th place and honorable mention 7th through 10th.
Lunch:     There will be on campus dining options for students such as pizza and hot dogs on sale at our concession stand.  Due to the limited time schedule students are not permitted to leave campus for food. Impromptu Speaking

Impromptu speaking is an event in which the contestant will be presented with a topic, short quotation, or question on general interest, political, economic, and/or social issues and will have a maximum of 10 minutes to prepare and present a speech dealing with the topic, quotation, or question.

     The purpose of Impromptu Speaking is to train the student in creative thinking and in terms of effective impromptu speaking skills.

     Students may speak from one note card if they wish.

     In practice sessions, students may wish to build a file of topics, quotations, and questions, etc. from which they draw and then practice preparing and giving speeches in this mode.

     The contestant once presented with the quotation has a total time of 10 minutes.  8 minutes max to prep and 2 minutes minimum for speaking.  The student must speak within the 2 minute window.  There is no grace period.  Judges are to provide oral time signals during prep time and hand signals during performance time.

     ***Students are no longer required to remain in the competition room after performing.***
