BE IT  ENACTED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

SECTION 1: A full audit of the Federal Reserve Open Market Committee and

A Bill to Improve Wireless Infrastructure

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The 600 MHz band in the wireless spectrum (known as white-space) in the United States be sold at auction.

Section 2.
The auction will be open to the public without a registration fee.

Section 3.
Any winning bid made by an entity that had previously bought white-space in the 700 MHz spectrum will be paid in the amount five times greater than the wining bid. 

Section 3.
The Federal Communications Commission will be responsible for administering the auction, distributing the sale of white-space, and transferring the raised funds to the Treasury.
SECTION 4.
The auction will take place some time during the 2013 fiscal year.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

The Iraqi Political Stability Act
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Until the Republic of Iraq ends its general suppressions of civil liberties, the provisions in Section 3 shall be implemented.
Section 2.
The General Suppression of Civil Liberties which Section 1 refers to includes, but is not limited to, the use of secret prisons, the use of torture upon civilians, the harassment of democracy activists, along with illegal detentions, and political arrests.
Section 3.  The following provisions shall be implemented
A. The United States shall use every measure to keep Iraq locked in its “Chapter 7” status in the United Nations

B. The United Sates will cancel the sale of U.S. ﬁghter jets, tanks, and surveillance equipment to the Republic of Iraq.

SECTION 4.
This law will take effect within one year of passage.

A Bill to Secure Nuclear Programs Abroad

Section 3.  All countries must meet these requirements by 2015.

B. The Department of Energy will overlook the provisions that countries take in order to make the facilities secure.

This law will take effect within six months of passage.

Tajik Freedom and Safety Act of 2012
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The United States of America shall hereby address the corruption, governmental censorship, lucrative drug trade, and terrorist activity in and around the Central Asian country of Tajikistan. The United States of America shall take the following steps to ensure democracy, freedom of speech and religion, and safety for the Tajik people.

Section 2.
The Unites States of America shall implement trade restrictions on all goods going into and out of the country of Tajikistan, except humanitarian aid packages. The Unites States of America will continue to restrict all trade until Tajikistan complies with Convention 3, article 76 of the Geneva Convention which protects countries citizens from censorship. The United States of America will also continue to restrict trade, until the Tajik government shows steps of improvement towards religious diversity in the country.

Section 3.
The Department of State shall work with the Department of Defense to implement the use of Non-Governmental Organizations to increase pro democratic change in the country of Tajikistan. The Non-Governmental Organizations will also continue their efforts of providing food aid to the Tajik people. Upon passage of this legislation the Department of the Treasury shall decide upon appropriate funds for the Non-Governmental Organizations. 

SECTION 4.
The Department of the Treasury shall give the Department of Defense 75 Million dollars for the implementation of Private Security Contractors hired by the United States Military to protect the border region between Tajikistan and Afghanistan. The security personnel shall use the funds to set up road blocks, and barricades along the Afghan/Tajik border region. The security personnel’s main objective will be to curb the opium/ heroin trade between the two countries.  

SECTION 5.         The Unites States of America shall evaluate the progress of the legislation each year. If progress is shown the United States will resume trade with the country of Tajikistan, and pull out security personnel from the border region. The non- governmental organizations will continue to be funded for three more years. When those three years expire the Non- Governmental Organizations will leave the country of Tajikistan.

SECTION 6.          This legislation shall be taken into effect immediately upon passage. 

Section 7. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
