   On behalf of The Urban Assembly School for Law & Justice, I’d like to invite you to compete in the Triple Zinger Invitational. At this tournament, we will offer speech events (including impromptu) with triple entries and student congress.
 
Registration: Please register on www.tabroom.com. Students will be permitted to double or triple enter in Speech events.  If you encounter any problems, please feel free to e-mail me at cluzniak@sljhs.org or call me at (917) 207-7181.  Registration ends at 8:00 PM on Wednesday, February 8th. Please respect this 8 PM deadline. You are responsible for providing the number of judges you registered on Wednesday, regardless of drops, or you will incur a fine per dropped judge. The fine for each dropped judge is $50.
Restrictions: Due to space limitations, all schools will initially be permitted to enter only 5 students per speech category.  Please feel free to enter extra entries. Excess entries will be wait-listed and (space permitting) admitted after registration closes.  Status of waitlist entries will be on tabroom by 5:00pm on Feb. 9th.

Speech:  Seven speech events will be offered—Dec, Drama, Duo, Extemp, Oratory, Oral Interp, and Impromptu.  Students are permitted to register in up to three categories.  NYSFL half-quals are available in all events (except Impromptu).  All categories follow NCFL rules.  Impromptu follows NYSFL rules.
Student Congress Legislation must be emailed to Rick Raven on or before Thursday, February 2nd, at 11:59 PM (by midnight). Bills for this tournament should be sent to rick.raven@gmail.com. The Docket will be emailed on the afternoon of Friday, February 3rd. Please remember to state which bill is Primary, Secondary, or Supersession. The Tab Room has the discretion to assign any bills that aren’t marked as such.  

**Please note: Students will be required to elect a PO each session.  Parliamentarians will be provided.
When entering Congress judges, please note any who are qualified to be parliamentarian.
Extemp: Preliminary round topic areas are: Domestic Concerns, International Struggles, Popular Culture.  The final round will be presented in a very unique way. Each finalist will receive a political cartoon from recent publications.  Finalists will be responsible for interpreting the cartoon, and developing their own question relevant to the cartoon. This will challenge competitors to not only analyze current affairs, but further to voice their opinion as to what issues are worthy of discussion today.

Fees: $10.00/school + $5.00/student ($10/Duo).  The $5.00 student fee is per entry.  So, a student who double enters will generate $10 in fees ($5 for each entry).  Make sure to have the full payment.  No school will be permitted to compete until payment is made in full.  Schools without payment will be dropped from the tournament.  Checks can be made out to the Adams Street Foundation.
Judging: Please provide 1 judge for every 5 entries (or fraction thereof) in speech.  In congress, please provide 1 judge for up to 5 entries or 2 judges for more than 5 entries. All judges should be high school graduates with prior judging experience.
Lunch: Snacks & coffee will be provided throughout the day for judges. Please brown bag your lunch or visit one of the neighborhood eateries.  We recommend a visit to Shake Shack one block away!

Awards: Individual awards will go to the top 7 in all categories as well as overall team sweepstakes awards to the top three teams.  NYSFL half-quals in all events (except Impromptu).

Travel: The Urban Assembly School for Law and Justice is located at 283 Adams St. in Brooklyn, NY.  It is easily accessible by subway, just take the 2/3/4/5 to Borough Hall or the A/C/F to Jay St.

Schedule: Saturday registration is from 8:45 to 9:15 AM. Students who are not on the premises by 9:20 AM may be dropped.  UNREPORTED DROPS will result in a fine toward the offending team.  

In speech, there will be 3 preliminary rounds, possible semi-finals (for categories with 30+ students), and a final round.   In Student Congress, there will be 2 preliminary sessions, with a Super-Session.  
Awards should begin by approximately 5:00 PM.
