Arrival/Registration:  
The Tournament will be held from 3:30pm to 7pm. You should not arrive prior to 2:30pm. Students will gather in the Cafeteria, and are NOT to roam the halls.  Registration will take place in the Media Center.   Judges will first wait with students in the cafeteria, and will then gather in the Faculty Lounge (after 3:30pm) on the first floor of the Sonken Building (main Upper School bldg.)  PLEASE tell this information to your judges.  We had judges showing up as early as 12:30pm last time.  
Competition/Judging:  
There will be two rounds of competition, and awards will follow directly afterwards.  Competition will be offered in LD, PFD, Policy, Congress, HI, DI, Duo, OI, Impromptu, Declamation, Mixed Extemp, and Oratory.  Awards will be given to the top quarter in each event as well as to any undefeated debaters.  A limit of 10 entries per event should allow you plenty of space.  Students who are Juniors or Seniors, and have earned 150 NFL points or more are eligible to judge.  
Pick Up:
As you prepare to come to the tournament, please remind your students that they must be picked up ASAP after the tournament is over.  Have students tell parents that they should be there by 7pm, and they will be fine.  We thank you for your efforts in this regard.
Money:  
Student fees are $3.00 each.  Late adds and drops after Tuesday, February 7th at 4PM will incur a $2.00 fee each.  These fees have often been waived in the past, but will be levied and collected at this tournament.  Payment for fees will be accepted in cash or check (made payable to University School.)
